TURK DIS POLITIKASI VE TURKIYE’NIN GUVENLIK POLITIKALARI / TURKISH
FOREIGN POLICY & TURKEY’S SECURITY POLICIES

TURK-AMERIKAN ILiSKiLERINDE SINIRLI STRATEJiK ORTAKLIK: iSBiRLiGi ve
REKABET ARASINDA DOGU AKDENIZ

Meysune YASAR, istanbul Medeniyet Universitesi

Stratejik ortaklik kavrami Tiirk Amerikan iliskileri s6z konusu oldugunda iizerinde en fazla durulan
temalardan biridir. Cogunlukla Suriye Krizi siirecinde oldugu gibi karaya dayali anlagmazliklarda
kullanilan bu kavram, ¢alisma ile bir denis anlasmazligr olan alanda test edilmektedir. Gerek
ABD’nin gerekse de Tiirkiye’nin onemli ¢ikar noktalarinda biri olan Dogu Akdeniz, c¢aligma
cercevesinde stratejik ortaklik kavrami iizerinden ABD-Tiirkiye iligkileri dogrultusunda ele
alimmaktadir. Stratejik ortaklik kavramini agiklayici bir ¢ergeve olarak kullanan ¢alisma ii¢ temel
baslik tizerinde durmaktadir: savunma anlagmalari, donanma is birligi ve stratejik odak noktalar.
Savunma anlagmalar1 kapsaminda her iki devletin bolgede yiiriittiigii anlasmaya dayali savunma
temaslar1 ortaya konulurken; bu adimlarin birer ittifak davranisi olarak ne anlama geldigi sorusu
sorulmaktadir. Bilhassa NATO semsiyesi altinda bolgede atilan adimlar ve bu adimlara istirak eden
devletlerin Tiirkiye nezdinde yarattig1 giivenlik ikilemi savunma anlagmalar1 bagliginin ana temasini
olusturmaktadir. Devletlerin deniz stratejilerine dair 6l¢timlerde bir diger 6nemli baslik olan donanma
faaliyetleri ise giivenlikten enerjiye 6nemli adimlar temsil etmektedir. Bu adimlar ¢er¢evesinde ABD
ve Tirkiye’nin bolgedeki donanma faaliyetlerine odaklanan ¢aligma bu faaliyetlerin her iki devlet
acisindan stratejik ortaklik yaklagimlari ile ne derece uyumlu oldugu tartisilmaktadir. Bolgesel strateji
olusturma siireclerinde iki devletin ne derece is birligi igerisinde olabildigi sorusunun soruldugu bu
baslik altinda bir NATO tiyesi olarak Tiirkiye’nin tehdit algist ve bu alg1 ¢cergevesinde artan donanma
faaliyetlerine deginilmektedir. Tiirkiye ve ABD’nin denizcilik stratejilerini anlamada {iciincii bashik
olarak kullanilan stratejik odak noktalar1 kapsaminda ise her iki devletin bdlgeye doniik attigi
adimlarda Oncelikli olarak {tizerinde durduklari alanlarin tespitine yer verilmektedir. Deniz
stratejilerinde iki Oonemli kavram olan deniz iletisim hatlar1 ve bogum noktalar1 stratejik odak
noktalarinin yogunlastig1 alanlar1 ifade etmektedir. Bu alanlarda bir biitiin olarak devletlerarasi
rekabet yogunlagsmakta ve uzun vadeli is birligi temalar1 daralmaktadir. Her iki kavram da enerji ve
stratejik glivenligi uzun vadede istikrarli hale getirmeyi vadetmekte ve dolayisiyla devletlerin
tizerinde oOnemle durduklar1 noktalar haline gelmektedir. ABD Tiirkiye temaslar1 6zelinde

incelendiginde deniz iletisim hatlar1 ve bogum noktalar1 geleneksel deniz stratejilerini dogrular
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nitelikte olup, rekabet ve is birligini icerisinde barindirmaktadir. Savunma anlagmalar1 ve donanma
faaliyetleri bagliklarinin sahaya yansiyan birer unsuru olarak her iki devletinde deniz iletisim
hatlarinda ve bogum noktalarinda etkinlik kurma adimlar1 éne ¢ikmaktadir. Uzerinde durulan bu iig
baslik calisma kapsaminda vurgulandigi tizere bilhassa 2010 yili itibari ile her iki devlet i¢inde artan
bir 6neme sahip olmustur. Dogu Akdeniz’de artan kesifler, Dogu Akdeniz’in artan stratejik 6nemi,
bolgesel ve kiiresel olarak yogunlasan rekabet Tiirkiye'nin bolgedeki varligini sorgulamasi ve
geleneksel olarak iizerinde durdugu deniz stratejisini revize etmesiyle sonuglanmistir. Calisma bu
anlamda bir taraftan Tiirkiye ve ABD’nin denizcilik stratejisine dair karsilagtirmali bir resim ortaya
koyarken diger taraftan iki amag tizerinden hareket etmektedir: Tiirkiye ve ABD’nin bolgeye yonelik
stratejik ortaklik kurma yoniindeki adimlarinmi tartismak ve bu adimlarin Tiirkiye-ABD iligkilerine
yansimalarini ele almak. Hedeflenen bu amaclarla birlikte ¢aligma Tiirkiye-ABD iliskilerinde bir
ittifak bi¢imi olarak stratejik ortaklik yaklasimimin neden sinirli kaldigi sorusuna Dogu Akdeniz
stratejileri lizerinden cevap aramaktadir.

DOGU AKDENiZ DENKLEMINDE TURKIYE’NIN GUVENLIK POLITIKALARI:
JEOPOLITiK KURAM CERCEVESINDE COGRAFi KONUM GUVENLIK iLiSKiSi

Bu caligmada amag, Tiirkiye’nin uluslararas: giivenlik anlayisini jeopolitik kuram c¢ergevesinde
irdelemektir. Jeopolitik, cografyanin dis politikay1 belirleyen en 6nemli etmen olduguna vurgu yapar.
Tiirkiye’nin gilivenlik politikalarint  sekillendiren en Onemli unsurlardan biri, diinya giic
merkezlerinin arasinda yer alan stratejik cografi konumudur. Tiirkiye, jeostratejik konumunu ve
sahip oldugu cografi unsurlart uluslararasi giivenlik politikalarinin ~ bir pargast olarak
tanimlamaktadir. Cografyasi lizerinde jeopolitik vizyonu dogrultusunda refah ve giivenlik ¢ikarlarini
korumaya caligmaktadir. Bu calisma, vaka incelemesi yontemi ile Tiirkiye’nin Dogu Akdeniz
bolgesine yonelik giivenlik  politikalarin1 ~ jeopolitik bakis ekseninde  somutlastirmay1
hedeflemektedir. Ulkenin giiney kesiminde, Afro-Avrasyanin kesisim noktasinda yer alan Dogu
Akdeniz havzasi, diinya deniz ticaretinin dnemli gecis glizergahlarindan biri olmasinin yani sira
zengin hidrokarbon rezervlerinin kesfedilmesi ile bolgesel ve kiiresel giiclerin ilgi ve paylasim alani
haline gelmistir. Vekalet savaslar1 ve halk ayaklanmalar1 gibi gii¢ miicadelelerinin yasandigi; israil-
Filistin catigmasi, Kibris meselesi, Suriye i¢ savast gibi kilitlenmis problemlerin devam ettigi
bdylesine sorunlu bir cografyada, deniz yetki ve egemenlik haklar1 ile dogal kaynaklarin paylagimi
konusunda Tiirkiye ve Yunanistan arasinda yillardir devam eden kronik gerilim basta olmak tizere

yasanan gili¢ rekabeti, bolgenin giivenlik glindeminin gittikge daha karmasik hale gelmesine yol
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acmistir. Zira, Dogu Akdeniz’e kiyidas olmayan ancak buradaki giivenlik denklemine katilan
ABD, Rusya ve AB gibi basat kiiresel aktorlerin bolgesel giicleri kendi siyasi ajandalari
tizerinden kumanda ettigi goriilmektedir. Stratejik ittifaklarin, hibrit tehditlerin, askeri ve
diplomatik manevralarin hizlandig1 bolge jeopolitiginde tiim bu parametrelerin beraberinde
getirdigi belirsizlik ve istikrarsizliklar hizla artmaktadir. Bu ortamda; Dogu Akdeniz’de en uzun
kiyr seridine sahip olan ve Kibris adasinda garantér devlet statiisi bulunan Tiirkiye,
kendi cografyasinda ¢esitli haksiz girigimlere, elinin zayiflatilmasi veya diglanmaya yonelik ¢abalara
maruz kalmis, kendisini adeta bir milli egemenlik miicadelesi icerisinde bulmustur. Ornegin, mesru
olmayan haritalarla Tiirkiye’yi denizlerde dar bir cografi alana hapsetmeye ¢aligmak veya Kibris
Tiirklerinin egemen esitlik, giivenlik ve temel siyasi haklarini tanimadan Giliney Kibris Rum
Yonetimi’ni bir biitiin halinde Kibris adasi olarak AB iiyeligine almak, boylelikle AB’yi sorunun
dogrudan bir tarafi haline getirmek gibi adimlar Tiirkiye’yi ve KKTC’yi sikistirma ve yok saymaya
yonelik tek tarafli girisimlerdir. Bu gelismeler dogrultusunda, Tiirkiye 6zellikle 2000’11 yillarda
kendisine yonelik bu gibi miitecaviz eylemler ile cereyan eden bolgedeki eksen degisikligi
arayislarina uluslararasi hukuka saygi, is birligi ve hakkaniyet temelinde izledigi 6n alic1 politikalarla
etkili tedbirler uygulamaktadir. Ortak c¢ikarlar zemininde adil bir paylasimi vurgulamak suretiyle
cozlime katki saglamayan haksiz adimlara ve ¢izilen haritalara hicbir sart altinda izin vermeyecegini
de stirekli yinelemektedir. Giivenlik politikalarinin bir parcasi olarak bolgedeki petrol ve gaz arama
caligmalari igin ortaya koydugu c¢ok katmanli hamleler, oyunun kurallarini belirlemek isteyen ¢ok
sayida aktorii alarm durumuna gecirmistir. Gelinen noktada; Tiirkiye, Mavi Vatan doktrini
cergevesinde cografi gercekleri esas alarak uluslararast hukuktan dogan, kita sahanlig1 ve miinhasir
ekonomik bolge (MEB) ilan ettigi alanlarda egemenlik hak ve menfaatlerini korumakta kararli bir
tutum sergilemektedir. Bu sekilde Dogu ve Bati arasinda bir enerji kopriisii olabilme,
enerji tilketiminde yerel kaynak kullanimmin artirma, disa bagimliligini azaltma ve nihayet
tilkenin ekonomik bagimsizliga ulagabilmesi i¢in 6nemli jeoekonomik ve ulusal giivenlik hedefleri
tasimaktadir. Tim bu hedeflerin giivenlik perspektifinden siyasi, cografi ve tarihi
faktorler diizleminde de Onemli niyetler barindirdigi soylenebilir. Bu ¢aligmanin ilk
boliimiinde Tiirkiye nin cografi konumunun jeopolitik yaklagimlarla degerlendirilmesi yapilmakta,
sonraki boliimiinde ise Tiirkiye’nin Dogu Akdeniz’e yonelik giivenlik perspektifi 6rnek olay
calismasi ile ortaya konarak sentezlenmektedir.

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DOGU AKDENIiZ'DE GUC MUCADELESi: TURKIYE-MISIR YAKINLASMASININ
ANALIZI

Dogu Akdeniz diinyanin en onemli enerji kaynaklarina sahip bolgelerinden biri olarak kabul
edilmektedir. Bununla birlikte bolge uluslararas: iliskiler teorilerinde diinyanin kalbi olarak da
gosterilmektedir. Stratejik ve cografi acidan Onemli olan bdlgede biiylik enerji kaynaklarinin
kesfedilmesiyle birlikte bolgede yer alan iilkelerin niifuzunu genisletme cabalarini da artirmaktadir.
Bu yaris sadece Dogu Akdeniz iilkelerini igermemekte diinyada s6z sahibi iilkeleri de igermektedir.
Ciinki bliytik devletler bu bolgede iisler sahip olmakta, askeri tatbikatlar yapmakta ve niifuzlarmi
artirma c¢abasi1 icerisine girmis bulunmaktadir. Akdeniz igerisinde ve ozellikle Dogu Akdeniz
boliimiinde s6z sahibi olmak ve ayricalik elde etmek i¢in hem kiyidas iilkeler hem de biiylik gli¢ler
kiyastya bir rekabet icerisine girmis bulunmaktadir. Ulkeler kendi aralarinda deniz yetki anlasmalari
yapmakta, ortak tatbikatlar icra etmekte ve savunma anlagsmalar1 yapmaktadir. Her iilke ekonomik
cikarlarini saglamak ve ulusal giivenligini korumak maksadiyla siyasi ve askeri hamleler yapmakta
ve kendilerine yol haritasi belirlemektedir. Akdeniz’de arastirma yapan sirketlerin raporlari
dogrultusunda yalnizca Dogu Akdeniz’de 122 trilyon kiip dogal gaz ve 107 milyar varil petrol oldugu
degerlendirilmektedir. Bu veriler bélgenin gaz golii oldugunu belirtmekte ve bolgeye sahip olmanin
ne kadar 6nemli oldugunu gostermektedir. Akdeniz havzasinin jeostratejik 6nemi bolgede yer alan
giiclerin ve uluslararasi alanda yer alan giiclii iilkelerin enerji elde etme yarisi igerisine girmis
bulunmaktadir. Bu gelismeler dogrultusunda Akdeniz tilkeleri kesfedilmis zenginlikleri paylasmak
icin kiyasiya bir rekabet icerisine girmis bulunmaktadir. Bolgedeki en biiyiik enerji ihtiyaci olan iilke
Tirkiye’dir. Enerji ihtiyacinin yaklasik %60’1n1 ihrag etmekte olan Tiirkiye ayni zamanda bolgedeki
en biiylik pazar1 olusturmaktadir. Uluslararasi gii¢ olan ABD ve Rusya bdlgedeki ¢ikarlarini korumak
icin farkl stratejiler gelistirmekte ve kiyidas iilkelerle isbirlikleri yapmaktadir. Rusya’nin Suriye
topraklarinda yer alan iki askeri iissii deniz kenarinda yer almaktadir. Bu iki askeri {is ayn1 zamanda
liman niteligi tasimasindan dolayr Rusya bolgede s6z sahibi olmak istemekte ve bu dogrultuda
stratejisini belirlemektedir. ABD’nin yaninda yer alan AB ise Rusya’nin yayilmaci politikasina karsi
enerji bagimliligina Akdeniz’de yer alan dogalgazla ihtiyacin1 gidererek enerji bagimliligina son
vermek istemektedir. Dogu Akdeniz’de yer alan Enerji denkleminde kiyidas tilkeler ve uluslararasi
aktorlerin siirekli bir rekabet igerisinde bulunmalari bolgede dengelerin ¢ok hassas oldugunu
gostermektedir. Tiirkiye’nin 2018 yilinda Libya ile yapmis oldugu deniz yetki alanlar1 antlagsmasi
Tiirkiye i¢in ¢ok onem arz etmektedir. Clinkii deniz yetki alanlar1 iki iilkenin karsilikli mutabakati
sonucu ve birbirlerinin kiyilarin1 gérmesi sonucu olusmakta ve ilan eden iilkeler i¢in bir takim

ayricaliklar saglamaktadir. Tirkiye bu antlagmanin bir benzerini Misir ile imzalamasi1 gerektigi
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diistiniilmektedir. Misir ve GKRY ile deniz yetki alanlar1 anlagmas1 imzalamistir. Ama bu antlagsmay1
Tiirkiye ile yapsaydi yaklagik Kibris adas1 kadar bolgeyi kazanmis olacaktir. Misir ile Tiirkiye
arasindaki diplomatik iliskiler son donemde ivme kazanmis ve karsilikli biiyiikel¢i atanmasina karar
verilmistir. Bu baglamda iliskiler gelistirilerek dncelik olarak Misir ile sonra Israil ile imzalanacak
olan deniz yetki alanlar1 anlagsmasi1 Tiirkiye’nin ¢ikarlarina uygun olacagi degerlendirilmektedir. Bu
kapsamda Musir ile olan diplomatik iliskiler daha giiclii bir sekilde tesis edilirken Israil ile olan da
iliskiler bu mekanizmaya zarar vermeden devam ettirilmeli ve bdlgeye sadece kiyidas olan tilkelerin
cikarlar1 one siiriilmesi gerekmektedir.

HOW HAS THE RELATIVE DECLINE OF US LEADERSHIP IN THE INTERNATIONAL
SYSTEM BEEN AFFECTING TURKIYE'S SECURITY POLICY?

The liberal world order was established by the US after World War II. Until the collapse of the USSR,
the world experienced bipolar world order under the competition of the US and the USSR, the Cold
War. Then, the US enjoyed the unipolar world’s bounties until China became a serious competitor
against the US in the world order. Today, the relative decline of the US became an undeniable idea
thanks to the rise of China as a system-level competitor, the Russian expansion and interventions in
its borders, and the withdrawals of the US army from Afghanistan and Iraq. The relative decline of
the US has been affecting Tiirkiye as one of the allies of the US from the beginning of the
establishment of the American-led liberal world order. Tiirkiye took the advantage of American
alliance in its security concerns, especially against the USSR. The advantages and disadvantages of
the liberal world order in Tiirkiye would be demolished in a new system change. These changes
provide opportunities and threats for Tiirkiye in today and the future. The Russian threat, more
autonomous role, counter-terrorism (PKK/ PYD and Fetd), and Tiirkiye’s desire for being regional
power in the middle eastern have been the main issues of Tiirkiye’s security policy in this context.
All of these issues have been treated in different ways by Tirkiye since signs of change in the

international system began to be seen.

Bu calismanin temel arastirma konusu, giivenliklestirme/giivenlikdisilastirma teorileri ile catigma
cozlimleri disiplini arasindaki kavramsal baglantilarin mevcudiyetini dikkate alarak olusturulan
analitik ¢ergeve iizerinden Tirkiye’nin AK Parti doneminde Ermenistan ile iliskilerinin analizidir.
Giivenliklestirme/giivenlikdisilastirma siyaseti ile catigsma ¢oziimleri diplomasisi arasinda bdylesi bir
koprin  ve  analitik  ¢ercevenin  olusturulmasint  gerekli  kilan  sorunsal ise,
giivenliklestirme/gilivenlikdisilastirma yaklagiminin algilar iizerinden sorun ¢oziimiine cabalarken;
gercek durumlart ¢ogunlukla goz ardi etmesi, buna karsilik ¢atisma ¢oziimii yaklagiminin ise
sorunlar1 algilar degil, mevcut sartlar lizerinden ele almasidir. Dolayisiyla sadece algilarin yeterli
olmadigin1 savunan bu c¢alisma, giivenliklestirme/giivenlikdisilastirma teorisi ile ¢atisma ¢oziimii
diplomasisi arasinda kurulacak koprii ile teorik agidan yeterince ¢alisiilmamis olan ve algilar {izerine
odaklanan giivenlikdisilagtirma yaklasimina teorik bir katki saglamayi ve ayrica olusturulacak
cerceve lizerinden Tiirkiye’nin Ermenistan ile iligkilerinin analizini amaclamaktadir. Bu amag
dogrultusunda 6zetle “Kopenhag Okulu’nun algilar iizerine odaklanan ve bu yoniiyle tutarl: bir analiz
icin yetersiz kuramlastirilmis niteligine, catisma ¢oziimleri teorik bir katki saglayabilir mi?” ve
“Referans nesnelerinin gerileyisi giivenlikdisilagtirma igin bir sebep mi yoksa sonu¢ mu?” seklindeki
teorik ve ampirik iki soruya calismada cevap aranmaktadir. S6ylem analizi, teori uygulama ve vaka
analizi yontemlerinin kullanildig1 ¢alismada, giivenliklestirme/glivenlikdisilastirma teorisi ve catigsma
¢oziimii disiplini arasinda karsilikli olarak birbirini besleyen unsurlarimin bulundugu o6ne
siiriilmektedir. Ozellikle de gatisma ¢dziimii tekniklerinin “olmas1 gerektigi gibi” uygulanmasinn,
giivenlikdigilastirmanin istikrar1 agisindan olduk¢a 6nemli oldugu sonucuna varilmaktadir. Sadece
sOylem ve algilarin yetersiz oldugunu vurgulayan ¢aligma, hem baglamin hem de ¢atisma ¢oziimleri
mekanizmalariin (6zellikle sorun tanimlama) destekledigi bir giivenlikdisilastirma ¢abasinin daha
istikrarl1 olacagin1 savunmaktadir. Bu yoniiyle ¢atisma ¢oziimii tekniklerinin glivenlikdisilastirma
yaklagiminin yeterli kuramlastirilmamis yapisina da katki saglayacagi ileri siiriilmektedir.

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BETWEEN MILITARIZATION AND SOFT POWER: TURKEY'S FOREIGN POLICY IN
MOST RECENT TIMES

Marian KARAGYOZOV, Institute of Balkan Studies, Bulgarian Academy of Sciences
Turkey's foreign policy during the rule of the Justice and Development Party can be divided into
several stages. As a result of the regional developments since the outbreak of the Arab Spring, the
risks for the Turkey's security are increasing. As a consequence, according to many authors, a shift
could be observed in Turkish foreign policy - from application of soft power to militarization,
including military operations in Syria, the establishment of military bases abroad (e.g. Qatar), and a
forward defense doctrine. This article will examine what the drivers of this process are. Subsequently,
after 2020 militarization has again been replaced by another thawing phase and the relations with key
regional countries such as Saudi Arabia, the UAE, Israel, and Egypt had been mended. At the same
time, it should be underlined that even when militarization was the dominant feature of Turkish
foreign policy towards the Middle East, it did not cover all Turkey's foreign policy domain. With
regard to another key neighboring region for Turkey such as the Balkans, the article demonstrates
that diplomacy and 'soft power' remain key instruments vis-a-vis the peninsula. The text argue that in
the Balkans Turkey is using multidimensional and all-encompassing strategy, Including investments,
free-trade agreements, visa-free travel, culture, religious influence, media etc. Thus, Turkish Foreign
policy towards the Balkans is contrasting to its general trends in the Middle East. The main reasons,
in our view, for this peculiarity are two - first, the Euro-Atlantic framework, which is present in the
Balkans, unlike in the Middle East; second, the absence of open and ongoing armed conflicts in
Southeast Europe, which could pose a direct threat to Turkey's national security and territorial
integrity.

TURKIYE’DE SAGIN GUVENLIKLESTIiRME REZERVLERI VE PRATIKLERi

Kopenhag Ekolii tarafindan literatiire kazandirilan giivenliklestirme kavrami, en temelde bir konunun
ya da sorunun sozedim (speech act) yoluyla izleyiciler agisindan bir gilivenlik meselesi olarak
algilanmasinin saglanmasi ve boylece tartisilan alandan yani bir baska ifadeyle siyasal alandan
cikarilarak tartisilmaz alana yani giivenlik alanina ¢ekilmesidir. Boylece gilivenliklestirici aktor ya da
aktorler ilgili konu ya da sorun iizerinde olaganiistii tasarruflarda bulunma imkanima sahip olurlar.
Giivenliklestirme ile ilgili ¢alismalar genelde devlet ve siyasal iktidar merkezli 6rnek olaylar
tizerinden ele alinmaktadir. Ancak giivenliklestirme yalnizca devlet ve siyasal iktidarin

giivenliklestirici aktor oldugu orneklerle sinirli degildir. Bu anlamda biitiin iktidar pratiklerinin
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giivenliklestirmeye bagvurdugu sdylenebilir. Yani bir ailede baba figiirii, bir siyasi partide parti
yonetimi, bir ideolojik ya da dini harekette o hareketin seckinleri ve teror orgiitlerinde de orgiit
yoneticileri ve elitleri birtakim meselelerde giivenliklestirme uygulayabilir. Devletin
giivenliklestirme sonucunda elde ettigi kazanimlar ilgili konuda itirazlarin 6niine gegmek, olaganiistii
tasarruflarda bulunmak ve riza iretmektir. Bir akim, ideolojik hareketler, siyasi partiler ise
giivenliklestirme sonucunda kitlelerinin konsolide olmasini, 6tekinin seytanlastirilmasini ve kitlelerin
desteginin radikallesmesini saglamaktadir. Boylece siyasi partiler 6zellikle se¢cim sathinda belirli
kritik konular siyasal alandan giivenlik alanma tasiyan sdylemlerle kendi taraftarlarini 6tekinin
iktidar1 ihtimaline kars1 korkutmak isterler. Bu korkuda kendi taraftarlariin degerlerini tehdit ettigi
sOylenen giincel konular gilivenliklestirilir ve kitlelerin destegi kaybedilmemeye ¢alisilir. Uluslar
kendine has miraslarini olusturan deger, sembol, gelenek, mit ve tarihsel hatiralar1 siirdiirerek, siirekli
olarak tekrarlayarak ulusu olusturan bireylerin ulusal aidiyet bilincini siirekli insa etmektedir. Benzer
bir sekilde ideolojiler ve akimlar da o akimin siirdiiriicii konumundaki entelektiiel ve siyasi aktorleri
aracilifiyla degerleri, sembolleri, gelenekleri, mitleri ve hatiralar1 siirekli olarak islemekte ve boylece
bir dokunulmaz degerler alan1 olusturmaktadir. Boylece hem 1limli sempatizanlarin ve hem de
holigan taraftarlarin zihinlerinde dokunulmaz kirmizi c¢izgiler olusturulmaktadir. Bu dokunulmaz
kirmizi ¢izgiler alan1 ya da bir diger ifadeyle hayati degerler alan1 giivenliklestirme rezervleri olarak
adlandirilabilir. Boylece seckinler, entelektiieller ya da siyasi aktorler araciligiyla siyasi ideoloji,
akim, parti, orgiit glincel bir mesele hakkinda s6z konusu degerler alanini tehdit ettigi yoniinde bir
s0z edim uygulamaya girismektedir. Tiirkiye’de merkez sag partiler hem kendi boliinmelerinin 6niine
geemek hem sempatizan ve taraftarlarinin destegini radikallestirmek ve saflar1 sikilagtirmak i¢in milli
ve manevi degerler alanindaki sembolleri, degerleri, mitleri, tarihi kisilikleri ve gelenekleri koruma
misyonuna sahip olduklarini belirten bir pozisyon insa etmektedir. Bilhassa se¢im sathinda ise giincel
meseleleri s6z edim yoluyla s6z konusu degerler alanina yonelik ontolojik bir tehdit olarak gosterme
propagandasi yiirlitmektedir. Bu g¢alisgmada gilivenliklestirmenin siyasal iktidar disindaki iktidar
iliskilerinde de uygulandigi ortaya konulmak istenmistir. Bu noktada Tiirkiye’deki merkez sag
uzerinden Demokrat Parti, Adalet Partisi, Anavatan Partisi ve Adalet ve Kalkinma Partisi
incelenmistir. Ornek olay boyutunda ise Adnan Menderes’in, Siileyman Demirel’in, Turgut Ozal’in
ve Recep Tayyip Erdogan’in se¢im sathinda muhafazakar, milliyet¢i, maneviyat¢1 se¢gmen profilini
konsolide etmek i¢in hangi konular1 s6zedim yoluyla giivenliklestirdikleri kargilastirmali olarak ele
alimmistir. Ayrica bildiride 6ne siiriilen gilivenliklestirme rezervi kavraminin gilivenliklestirme
teorisine yeni bir acilim getirip getirmeyecegi konunun uzmani akademisyenlerle tartisilmak
istenmistir. Calismada nitel arastirma yontemlerinden dokiiman analizi kullanilmstir. {lgili konudaki

secili ornekler nitel igerik analizi yontemiyle ele alinarak s6z konusu siyasi aktorlerin sdylemleri ve

FROM HATAY TO LIBYA: STRATEGIZING THE TURKIYE’S POLICY ON MILITARY
DEPLOYMENT ABROAD

Turkish military deployments abroad have increasingly expanded in number and size, particularly in
the last decade. It has transformed from participating in international efforts to having its own military
deployment and bases. The purpose of this study is to attempt to examine the transformation of
Turkiye's policy on overseas military deployment, with a particular emphasis on the military base
strategy and its implications for Turkish foreign policy. To investigate Turkey's desire to construct
its own military bases, the study will first focus on the reasons and factors underlying the
aforementioned shift, as well as its impact on Turkish foreign policy. It will then investigate the logic
behind the military deployment abroad by focusing on their location and impact of military
deployment policies on foreign policy of Ankara. It is examined through books, articles, reports, and
publications of the Turkish Foreign Ministry, press releases of the Presidential office, speeches and
interviews of the decision-makers, newspaper articles. The content and discourse analysis will be
utilized to examine the collected data.

CRIMINALIZATION OF ECOCIDE: ARMENIA’S RESPONSIBILITY UNDER
INTERNATIONAL LAW
Najiba MUSTAFAYEVA, Ibn Haldun University

The deliberate and extensive destruction of Azerbaijan’s environment during nearly thirty years of
Armenian occupation makes Armenia responsible under international law. Considering the fact that
Armenia committed these illegal actions with the understanding that there is a high probability of
severe and long-term damage to the environment being caused by them, this represents an ipso facto
(by the fact itself) ecocide, the definition of which was recently provided by international legal experts
in order to criminalize this conduct under international law. Against this background, this article
provides an analysis of the existing legal framework and Armenia’s obligations under international
law for environmental damage in the liberated (formerly occupied) territories of Azerbaijan, with an
overview of the current worldwide initiatives on the criminalization of ecocide alongside other
recognized international crimes, as well as the challenges and implications of this process. The author
also touches upon the issue of individual criminal responsibility of Armenians for the perpetration of
war crimes, as well as inter-state arbitration under the Bern Convention on the Conservation of
European Wildlife and Natural Habitats.

THE THREATS TO ENVIRONMENTAL SECURITY IN THE TRANSBOUNDARY ZONE
OF RUSSIA AND CHINA

Olga ZALESSKAIA, Blagoveshchensk State Pedagogical University

Environmental cooperation is an important part of Russian-Chinese cooperation. Russia and China
pay attention to environmental policy issues, but these issues are not a priority, much more attention
is paid to cooperation in the economic, energy, political, financial, military spheres. In China,
environmental policy became part of public policy quite late - only in the early 1980s, and its main
institutions were formed in the 1990s. Today, China actively participates in numerous international
environmental forums and conferences. Between Russia and the PRC bilateral agreements on
cooperation in environmental protection were concluded, however, these documents are declarative,
they have not developed the mechanisms and legal foundations of the bilateral decision of cross-
border problems. These moments were exposed, for example, during large-scale pollution of the
Amur river in November 2005, caused by an accident at a petrochemical plant in Jilin city, China. In

general, the close proximity of Russian territories to China has a negative impact on the environment
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and create a threat to environmental safety in the transboundary zone of Russia and China in the Far
East. The regions of Russia bordering China are regularly smoked due to burning of grass in the PRC,
which is accompanied by an increased concentration of CO2 in the Russian territory. In addition to
illegal deforestation and river pollution, China’s proximity creates serious environmental problems
for Russia, such as illegal trade in parts of rare animals and rare plants and illegal extraction of marine
biological resources and pollution of the sea. Parts of a tiger, leopard, bear, a musk deer stream,
ginseng, tree frogs, trepans are illegally exported. Chinese enterprises in Russia are allowed to mine
gold, which is often produced with serious violations of environmental standards. The existing
problems are caused, among other things, by imperfect Russian legislation in the environmental
protection field. However, there are opportunities for environmental cooperation between the two
countries, and they require careful analysis and practical implementation.

Bunlar; giiclii ekonominin saglanmasi, Asya’da bolgesel giic
olmak ve devaminda siiper giic olmaktir. Bu ii¢ idealin gergeklesmesi i¢in liretime dayali
stirdiiriilebilir ekonomik refahin saglanmasi1 gerekmektedir. Artan iiretim faaliyetleri Cin’in enerji
arzmin yiikselmesine sebep olmustur. Cin’in 1990’lardan sonra kendi enerji kaynaklarmin yeterli
diizeyde ikame edilemedigi goriilmektedir. Cin’in enerji politikalarin1 ii¢ doneme ayirmak
miimkiindiir. Ilk dénem kurulusu 1949°dan 1992 yilina kadar olan kendi kaynaklarinin yeterli geldigi
donemdir. Ikincisi, 1993-2002 yillar1 arasindaki arz odakli enerji kavrammin oldugu periyottur.
Ugiinciisii ise 2002°den giiniimiize kadar benimsedigi kaynak bulma, ¢esitlendirme ve enerji akigimni
kontrol etme siirecidir. Artan {iretim ve enerji ihtiyac1 Cin’i diger bolgelerden enerji ithalati yapmak
zorunda birakmistir.

THE CURRENT ENERGY CRIiSIS, AND THE ROLE OF AZERBAIJAN IN ENSURING
ENERGY SECURITY

Shahmar HAJIYEV, AIR Center

The ongoing Russia-Ukraine war has changed the traditional energy map of and energy security
concept for Europe. After Western sanctions on Russian crude oil and natural gas, European states
started to look for alternative and reliable energy suppliers in order to decrease dependence on
Russian energy resources. The diversification of supply sources and routes is crucial for long-term
energy security, and therefore, countries such as Azerbaijan, Qatar, the USA, Nigeria etc. became an
important source of alternative energy to the European energy consumers. For instance, in January
2023, 67 percent of the 2.246 million tons of crude oil exported by the country went to eight EU

countries. During this period, Italy alone imported 849,000 tons, of Azerbaijan's total exports for the
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month. Other European countries were Germany, Czechia, Ireland, Romania, Austria, Greece and
Spain. Another key milestone in cooperation between EU and Azerbaijan is natural gas trade. It is
worth noting that today without reliable transit countries, it is impossible to finalize critical energy
infrastructure projects and ensure long-term energy security. To this end, Azerbaijan, Tiirkiye,
Georgia and EU partners managed to finalize important inter-regional energy project — Southern Gas
Corridor. Azerbaijan has been exporting its natural gas via Trans Adriatic Pipeline to the European
energy markets from December 2020, and according to the “Memorandum of Understanding on a
Strategic Partnership in the Field of Energy” between Azerbaijan and Europe signed on July 18, 2022,
the country will increase the gas export to Europe at least 20 bem by 2027. Considering the above
mentioned, during the “International Security Congress 2023, I would like to present PPT on “The
Current energy crisis and the role of Azerbaijan and Turkiye in ensuring Europe’s energy security”.

Rooted in
the recognition of the environment's intrinsic value and its direct impact on security dynamics, the
green theory perspective offers insights into the complex interplay between environmental
sustainability, resource scarcity, and geopolitical stability. At its core, the green theory perspective
challenges the traditional state-centric view by emphasizing the transnational nature of environmental
issues. It acknowledges that environmental problems, such as climate change, deforestation, and
resource depletion, transcend national borders and require collective efforts for effective resolution.
By framing environmental challenges as shared threats, green theory promotes cooperation among
states, fostering a sense of shared responsibility that transcends political and ideological divides. One
of the key tenets of the green theory perspective is the understanding that environmental degradation
can exacerbate global security risks. Scarce resources, aggravated by climate change, can lead to
competition and conflicts over access to essential commodities, such as water and arable land. This
resource-driven strife has the potential to ignite tensions, destabilize regions, and even lead to violent
conflicts. For instance, disputes over water resources in the Middle East and Africa highlight how

environmental pressures can amplify existing security challenges. Furthermore, the green theory
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perspective emphasizes the link between environmental degradation, migration, and social unrest. As
environmental changes disrupt livelihoods and contribute to resource scarcity, populations may be
forced to migrate, potentially leading to the displacement of communities and even mass migrations
across borders. This influx of people, often accompanied by economic hardship and social
dislocation, can strain host countries' resources, and contribute to social tensions, potentially creating
a fertile ground for conflict and instability. The shift towards a green-centric approach in international
relations has also catalysed the emergence of new diplomatic avenues. Multilateral environmental
agreements, such as the Paris Agreement on climate change, showcase how states can come together
to address shared environmental challenges. These agreements not only aim to mitigate
environmental harm but also contribute to global security by fostering cooperation and reducing
potential triggers for conflict. In conclusion, the green theory perspective in the context of
international relations offers a valuable framework for analyzing the interconnectedness of
environmental issues and global security. By recognizing the transnational nature of environmental
challenges and their potential to exacerbate conflicts, this perspective prompts policymakers and
scholars to adopt a more holistic approach to security. By prioritizing sustainable environmental
practices and fostering international cooperation, the green theory perspective provides a path
towards a more secure and stable global order. As the world grapples with the complex challenges of
the 21st century, embracing the insights of green theory can pave the way for a more harmonious

coexistence between the planet and its inhabitants.

NUCLEAR ENERGY DEVELOPMENT IN THE MIDDLE EAST: PROLIFERATION
RISKS AND NONPROLIFERATION MEASURES

Since the discovery of the atomic bomb, the proliferation of nuclear weapons has posed a substantial
danger to international security. In this context, the global non-proliferation regime which is
constantly improving is seen as a crucial tool for preventing nuclear weapon proliferation in the
world. With the continued expansion of nuclear technology and knowledge, the Middle East region
is emerging as a vital location. The crisis surrounding Iran’s nuclear program and the recent push by
some Middle Eastern states to develop nuclear energy programs and acquire critical technologies
have led to an intensive debate on the policy makers *and scholars ’level. Moreover, the death of the
Iran deal and the deadlock in the establishment of a zone free of weapons of mass destruction in the
Middle East (MENWFZ) was regarded as significant concerns regarding the prevention of nuclear
hedging in the region. The aim of this paper is to analyze nuclear proliferation risks in the Middle

East by monitoring region countries ’quest for nuclear energy. To this end, paper firstly examines the
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nature of dual use of nuclear global non-proliferation regime and right to access civilian nuclear
technology in the framework of this regime. It is noted in this part that region countries *motivations,
progress in nuclear cooperation and nuclear targets are all different from each other. Secondly, in the
light of related literature nuclear proliferation risks in the Middle East is explored under two headings;
1) risk of proliferation by state actors and ii) risk that peaceful nuclear programs would evolve into
nuclear weapon programs. It is mostly argued in the Western analysis that if [ran goes nuclear several
regional countries would try to follow its path. That means Iran’s nuclear arming would significantly
increase prospects for a nuclear arms race in the Middle East. Finally, international efforts to
strengthen the global non-proliferation regime are assessed with a particular focus on trying to limit
enrichment and reprocessing activities of the Middle Eastern nuclear-aspirant states. In this
framework, the paper further evaluates that the US has been acting as the major drawing force in
filling the loopholes of the global nonproliferation regime with its attempts to strengthen nuclear
export controls, implementing strengthened nonproliferation conditions in its nuclear cooperation
agreements such as the “gold standard” which aims to limit partner countries ’future enrichment and
reprocessing activities and urging the adherence of IAEA’s Additional Protocol. The paper also raises
the concerns regarding nuclear security in the light of unstable political and security environment of
the Middle East.

DRIVING FORCES IN RUSSIA’S NUCLEAR ENERGY AMBITIONS AND FLUXIONAL
ENERGY SECURITY SETTING: THE COMPARATIVE CASE STUDY OF ROSATOM’S
PRACTICES IN EASTERN EUROPE AND THE MIDDLE EAST

Russia had increasing geopolitical influence on Eastern European and Middle East nuclear energy
projects before the war in Ukraine in 2022 which still maintains its dominance in this field, anywise.
The state energy corporation - Rosatom is implementing a large-scale program for the construction
of nuclear power plants in different Eastern European and Middle East countries and the portfolio of
overseas orders includes almost 40 nuclear power units or blocks. It is worthwhile to concentrate on
Rosatom’s controversial experience in Eastern Europe (e.g., Hungary) and the Middle East (e.g., Iran)
pointing to compliance with regulations and Russia’s reinforcement in the countries ’domestic energy
markets. These include Paks-2 (Hungary) and Bushehr-2 (Iran) nuclear power plants projects that this
research paper will focus on with details as case studies from a comparative perspective studying

Russia’s official discourse and domestic debates/concerns in these two countries on the perception of
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Russia’s behavioral manner and credibility. Russia’s nuclear energy activism fulfilled by Rosatom
has varied features, motives, and purposes in these two regions related to commercial profit and
security-based geopolitical considerations. If we approach Russia’s nuclear presence in these regions
from a constructivist perception and complex interdependence perspective, we can observe clear
differences in the Russian approach to nuclear projects in terms of the level of politicization in the
domestic context and discourse on potential security-based geopolitical impact. Rosatom’s ambitious
nuclear expansion strategy isn’t driven by pure commercial motivation, there is a geopolitical
influence dimension, as well. There are differences in perceptions of various local, regional, and
international actors on Russia’s motivation (commercial vs. geopolitical/security) to be engaged with
nuclear power projects in different regions. Eastern European countries still have a risk perception
about energy security reducing its greater reliance on energy supplies from Russia after 2022 and
safety guarantee for nuclear energy infrastructure. In the case of Iran, Russian steps to help it with
civilian nuclear power were viewed with suspicion by regional and international actors, but domestic
debates in Iran had less security-related precaution on Rosatom’s activities where nuclear energy
emerged as one component of an energy mix. Russia’s strategy is to obtain new energy markets and
to maintain its dominant position in existing markets despite the sanctions using various tools such
as nuclear agreements and investments in nuclear energy infrastructure. But considering Russia’s
political exploitation of oil and gas exports, we can raise a legitimate question about the actor’s
behavior in nuclear cooperation and possible geopolitical leveraging. The research paper will attempt
to answer two interrelated questions: (i) Are there any real differences or changes in motivation and
behavioral patterns of Rosatom in the Middle East and Eastern Europe? (ii) Considering the
conflictual nature of Russia’s foreign energy policy, what are the valid security risks of Rosatom’s
actual availability in the nuclear energy systems of Eastern Europe for the energy security of the

entire continent in the context of the Ukrainian War and changing energy security landscape?

DiSCUSSING DIPLOMACY IN THE CONTEXT OF THE GLOBAL CLIMATE CRISIS:
CLIMATE DIiPLOMACY, HISTORICAL DEVELOPMENTS, ACTORS & PRACTICES

With the developments in the international conjuncture, new topics have been included in the field of
study of diplomacy and migration, epidemic diseases and environmental problems have begun to be
examined within modern types of diplomacy. In this context, environmental problems have been
examined under different types of diplomacy in the literature and climate change has been the main
field of study of “climate diplomacy”. Climate diplomacy, in its most general definition, refers to the

process of establishing an international climate change regime to combat climate change, ensuring

the functioning of the established regime and its implementation. In this context, the stages of
negotiating a global treaty, creating international political conditions, its implementation and
integration process are important factors for climate diplomacy. Therefore, the development of
climate diplomacy plays a key role in the construction of the climate regime and shapes it.
Furthermore, climate diplomacy emphasizes the process by which states, non-governmental and other
actors set their goals and work to achieve them. In this framework, besides the states, international
organizations, diplomats, delegates, non-governmental organizations, local governments, academia
and the business world are among the actors of climate diplomacy. By examining the emergence
process of climate diplomacy in the historical context, as a result of the literature review, some studies
show that diplomacy practices under the United Nations (UN) are the beginning of climate diplomacy
in the 1980s. Also, it has been claimed that 1988 was the turning point of climate negotiations and
that the emergence of climate diplomacy began with the evaluation report of the Intergovernmental
Panel on Climate Change (IPCC) in 1990s. In addition, in some academic studies, the years 1991 and
1992 have been described as the infancy period of climate diplomacy. In this framework, it is assumed
that the evolution of climate diplomacy takes place in three stages. The first of these is negotiating a
global treaty, the second stage is the construction of international political conditions, and the last is
the implementation and integration stage. Although climate diplomacy is classified and limited to
certain stages in the literature, climate diplomacy emphasizes a continuous process that brings to the
fore values and norms. While dialogue is important in this process, climate diplomacy has mainly
focused on supporting and shaping formal negotiations in the United Nations Framework Convention
on Climate Change (UNFCCC). However, climate diplomacy has expanded and deepened with
diplomatic practices such as responding to the increasing effects of climate change and ensuring the
growth of a low carbon economy. In the context of enlargement and deepening, implementation of
the Paris Agreement, commitment to multilateralism, addressing the effects of climate change on
peace and security, accelerating national actions, developing international climate cooperation,
climate advocacy and social assistance are the main topics in climate diplomacy. However the success
of climate diplomacy depends on the participation of the actors, such as ministers and government
officials, of diplomacy. In addition, the fact that the fight against climate change has become a
national interest in political and diplomatic channels plays an important role in this process.
Therefore, an effective climate diplomacy requires the inclusion of all state and non-state actors in
the diplomatic process by entailing inclusive and holistic approach. In this study which deals with
climate diplomacy as an object of analysis, the emergence, purpose, actors and practices of climate
diplomacy will be analyzed retrospectively. In this context, the study aims to fill the gap on climate

diplomacy in Turkish literature and to contribute to the field of diplomacy.

TAPI Dogalgaz Boru Hatti Projesi 1990’11 yillarda giindeme gelmesine ragmen Giiney Asya
bolgesindeki istikrarsizliklardan dolayi siiriincemede kalmistir. Projenin gecis giizergahinda bulunan
Afganistan’daki giivensizlik ve istikrarsizlik projenin geri planda kalmasi konusunda 6nemli etkileri
olmustur. Bu ¢alismada, projenin salt enerji isbirligi kapsaminda degerlendirilmemesi gerektigi, ayni
zamanda paydas lilkelere bir karsilikli bagimlilik saglamasiyla Giiney Asya bolgesindeki giivenlik
meselelerinde de etkili olabilecegi yoniinde bir analiz yapilmistir. Proje devletleri olan Tiirkmenistan,
Afganistan, Pakistan ve Hindistan’a saglayacagi kazanclar ile bolge istikrar1 ve giivenligine katkisi
haricinde, Asya’daki kiiresel aktorlerinin de buradan ¢ikarimlari oldugu asikardir. Ayrica ABD’nin
bolgeden ¢ekilmesinin ardindan Taliban’in yonetimi ele ge¢irmesinden sonra bir ‘zayif devlet’ 6rnegi
teskil eden Afganistan’in g¢evre iilkelerin giivenligine etkisi Helman ve Rathner (1992)’in zayif
devletler hipotezi, enerji giivenliine uyarlanarak aciklanmistir. Bu hipoteze gore ulusal giivenligi i¢
baskilar ve siyasi istikrarsizliklar nedeniyle tehdit altinda olan zayif bir devletteki istikrarsizligin
bolgedeki diger devletlere sigramasi durumu olasidir ve bolgede ciddi giivenlik problemlerine yol
acabilmektedir. Cevre iilkelerin enerji glivenligine katki saglayabilecek TAPI projesinin zayif bir
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devlet olan Afganistan’in istikrarsizligi nedeniyle yillarca gerceklestirilememistir. Bu baglamda proje
19901 yillarda neden giindeme gelmis, ancak neden geri planda kalmistir? Projenin gegis
glizergahinda yer alan Afganistan'daki giivensizlik ve istikrarsizlik nasil bir engel olusturmustur?
TAPI Projesi, paydas iilkeler arasinda nasil bir karsilikli bagimlilik saglayabilir? Giiney Asya
bolgesindeki giivenlik meselelerinde TAPI Projesi nasil etkili olabilir? Bu proje, Asya'daki kiiresel
aktorler icin neden Onemlidir? Afganistan'in istikrarsizligi nasil bir "zayif devlet" Ornegini
olusturmustur? Afganistan'daki istikrarsizligin ¢evre iilkelerin giivenligine etkisi nasil agiklanabilir?
sorularina cevap aranmistir. Sonu¢ olarak TAPI’nin; bolge devletlerin enerji gelismelerine
dolayistyla enerji giivenligine etkisinin ¢ok agik bir 6rnek oldugu goriilmiistiir. Diger taraftan
bolgedeki mevcut stratejileri degistirmekle beraber diger entegrasyon projelerine de ivme kazandirma
potansiyeli vardir. Ancak boru hattinin biiylik kisminin Afganistan topraklarindan gectigi gdz oniine
alindiginda proje icerisinde kilit devlet konumunda oldugu goriilmektedir. ABD’nin 2020 itibariyle
Afganistan’dan ¢ekilmeye baglamasi ve Taliban’in devlet yonetimini ele gecirmesiyle Taliban’in
projeye verecegi giiven dnem arz etmektedir. TAPI Projesi s6z konusu bolgenin Giiney Asya olmasi
nedeniyle proje paydaslar ¢cergevesinde bolgedeki isbirligini gelistirip, istikrara katki saglamasindan
dolay1 bolge giivenligi ile dogrudan baglantili oldugu degerlendirilmistir. Literatiirde sadece TAPI
0zelinde yazilmig caligmalarin nadir olusu, ayrica paydas lilkelerin ¢ikarlariyla beraber Afganistan
devletindeki glivenlik problemlerinin bir teoriyle birlestirilerek projeye ve enerji giivenligine etkisi
anlaminda ag¢iklanmasinin ardindan kiiresel aktorlerin amaclarinin da bolgeyle ¢akismasinin proje
ozelinde analiz edilmesiyle literatiirdeki bosluga katki saglayacagi degerlendirilmistir. Ik olarak
projenin teknik bilgileri ve paydas iilkelerle alakali bilgilendirme yapilmistir. Ardindan proje
gecmisinde tarihsel olarak yasanan aksakliklar ve ilerleyisten bahsedilmistir. ilk béliim icerisinde
paydas iilkelerin kazanglar1 analiz edilmistir. Ikinci béliimde ise zayif devlet olarak Afganistan’in
giivenligi s6z konusu hipoteze gore yorumlanarak TAPI’nin siirlincemede kalmasinin hem kendisinin
hem de bdlge devletlerinin enerji giivenligine olan etkileri ortaya konulmasi amaglanmistir. Son
tahlilde ise hem paydas devletlerin hem de kiiresel aktorlerin TAPI projesindeki politikalar: birlikte
degerlendirilmistir. Bununla beraber bu projenin Giiney Asya bolge giivenligi i¢in 6nemi agiklanarak
gerceklesmesi halinde meydana gelebilecek stratejik katkilar1 vurgulanmistir. Calismada nitel
arastirma desenlerinden biri olan durum c¢alismast yaklasimiyla analiz  yapilmstir.

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THE ANALYSIS OF INTERNATIONAL ENVIRONMENT CONFERENCES HELD IN THE
SCOPE OF ENVIRONMENTAL SECURITY AS AN EXAMPLE OF CLIMATE
DIPLOMACY

The environmental regime, which is formed as a result of international environmental policies, plays
an important role in establishing the environmental security norm. The international environmental
regime develops simultaneously with national environmental policies within the framework of
common responsibilities. The extent to which the climate crisis poses a threat to global norms and
the establishment of an international peace environment is explained by the concepts of
“environmental security” and “international security”. In fact, with environmental problems
becoming a norm and environmental protection policies being adopted as a principle, environmental
regimes both being stronger and strengthen the formed normative values. As a matter of fact, in the
1970s, environmental problems began to threaten humanity, the future of resources and food security,
and the need for global solutions to cope with these problems became inevitable. The UN Conference
on the Human Environment held in Stockholm, Switzerland on 5-16 June 1972 was the breaking
point for environmental problems to become a policy area and for their internationalization.

After the United Nations Stockholm Conference on the Human Environment, which is the milestone
of international environmental policies, the report “Our Common Future”, published in 1987, was
presented to the UN. This report, also known as the Brundtland Report, was prepared by a commission
chaired by Gro Harlem Brundtland and pointed out that environmental problems have reached an
alarming level and that economic development policies have left environmental problems in the
background. Population control, development of environmentally friendly technologies and
opportunities, and equitable distribution of the benefits of natural resources are among the main topics
discussed in the report (Brundtland & Khalid, 1987). Both the Stockholm Declaration and the
Brundtland Report are important steps that laid the groundwork for the 1992 UN Conference on
Environment and Development and strengthened environmental sensitivity.

In 1992, the United Nations Conference on Environment and Development, also called the Rio
Conference or Earth Summit, was held in Rio de Janeiro, Brazil, in response to the need for a more
comprehensive analysis of environmental threats. As a result of this conference, important changes
were made regarding forestry. The most important output of the conference was the balanced and
sustainable handling of environment and development. The Rio Declaration announced at the end of
the conference includes political commitments regulating the responsibilities of states in terms of

environment and development. This declaration, also referred to as “Agenda 21, is an action plan

that encourages national and international actors to adopt sustainability as a principle in the
relationship between environment and economy.

Another effective step towards strengthening the international environmental norm was taken with
the Global Climate Action Summit held in San Francisco in September 2018. At this Summit,
environmental policy actors were expected to make more comprehensive climate action commitments
in five key areas: healthy energy systems, sustainable economic growth, sustainable social
development, rational management of natural resources, and innovative climate investments. Summit
with the theme of taking climate action to the next level; It has increased the efficiency of
environmental policies of non-state actors such as local governments, non-governmental
organizations, investors, businesses and citizens and has been instrumental in creating new climate
targets. Another important threat addressed was the increase in carbon emissions resulting from the
excessive use of fossil fuels. In the call for action made at this Summit, the importance of achieving
the goal of limiting global temperatures to 1.5 degrees Celsius, as agreed in the Paris Agreement, and
supporting the active participation of many actors such as individuals, society, local governments,
the state, and NGOs in climate policies, was also emphasized. Finally, the UN Stockholm Conference
on the Human Environment, the UN Conference on Environment and Development and the Global
Climate Action Summit strengthened the environmental norm and ensured the inclusion of
environmental security issues in the policy agenda of countries. However, due to the differences in
local geographical, climatic and economic conditions, the environmental norm has not been
strengthened at the same rate and in the same extent in every country and region. The
institutionalization steps of the countries can be analyzed by knowing the position of the
environmental policy in the policy priority order.

IKLiM DEGIiSIKLiGININ SURIYE’DEKIi, SAVAS BAGLAMINDA
GUVENLIKLESTIRILMESI

Arap Bahar1’nin en yikici sonuglarindan birinin yagandigi Suriye’de Mart 2011°de baslayan protesto
gosterileri zamanla catismalara ve sonrasinda ise bir savasa doniismiis durumdadir. Bir i¢ savas olarak
baslayan silire¢ zamanla ¢ok sayida kiiresel aktoriin dahil olmasiyla adeta bir uluslararasi savasa
donmiistiir. Giinlimiizde halen devam etmekte olan savas, mevcut sonuglar itibariyle yikic1 bir etki

yaratmistir. Ulkedeki savas, ¢ok sayida Suriye vatandasinin hayatini kaybetmesine ve daha fazla
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sayidaki vatandasin ise miilteci konumuna diismesine neden olmustur. Giiniimiizde Suriye’deki
savas, sonuclar itibariyle ¢ok sayida lilkeyi etkileyen kiiresel bir giivenlik sorununa doniismiis
durumdadir. Suriye’deki mevcut savasin gerekgelerinden biri olarak iklim degisikligi, uluslarasi
giindemde ¢okca tartisilmaya baslanmistir. Bu kapsamda Suriye’deki savas ve gilivenlik olgusu
arasindaki iligki birgok caligmada iklim degisikligi {izerinden kurulmaya baslanmistir. Savastan
onceki dort yillik donemde (2006-2010) yasanan kurakligin savasi tetikleyen siirecin baslamasina
neden olan, iklim degisikligi kaynakli bir faktor oldugu ilgili liiteratiirce (Kelley vd., 2015; Solh,
2010; Monshipouri, 2020; Wendle, 2016; Scott: 2012) iddia edilmistir. Bu kapsamda iklim
degisikliginin Suriye’de yasanan krize ¢arpan etkisi yaparak neden oldugu savunulmakta ve sonug
olarak Suriye’deki savas iklim degisikligi iizerinden giivenliklestirilmektedir. Suriye’deki mevcut
savasin en biiylik nedenlerinden birinin iklim degisikligi oldugu dolayisiyla iklim degisikliginin bir
tehdit carpan1 olarak degerlendirilmesi gerektigi ifade edilmektedir. Basta Birlesmis Milletler (BM)
ve Avrupa Birligi (AB) olmak iizere ¢ok sayida kiiresel kurulusun, siyasi liderin, sermaye
temsilcisinin Suriye’deki savas ve iklim degisikligi iliskisine soylemsel diizeyde dikkat cektigi
goriilmektedir. Kopenhag Okulu’nun gelistirdigi yaklagim, giivenligi bir s6z-edim (s6ylem) olarak
gormektedir. Okul, meselelerin s6z-edimler yoluyla giivenlik problemi olarak sunulabilmesini
“giivenliklestirme” kavramiyla ifade etmektedir. Yani bir meselenin objektif anlamda
giivenliklestirmeye konu edilen ‘tehdit ’olup olmamasindan daha 6nemli olan sey onun sdylemler
yoluyla nasil insa edildigidir. Dolayisiyla, belirli bir konun politikacilarca, gilivenlik glindemine
almmast ve bu yolla olusan olagan dis1 siyasi isleyis ve slireg¢lerin mesrulastirilmasiyla
giivenliklestirme pratigi baglamaktadir. Kopenhag Okulu Giivenliklestirme c¢alismalarinin
kapsaminin genisletilmesi gerektigini ve ¢evresel konularin da bu alana dahil edilmesi gerektigini
savunmaktadir. Dolayistyla Kopenhag okulu i¢in ¢evresel felaketler, iklim degisikligi, kuraklik ve
gbc¢ gibi fenomenler de tipki askeri konular gibi giivenliklestirmenin kapsami dahilindedir. Yukarida
olusturulan teorik cerceve 1s18inda, calismada iklim degisikliginin Suriye’deki savas baglaminda
giivenliklestirilmesi kuraklik ve gd¢ olgusu iizerinden ele alinmistir. Iklim degisikliginin sosyo-
ekonomik agidan zaten kirilgan olan iilkelere yapacagi carpan etkisinin ¢atigma ortami yaratacagina
dair gelistirilmis tezler incelenmistir. Sonrasinda ise konuya dair kiiresel aktorlerin gelistirdigi
sOylemler analiz edilmistir. Bu kapsamda caligmanin c¢ikis noktasi1 iklim degisikliginin
giivenliklestirilmesinin hangi boyutlar iizerinden yapildigidir. Ornek olay olarak ise Suriye’deki
savas durumu secilmistir.

Calismada nitel arastirma
yontemlerinden igerik analizi kullanilmistir. Bu kapsamda akademik literatiir, kurumsal raporlar ve

RUSYA-UKRAYNA CATISMALARININ UKRAYNA’NIN ENERJi GUVENLIGINE
ETKILERI

Avrupa'nin en biiyiik ikinci tilkesi olan Ukrayna, Kuzeyde Belarus, doguda Rusya, giineyde Azak
denizi ve Karadeniz, glineybatida Moldova ve Romanya ile batida Macaristan, Slovakya ve Polonya
ile sinirlanmaktadir. Ulkede birgok etnik grup yasamim siirdiirmekle birlikte etnik azinliklar arasinda
Ruslar birinci sirada yer almaktadir. Ukrayna’da petrol, dogalgaz ve komiir basta olmak {izere birgok
enerji kaynagi bulunmakta fakat bu kaynaklarin yetersizligi ya da iiretim giiciiniin azlig1 nedeniyle
iilke enerjide disa bagimlidir. Jeopolitik konumu geregi 6nemli bir gegis lilkesi konumunda bulunan
Ukrayna, birgok kaynagin Bati pazarina ulastirilmasinda hayati 6neme sahiptir. Taginan kaynaklarin
en 6nemlileri dogalgaz ve petrol olup iilkede gerek SSCB doneminden kalma gerekse SSCB donemi
sonrasi insa edilmis birgok iletim hatt: bulunmaktadir. Iletim hatlarinin baslangic noktas1 Rusya, Orta
Asya ya da Giiney Kafkasya iilkeleri olmakla birlikte bu iilkelerde iiretilen hidrokarbon kaynaklar
Ukrayna tlizerinden AB iilkelerine iletilmektedir. Petrol ve dogalgaz iletim hatlarinin yogunlugu bir
yandan Ukrayna’nin jeostratejik onemini arttirirken diger yandan iilke ¢esitli zorluklarla da bag etmek
zorunda kalmaktadir. Rusya’nin enerjiyi dis politikada siyasi bir ara¢ olarak kullanmasi ile iki tilke
arasinda yasanan anlasmazliklar, hem kullanilan enerji kaynaklar1 baglaminda hem de transiti
saglanan kaynaklarin mengei baglaminda biiyiik oranda Rusya’ya olan bagimlilik, boru hatlarinin
bakim ve onariminin yapilamamasi ve bundan kaynakli patlamalar yasanmasi ile ¢evresel tahribat
yasanan zorluklardandir. Bu sorunlardan daha ¢ok Rusya’ya olan bagimliliktan rahatsizlik duyan
Ukrayna, Rus tekelini kirmak i¢in Orta Asya ve Giiney Kafkasya lilkeleriyle antlasmalar yapmaya
caligmaktadir. Gelistirdigi/gelistirecegi projelerde ABD ve AB iilkeleri basta olmak {izere bir¢ok
devlet ve kurulus tarafindan destek gormektedir. Goriilen destekler Ukrayna kamuoyunda ciddi
yankilar bulmakta bu tesirin en belirgin drnekleri ise hiikiimet degisiklikleri olarak karsimiza
cikmaktadir. Ukrayna’da kimi zaman iktidara Bati yanlis1 liderler gelirken kimi zamanlarda Rus
yanlis1 liderler gelmektedir. Bu nedenle iilke, Rusya ve Bati arasinda miicadele sahasi haline
doniismekte, yasanan miicadele Rusya’yr rahatsiz etmektedir. Konuyu ontolojik giivenlik
kategorisinde degerlendiren Rusya, Ukrayna’nin bazen ¢esitli nedenler ileri siirerek gazin1 kesmekte
veya kaynagin satig fiyatini arttirmakta bazen de topraklarini isgal ederek cezalandirmaktadir. 2013
yil1 sonunda yasanan gelismelerin ardindan Kirim’in isgali ve 2022 sonrasinda yasanan ¢atigmalarla

Donbass’ta baslayan isgaller, Rusya’nin meseleye verdigi énemi gdstermektedir. iki iilke arasinda
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Subat 2022’de baglayan sicak catismalar devam ederken Ukrayna’da enerji yogun endiistriler zarar
gormekte, askeri harekétlarin sonucunda enerji ve ulagim altyapisi tahrip edilmekte, lojistik sorunlar
yasanmakta ve bu tahribatlar kdmiir ve sanayi sektorleri i¢in biiyiik, geri dondiiriilemez bir hasar
olusturmaktadir. Sonugta Rusya ile yasanan ¢atisma durumundan bir hayli zararl ¢gikan Ukrayna’nin
yalnizca siyasi ve sosyal hayati degil ekonomik hayati da olumsuz yonde etkilenmektedir. Temel
amaci, Rusya ve Ukrayna arasinda yasanan ¢atigmalarin analiz edilmesi olan bu ¢alismada; yasanan
catismalarin Ukrayna’nin enerji giivenligini nasil etkiledigi sorusuna cevap aranmaktadir. Rusya ve
Batili devletler arasinda bir rekabet sahasi haline donlisen Ukrayna’nin yeni konjoktiirel durum
icerisinde nasil bir politika izleyecegi tartisilmaktadir. Calisma; yasanan catigsmalardan en fazla
etkilenen devletin Ukrayna olacagi, Ukrayna ile diger devletler arasinda yapilacak enerji transiti
anlagmalarinin da giivenlik gerekc¢eleri nedeniyle olumsuz etkilenecegi ve Tiirkiye basta olmak {izere
alternatif transit iilkelerin jeostratejik dnemlerinin artacagi hipotezlerine dayandirilmaktadir. Nitel
arastirma yonteminin kullanildig1 ¢alismada elde edilen bulgular arastirmacinin 6znel birikimiyle
birlestirilerek analiz edilip gelecege doniik perspektifler sunulmaktadir.

THE ECOLOGICAL CRISIS AND THE GLOBAL POLITICAL ECONOMY

Steve ON, Ibn Haldun University

How does the ecological crisis impact the economy of a nation-state? How does it impact the
economy of a region, such as the European Union or the Middle East and North Africa? Indeed, how
does it impact the economy of the world? And just what role does politics play in all of this?

By way of grappling with these questions and exploring the nature of the relationship between the
ecological crisis and the global political economy, this paper ventures further and argues that the
central vision of the “doom and gloom” literature that has been produced over the past several decades
seems, sometimes willfully, to miss the point of what is possible in the realm of political economy.
Instead of furthering the existing arguments about the individual failures of the nation-state to meet
the challenges posed by the ecological crisis, the collective failures of the regional blocs and the entire
global political economy to meet the existential threat to humanity as a whole and the planet itself,
this paper argues the opposite. In face of what appears to be insurmountable challenges, including
but not limited to decarbonization; climate-induced migration and displacement; environmental
justice as it pertains to creating climate solutions; technology policy and climate change; the social,
racial, and political aspects of economic transitions away from fossil fuels around the world; and
international trade and finance in an age of climate change, etc., this paper argues that based on the
existing evidence of the industrial policies of the leading nation-states, especially the United States,
the trajectory of the global political economy appears to be promising. That is to say, in light of the
ecological crisis, the nation-state individually, the regional bloc collectively, and indeed the world
have to take action on climate and national security. In turn, this condition (or “perfect storm”) creates
the right political climate to engender the political will to turn to industrial policies in favor of
decarbonization; climate-induced migration and displacement; environmental justice as it pertains to
creating climate solutions; technology policy and climate change; the social, racial, and political
aspects of economic transitions away from fossil fuels around the world; and international trade and
finance in an age of climate change, etc.

This turn to industrial policies, individually by the government of each nation-state and collectively
by all the governments around the world, seems to be catalyzing a wave of private investments much
bigger than what might be expected from the size of government subsidies alone such that a virtuous

cycle seems to have been produced.
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The important implication of this argument about a changing climate, a changing world is that with
the right leadership the industrial policy (individually and globally) is very likely to not only spur

economic growth but also meet the challenge of the ecological crisis.

ALMANYA’NIN 2023 YILI ULUSAL GUVENLIK STRATEJiSi: MERKEL DONEMI
ULUSAL GUVENLIK STRATEJILERIYLE KARSILASTIRMALI BiR
DEGERLENDIRME

Uluslararasi Iligkiler alan yazminda ulusal giivenlik belgeleri iizerine yapilan tarama ya da analizlere
cok seyrek rastlanilmaktadir. Bu eksikligin en dnemli nedeni ise ulusal giivenlik strateji belgelerinin
(UGSB) genellikle Detant Donemi’nden sonra kamuoyu ile paylasilmaya ya da hazirlanmaya
baslanmas1 ve Soguk Savas yillarmin rekabet ortaminda stratejik deger tasiyan politikalarin gizli
tutulmasidir. 1990 sonras1 donemde ise uluslararasi politikanin gizlilik ve ideolojik rekabet yerine;
yumusak gii¢ tizerine oturtulmus, ekonomik ve siyasal kapasiteye dayali, ittifak tutumu iginde icra
edilen bir siyasal beceriye dayandirildig1 goriilmektedir. Bu baglamda, {ilkelerin belirli araliklarla
yayimlamis oldugu UGSB’leri stratejik analiz degeri yiiksek birer politika belgeleri olarak
degerlendirmek miimkiindiir. Bu nedenle, UGSB’ler {izerine yapilan diyakronik bir analizin
uluslararasi politikay1 anlamak noktasinda kullaniglt veriler igerecegi diisiiniilmektedir. Almanya da
onceki yillarda diizenli olmayan araliklarla Federal Savunma Bakanligi uhdesinde 1969, 1970, 1971-
1972,1972, 1973-1974, 1975-1976, 1979, 1983, 1985, 1994, 2006 ve 2016 tarihlerinde UGSB olarak
nitelendirilebilecek Beyaz Kitaplar yayimlamistir. Yayimlanan bu UGSB’ler igerisinde 2006 ve 2016
tarihli UGSB’ler Federal Sansdlye Angela Merkel doneminde yayimlanmugtir. 2023 yilinin Temmuz
ayinda SPD, Yesiller ve FDP koalisyon hiikiimetince yayimlanan UGSB ise iddia edildigi gibi
Almanya’nin yayimladigi ilk UGSB olmamakla birlikte, Federal Disisleri Bakanlig1 uhdesinde
yayimlanan ilk UGSB olmasi ile dikkat ¢cekmektedir. 2023 yilinda etkili olan i¢ ve dis gelismeler ile
yaklagim farkliliklar1 ile bu UGSB, daha 6nce Merkel doneminde yayimlanan iki UGSB’den énemli
farkliliklar ve birtakim benzerlikler igermektedir. Bilindigi lizere Almanya’nin Beyaz Kitap
yayimmlamaya basladig1 1969 yilindan bu yana temel dis ve glivenlik politikasi ilkelerinden, “Yalniz
Bagina Asla” ilkesi, her zaman uluslararasi orgiitlenmeler ve miittefiklerle hareket etme, “Bir Daha
Asla” ilkesi, bir daha saldir1 savasi baslatmama ve “Sivil Gii¢” ilkesi, Almanya’nin ulusal ordusu
kiigiik bir iilke olarak kalmas1 etrafinda belirlenmistir. Soguk Savas’in sona ermesinden bu yana dig
ve giivenlik politikas1 degisim ve doniisiim geciren Almanya’nin stratejik kiiltiiriindeki degisimleri
bu belgeler iizerinden saptamak miimkiindiir ki Almanya 2023 UGSB’sinde mevcut kurumlar ve halk
ile ulusal seviyede bir stratejik kiiltiir olusturmay1 da kendisine bir 6dev edinmistir. Oncelikle Merkel

donemi ve sonrasina ait UGSB’ler arasindaki benzerlikler ele alinacak olursa; Almanya’nin
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“Merkezden Liderlik Etme” (Fihrung aus der Mitte) mottosunu, kendisine “6zel sorumluluk”
atfederek siirdiirdiigii goriilmektedir. Yine Atlantik Ittifakini ve AB’nin askeri kabiliyetlerini
dengelemeyi amaclayan Almanya, 6zellikle ABD’yi ve Fransa’y1 6nemli miittefikler olarak fakat
Rusya’y1 ve kismen de Cin’i 6nemli rakipler olarak gérmeye devam etmektedir. Ekonomik olarak ise
Almanya her iki donemde kendi ekonomik giiciinii korumay1 hedeflemekte, bunun i¢in gerekli
aracglar1 da ortaya koymaktadir. Bunun i¢in hem Avrupa Tek Pazar1 hem de Almanya’nin ulusal
yetkinlikleri 6ne ¢ikarilmaktadir. iki dénem arasindaki degisiklikler incelenecek olursa; Rusya’nin
Ukrayna’y1 isgali sonrasinda Almanya’nin Sivil Gii¢ doktrininden kismi bir kopus dikkat
cekmektedir. Nitekim 2023 UGSB’sinde bu kopus, “Zeitenwende” (Doniim noktasi) olarak
nitelendirilmekte ve yeni ulusal giivenlik doktrini “Entegre (Birlesik) Giivenlik” olarak
tanimlanmaktadir. Almanya, “Entegre Giivenlik” kavramlastirmasi ile ulusal capta sivil, askeri ve
polis yeteneklerinin birlestirilmesini ve uluslararast ve c¢ok tarafli diizeydeki eylemlere dahil
edilmesini ya da diger bir deyisle ulusal olarak Almanya’y1 dig tehditlerden korumakla yiikiimli konu
ve araclarin bir araya getirilmesini kastetmekte ve burada Federal Ordu olan Bundeswehr’e 6zel bir
onem atfetmektedir. Bu kapsamda, Bundeswehr’in rolii, Rusya’nin Ukrayna’yi isgali ile ortaya ¢ikan
Rus tehdidi ile birlikte daha ¢ok ulusal refleksler dahilinde belirlenmektedir. Zira 6nceki UGSB’lerde
“tiniformal1 yurttaglar” olarak tanimlanan Bundeswehr ve onun mensuplari, yeni UGSB’de

Almanya’nin  “...caydiricilik ve savunma kabiliyetinin garantorii” olarak goriilmekte ve
Bundeswehr’in Avrupa’nin en etkili konvansiyonel silahli kuvvetlerinden biri haline getirileceginden
bahsedilmektedir. Almanya, 2023 UGSB’sinde ayrica bazi uluslararasi orgiitlenmelere yonelik bakis
acistyla ilgili farkliliklar da ortaya koymaktadir. Daha once Birlesmis Milletler Giivenlik
Konseyi’nde daimi iiye olma talebini siklikla dillendiren Almanya, bu UGSB’de bu talebe yer
vermemis ve daha once Rusya ile barisgil iliskilerde 6nemli bir uluslararasi orgiitlenme olarak
gordiigii AGIT e deginmemistir. Ayrica, daha énceki UGSB’lerde Birlesmis Milletler, Avrupa Birligi
ve NATO’ya yonelik ittifak taahhiitleriyle birlikte, Avrupa Giivenlik ve Savunma Birligi’nin
kurulmasini hedefleyen Almanya, bu UGSB’de Avrupa Birligi iilkelerinin ortak dis ve glivenlik
politikas1 girisimlerini, ortak bir orgiitlenme seviyesinde degil, AB {iyesi iilkelerin tekil olarak
katilacag1 belirgin ve belli bir yondeki politikalar seviyesinde ele almaktadir. Dolayisiyla, Rusya’nin
Ukrayna’y1 isgali ile, Almanya’nin dig ve giivenlik politikasinda 6nemli degisiklikler meydana
geldigi, ulusal reflekslerinin daha fazla 6n plana ¢iktig1 ve Federal Ordu’ya (Bundeswehr) dis ve
giivenlik politikasinin yiiriitilmesinde daha fazla rol vermeyi planladigi goriilmektedir. Bu
cergevede, bu calismada Almanya’nin yaymmladigi 2006-2016 ile 2023 UGSB’leri arasinda
karsilagtirmali bir nitelik icerik analizine yer verilerek, Almanya’nin ulusal stratejik kiiltiiriine yonelik

ciktilar, UGSB’lerde ele alinan fikirler, diisiinceler ve temel inanislar, semboller ve soylemsel arka
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plan ile ele alinan somut ¢ikarlar etrafinda olusturulan bir tipoloji dahilinde ele alinmaktadir.

FRANCE'S QUEST FOR STRATEGIC AUTONOMY IN THE CONTEXT OF EUROPEAN
SECURITY ARCHITECTURE: NAVIGATING CONVERGENCE AND DIVERGENCE
Seval SAHIN, Dokuz Eyliil University

This conference paper explores France's pursuit of strategic autonomy and the way it intersects with the
convergence and divergence points within the broader European security architecture. Simultaneously, it
aims to position France’s strategic autonomy in European security architecture. The study will unfold in
three main parts. In the first part, historical background and main motivations behind the pursuit of
strategic autonomy will be explained. France has always searched for strategic autonomy and independent
decision-making from the USA and Europe, remaining committed to the non-alignment policy. The
second part explores the convergence points. It is essential to draw attention to the point that France’s
national strategic autonomy and its role in defending European strategic autonomy are different concepts.
France's quest for national strategic autonomy is related to its own independence in security and defense
issues, while defending European strategic autonomy corresponds to the collective defense and security
of the broader Europe. France has been a strong advocate of developing EU defense capabilities that allow
the EU to act autonomously if necessary. France’s support for European strategic autonomy and mutual
defense agreements align with collective European security goals. This pursuit is not aimed at
undermining existing alliances but rather at strengthening Europe's ability to address security challenges
through cooperation and coordination. France envisages that European strategic autonomy contributes to
France’s national security. As another point, France’s efforts in addressing transnational security issues
converge with European security interests. In the third part, divergence points will be examined. France’s
pursuit of strategic autonomy manifests notably in its strategies outside Europe. The study will spotlight
divergence examples in the context of Russia, China, and Africa. The research concludes that France’s
security strategies converge with Europe in soft security issues. France’s efforts in climate change,
humanitarian assistance, cybersecurity, anti- piracy operations, counterterrorism, and Iran nuclear deal
align with mutual European interests. However, France’s pursuit of strategic autonomy intersects more
with traditional security concerns that diverge from European interests. Thereby, the concept of strategic
autonomy will be scrutinised through the lenses of traditional security and soft security issues. The study
helps explain the complex interplay between strategic autonomy and defence arrangement that determine
France's role within the broader European security architecture.

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DEGLOBALIZASYON TARTISMALARI VE AVRUPA BIRLIGI’NIN RUSYA SINIRINI
GUVENLIKLESTIRMESI

Son on yilda 6ne ¢ikan deglobalizasyon, bir diger deyisle kiiresellesmenin yavaglamasi ve aginmasi,
genellikle uluslararasi ticaret, turizm ve yatirimlarin azalmasiyla agiklanir. Kavramin iligkili oldugu
giivenlik boyutu deglobalizasyon temali ¢alismalarda siklikla ihmal edilmektedir. Bu calisma,
Rusya’nin Ukrayna’ya saldirilar1 sonrasi Avrupa Birligi (AB)’nin Rusya ile smirma karsi
yaklagiminin nasil degistigini aragtirarak deglobalizasyon ve sinir giivenligi arasindaki iliskiyi ortaya
cikarmay1 amaglar. Ozellikle basin demegleri, resmi belgeler ile Rusya ve Kaliningrad’a dogrudan
simirt olan AB {iyesi devletlerin son donemde aldiklar1 kisitlama kararlari incelenerek AB’nin
Ruslarla olan smirmni giivenliklestirmesinin sadece Avrupa’da deglobalizasyonu hizlandirmakla
kalmadigi, esasen bu siirecin deglobalizasyondan beslendigini géstermektedir. Dolayisiyla, AB’nin
kiiresellesme ile iligkisinde gozlemlenen degisimin (Avrupa’da Rusya politikasindan bagimsiz olarak
yasanmakta olan deglobalizasyonun) AB’nin sinir giivenligini yeniden tanimlamasina yol agtig1 iddia
edilmektedir. Bu agidan, ¢alisma deglobalizasyon ve sinir gilivenligi arasindaki iligkinin ihmal
edilmemesi gerektigini vurgular ve AB-Rusya simir giivenligi politikalarin1 daha iyi anlayabilmek
icin AB-kiiresellesme iliskisindeki degisime dikkat etmeyi Onererek literatiire katki sunmay1 amaglar.
Calismanin ilk boliimiinde AB’nin kiiresellesme ile iliskisine yonelik teorik yaklagimlar ortaya
konacak ve son dénemde one cikan deglobalizasyon tartigmalar1 dzetlenecektir. Ikinci kisminda
AB’nin smir giivenligine geleneksel yaklasimi ve Rusya ile olan sinirinda son donemde aldigi
tedbirler agiklanacaktir. Son bolimde AB’nin Rusya ile smir giivenligine yonelik politikalarmin
Avrupa’daki deglobalizasyon siireciyle iliskisi vurgulanacaktir.

Uzerinde tam olarak uzlagilan bir terér tanimimin olmamasi terdrizmle ilgili neredeyse tiim
calismalarin vurguladigi ilk sorundur. Terdrizm sorunun magduru, tarafi ya da destek¢isi olmak gibi
degisen bakis agilarma gore farkli kavramsallastirmalara agiktir. CEPOL’un hazirlamis oldugu
calistay raporuna gore diinyadaki teror orgiitlerinin {icte birinden fazlasi etnik gruplar adina faaliyet
gostermektedir. Saldirilarin ve kayiplarin sayis1 bakimmdan ideolojik terdrizmin tersine etnik
terérizmin oldukc¢a yaygin oldugu goriilmektedir. Yirminci yiizyilin baslarindan itibaren etnik

catismalar diinyanin hemen her bdlgesinde yasanan bir sorundur. Avrupa Birligi varligini uzun siire
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devam ettirip faaliyetlerine son veren veya hala varligimi stirdiiren etnik terér orgiitleri mevcuttur.
Bazi etnik teror gruplarinin silah birakmasi, bazilarininsa gliglenerek faaliyetlerine devam etmesi bize
ev sahibi lilke tarafindan yapilan diizenlemelerin ve uygulanan politika farkliliklarinin ne denli
onemli oldugunu gostermektedir. Avrupa bolgesindeki terdr oOrgiitlerinin degisim ve dontisiimii
giivenlik algilarinda da bir degisime neden olmaktadir. Ve sonug olarak hiikiimetler arasi is birligi
gerektirecek terorle miicadele politikalarinin yeniden sekillendirilmesine ihtiya¢ duyulmaktadir.
Arastirmanin amaci, kiiresellesmenin etkisinin her alanda hissedildigi bir diinyada etkilerini ¢cok daha
yikici boyutlara tagiyan terorizm olgusuna genel bir bakis ortaya koymak, sorunun tarihsel gelisimi
ile birlikte Avrupa Birligi’ni temel alarak etnik sorunlar temelinde boyutlarini analiz etmek ve soruna
yonelik politikalarin iiretilebilecegi ve uygulanabilecegi ¢ercevede ¢oziim ve dneriler sunmaktir. AB,
terorle miicadeleyi irksal meseleler baglaminda ii¢ ana boyutta sekillendirmektedir: polis dnlemleri,
sosyo-eckonomik onlemler ve kiiltiirel 6nlemler. Calismada “Avrupa'da yiizlerce yildir var olan ve
teror diizeyine ulagan 1rk sorunu nedir? Nasil {retilirler? Avrupa Birligi icinde varligi, yapisi ve
Oonemi tartisilan ulus devletler ile etnik gruplar arasindaki iliski, kiiresellesme siirecinin etkisiyle
nasil degisebilir? Etnik teror orgiitlerini motive eden faktorler nelerdir?’’ sorularina cevap aramak
amaglanmaktadir.

Calismada birincil ve ikincil veri kaynaklarinin derinlemesine analizini igeren nitel bir metodoloji
kullanilacaktir. Bu amacla AB'nin terdrle miicadele politikasi, bu alanda kurulan kurumlar, bu
kurumlarin ¢aligmalar1 ve ilgili AB mevzuati incelenecektir.

SOCIOLOGY OF INTERNATIONAL ORGANISATIONS (I0): A SURVEY ON TURKISH
MILITARY PERSONNEL ABOUT NATO!

Inter-Governmental Organizations (IGO) are an important part of the social and political structure of
the international areas. Although IGOs are structured to fulfill functional duties in certain areas, both
the change in the functions of states and the current structure of international relations position IGO

in a very different place from the beginning and assign different functions to them. These functions

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are defined as constitutive, regulatory, and procedural functions. Among these functions, particularly
constitutive norms also produce agents, give them specific abilities and powers, and determine their
basic identities, interests, and preferences. Thus, founding norms are cultural norms belonging to an
official community. At this point, the first and fundamental question of this research is whether IGOs
have special functional cultures. The functional culture is the culture created within the framework
of the reasons for existence. So, it's unlike the institutional culture that includes the procedures related
to the functioning of the institutions, which is called strategic culture in this study. In any community
or organization, has been difficult to explain the process of creating cultural norms and the observable
effects of strategic culture. Besides, there is also consensus in the literature that the concept of
strategic culture is used to distinguish deep structures in strategic thinking from symbolic or
instrumental elements. In this context, in short, strategic culture is the culture that belongs to any
strategic community including attitudes and behaviors that shape the threat perceptions, determine
the conditions for using force, and structure security policies accordingly. This content allows
strategic culture to apply to communities and organizations such as NATO. Therefore, this research
aims to frame and interrogate some of the constative elements of NATO in the context of the strategic
culture concept. Second, this research has been built on the importance of the convergence of actors
in an IGO. So the convergence of the expectations of members of any IGO should be closely related
to the robustness and life span of any Organization. In this frame, this research focuses on Tiirkiye.
this research aims to understand the convergence of actors and their expectations in NATO as a
security community, using Tiirkiye as a case study. The results of similar research for different
countries allow us to understand the organizational ecology of NATO. The organizational ecology
includes the purpose of existence and political portfolios of organizations, the decision-making
process, and the purpose of charter and membership policies. Therefore, an inquiry about the
functionality of the organization includes the questioning of robustness, effectiveness, or reasons for
the dysfunctionality of IGOs (Schneider, 2012). Hence, this study on Tiirkiye will enable us to first
understand the position of Tiirkiye, one of the largest conventional powers of NATO, in the ecology
of the organization, and then realize the blind spots that affect the strength and resilience of the
organization. So, the originality of this research is that the first time, it was determined Tiirkiye's
perception of NATO was through a survey of Turkish military personnel. Usually, it was impossible to
conduct such a survey through military personnel because of due to official and security constraints.
Hence, studies on Tiirkiye's perception of NATO have generally been studies involving politicians,
academics, or society. However, one of the main factors affecting the ecology of a security organization
is the perceptions of the practitioners about that organization and its mission. In this respect, this attitude
scale, which has not been done until now, will fill an important deficiency regarding NATO in Tiirkiye.

Rusya’nin Ukrayna’da 24 Subat 2022°de baslayan yasadisi isgali Arktik’te siyasi ve askeri manzaray1
onemli olglide degistirdi. Batili devletler Rusya’nin Ukrayna’y1 yasadisi isgalini kinadi ve yedi Arktik
devletinin Rusya ile is birligini durdurma tepkisi 1996 yilinda kurulan Arktik Konseyi’nin kurulusundan
bu yana Arktik siyasetindeki en onemli olaylardan biri oldu. Askeri boyutta, NATO, Rusya karsisinda
artan risklerle kars1 karstyadir. Tehditlerin ve giivenlik aciklarinin mantig1 agisindan bolgede devletlerin
birbirlerine yonelik gercek saldiri algis1 diisiik olsa da maglup olma korkusu savas korkusuna agir
bastiginda, rekabetci bir silahlanma durumundan s6z edilebilir. Deniz ve hava operasyonlari yoluyla Rus
kuvvetlerinin Arktik’te erisimine ve mevcudiyetine iligkin gosteriler, dngoriilemeyen olaylara iliskin
yiiksek riskler yaratmaktadir. Askeri bir bakis agistyla, Arktik’teki durum, silahlanma yaris1 olasiliginin
artmasiyla giderek daha fazla bir “kisir dongii” gibi gériiniiyor. Finlandiya’dan sonra Isve¢’in de olas1 bir
sekilde NATO’ya katilmasi, Arktik (ve Baltik) bolgesindeki stratejik ortami Rusya aleyhinde 6nemli
Olgiide degistirecektir. Bu makale, NATO’nun, Arktik’teki faaliyetlerini 24/2’deki Ukrayna savasi
sonrasinda artirdigini iddia etmekte ve NATO’nun Arktik’teki varligi genisletmesinin risk ve
zorluklarimi tartigmaktadir. Rusya ile belirli askeri faaliyetlere mekansal ve zamansal siirlamalar
getirilmesini 6nermektedir. Makalede, NATO ve Rusya’nin bolgedeki askeri birikimine, potansiyeline ve
faaliyetine sinirh sekilde yer verilmis ve aktorlerin tarihsel gegmise ve doktrinlere dayanan belgeleri
tizerinden analiz gelistirilmistir. Calisma, Soguk Savas sonrasi donemden baslayip 2022 yilina kadar
uzanan tarih aralig1 ile sinirlidir (buna Rusya’nin 24/2 Ukrayna’y1 yasa dis1 isgali de dahildir).

UKRAINIAN CONFLICT AND ITS IMPACT ON REGIONAL SECURITY IN
NORTHEAST ASIA

The events that began in February 2022 in Ukraine were reflected and led to the transformation of the
security agenda both at the national level (in most countries), and at the regional and global level. More
recently, experts in the field of security wrote that the so-called non-traditional security threats are coming
to the fore in terms of relevance. However, last year turned everything upside down. In fact, we are
witnessing a revision of the situation in the middle of the 20th century, however, at a new level, in modern
conditions (which makes the situation much more dangerous). The Ukrainian conflict has also affected
the security situation in Northeast Asia. The issue of North Korea's nuclear program suddenly faded into
the background. If a few years ago this threat was considered as one of the main ones by the international
community, today it is practically not remembered. Meanwhile, Pyongyang fully supported Russia, and
North Korea became the only country to recognize the results of referendums on the inclusion of new
territories in Russia. In response, the North Korean leadership plans to (and most likely will) receive
economic, diplomatic and military support from Moscow. Thus, Pyongyang received not just a loophole,
but a direct opportunity to bypass international sanctions and continue its nuclear missile program. In fact,
in 2022, North Korea became the third state in the world whose nuclear weapons are capable of reaching
the United States (after Russia and China). Given the unpredictability of the North Korean regime and the
presence of unresolved economic problems, this situation may pose a serious real threat to regional
security. The next cornerstone of regional security is the Taiwan question. It was after the start of Russia's
military operation in Ukraine that Beijing stepped up its foreign policy in the Taiwan direction, and the
rhetoric of the Chinese leadership became tougher about the inviolability of the policy of one China and
the desire to annex the island to the mainland. Moscow showed China and the whole world an example
of how one can try to resolve issues by military means, regardless of the opinion of the world community.
And this can have the most negative consequences for regional security in Northeast Asia, and for global
security in general. Japan, due to the change in the international situation, made a revolutionary decision.
For the first time since the Second World War, completely changing military doctrine. Tokyo headed for
the creation of an offensive capability that allows strikes against the territory of China and North Korea.
In particular, Japan intends first of all to purchase Tomahawk cruise missiles from the United States. Thus,
in effect, Tokyo is relinquishing its own anti-war provisions in the Constitution. It also leads to a change
in the status quo in the region and a decrease in the level of strategic stability in Northeast Asia.

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THE ROLE OF ENERGY IN THE UKRAINE WAR

The war in Ukraine is considered one of the most important events in the world after the Cold War.
A war that has not ended nearly two years after its beginning. A very important thing about the
war in Ukraine is that it is multidimensional. In fact, this war had several reasons such as political,
economic and security in line with numerous repercussions. Considering the presence of Russia as
a supplier of natural gas, especially for Europe, it is obvious that the most critical factor in this
conflict is energy. Accordingly, in this article, an attempt has been made to answer this question,
what was the role of energy in the Ukrainian war? Based on the theoretical framework of energy
security and using a hybrid methodology, the hypothesis of the article is that the increase in
Russian financial reserves as a result of the increase in energy prices and thus the increase in its
economic power in the years before the war on the one hand and Europeans' dependence on
energy on the other hand can play a decisive role in Russia's decision to an attack on Ukraine. The
history of Russian foreign policy toward EU has already shown that energy can be used as a political
weapon by Moscow to achieve political and military goals. Also, the findings of the article indicate
that the energy debate has had the most important impact on the war in Ukraine, which is not only
aimed at the European countries or the two countries involved in the war, but also caused serious
disturbances in the war.

RUSYA-UKRAYNA SAVASININ GUNEY KAFKASYA’NIN GUVENLIiGINE ETKIiSi
Ahmet SAPMAZ, istanbul Gelisim Universitesi

Bu ¢alismanin amaci Rusya-Ukrayna Savasimin, Giiney Kafkasya’nin giivenligi tizerine etkilerini
ortaya c¢ikarmaktir. Caligmanin temel varsayimi Moskova’nin, Rusya-Ukrayna Savasi nedeniyle
bolge iizerinde etkisinin Rusya-Ukrayna Savasi ile bolge tilkelerinde meydana gelen gelismeler
cergevesinde degisime ugradigidir. Bu degisimin en 6nemli nedeni RF ile ABD liderligindeki Bat1
arasinda Rusya-Ukrayna Savagsi temelinde bir vekalet savas yliriitiiliiyor olmasi ve bu savasta RF’nin
istedigi siyasi ve askeri sonuglara ulasamamis olmasi sonucu siyasi ve askeri agidan dikkatini
Ukrayna savasina ve ABD liderligindeki Bati’ya yoneltmis olmasidir. Bu kapsamdaki gelismelerin
Giiney Kafkasya’ya yonelik etkileri incelendiginde ilk olarak halen Giiney Kafkasya’da en etkin giic
olan RF’nin siyasi ve askeri agidan dikkatini Ukrayna’ya yoneltmesi, Gliney Kaftkasya’da yeniden

bir jeopolitik hareketlilik yasanmasina neden olmustur. Bu ¢ercevede RF ile Bati arasinda yasanan
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Ukrayna temelli vekalet savasi, Gliney Kafkasya bolgesine de yansimistir. RF diger kiiresel ve
bolgesel giiglerin Gliney Kafkasya’da etkisini simirlamaya caligmakla birlikte bdlgede siyasi ve
ekonomik girisimlerde bulunmalarina engel olamamaktadir. Ikinci olarak RF, Ukrayna savasina
angaje oldugu giinlimiizde mevcut statiikonun devamindan yanadir. Bu nedenle bolge iilkeleri ile
iliskilerinde kirilma yaratacak hamlelerden kagcinmaktadir. Bununla birlikte Giiney Kafkasya tilkeleri
Rusya ile iliskilerini bu siiregte yeniden gdzden gecirmektedir. Giiney Kafkasya’da giivenligi
etkileyen temel sorunlar; Azerbaycan ve Ermenistan arasindaki Daglik Karabag sorunu ve
Giircistan’in ayrilikgr bolgeleri olan Abhazya ve Giiney Osetya’nin durumlardir. RF halen bu
sorunlarda basat glic olmasina ragmen son donemde diger kiiresel ve bolgesel aktorlerde bu
sorunlarda rol oynamaya baglamistir. II. Karabag Savasi’n1 Azerbaycan’in kazanmasi ve sonrasinda
imzalanan {i¢lii mutabakat bildirisi ile Daglik Karabag ateskes hatt1 ile Lagin Koridoruna Rus baris
giicii birliklerinin yerlesmesi ile Moskova, Daglik Karabag sorununda 6nemli bir rol iistlenmistir. RF,
Kolektif Giivenlik Anlasmas1 Orgiitii kapsaminda ittifak igerisinde oldugu Ermenistan’a, II. Karabag
Savasi esnasinda takip ettigi mesafeli yaklasimi, savas sonrasi donemde de siirdiirmeye devam
etmistir. Azerbaycan ile Ermenistan arasinda yasanan ¢atigsmalar sonrasi Ermenistan, Eyliil 2022°de,
KGAO’nden resmi yardim talebinde bulunmus, buna karsin Moskova miidahale etmeme politikasini
stirdiirmiistlir. Bunun iizerine Ermenistan AB sivil misyonunu Ermenistan’a davet etmistir. Rusya ile
Ermenistan arasindaki iliskiler gerilmeye devam etmektedir. Diger yandan Azerbaycan, Ikinci
Karabag Savasi’ni sona erdiren {i¢lii mutabakat bildirisine gore ulasim koridorlariin tesis edilmesi
ve nihai barig antlagmasinin imzalanmasi agisindan gayretlerini siirdiirmektedir. Giircistan’da ise
hiikiimet hem toplumun bir boliimii hem de Bat1 diinyas: tarafindan elestirildigi tizere RF’ye kars1
ithtiyath yaklagimini siirdiirmekte, RF’nin Ukrayna’ya yoOnelik miidahalesini kinamamakta ve
Rusya’ya uygulanan ekonomik yaptirimlara katilmamaktadir. Ugiincii olarak Daglik Karabag
sorununun ¢dziimiine yonelik ABD ve AB’de rol almaya baslamistir. Ayrica Tiirkiye ve Iran gibi
bolgesel giicler Gliney Kafkasya’da etkilerini artirmak niyetindedirler. Sonug olarak Giiney Kafkasya
giivenligi agisindan RF halen en 6nemli aktér olma konumunu siirdiirse de, Rusya-Ukrayna Savasi
nedeniyle gecmise oranla bolgede daha fazla kiiresel ve bolgesel aktor varligini siirdiirmektedir. Bu
durum bolge iilkeleri agisindan alternatif politikalar izlenmesine olanak tanimakla bir yandan
sorunlarin ¢oziimiine yonelik yeni perspektifler ortaya koyarken, diger yandan kiiresel ve bolgesel
giicler arasindaki miicadele nedeniyle sorunlara etkin ve kalici ¢oziimler bulunmasina engel
olmaktadir.

THE RUSSIA-UKRAINE WAR: IMPLICATIONS FOR GLOBAL SECURITY

The Russia-Ukraine war has emerged a critical geopolitical event with profound implications for
global security. The ripple effects of the Russian-Ukraine conflict are felt all across the world,
especially with the disruption of global supply chains, commodity price hikes, massive inflation along
with creation of acute food and energy insecurity. Shortages of food grains and fertilizers due to the
conflict as well as trade disruptions caused by sanctions have affected the global economy. Energy
crisis has now become a full-fledged weapon of conflict. Today, hydrocarbons have become an
important tool of geopolitics. The countries which depend on energy imports have become victims
of energy geopolitics. The Russian-Ukraine conflict has disturbed the international financial systems;
it has upset the world order; it brought regional instability; it challenges territorial integrity; and it led
to refugee and humanitarian crises. In the contemporary era, the Russia-Ukraine conflict definitely
ranks among one of the major conflicts of the 21st century. Following the Russia invasion in Ukraine,
massive amounts of weapons have been provided to Ukraine, while many states have announced that
they will significantly increase their defense spending. Yet the war itself has also had more direct
effects on global security and stability. States ’strategic use of historical narratives, discourse, and
information has manipulated citizens ’understanding of the events and created uncertainties and
insecurities. This has also generated strong emotions among political leaders and citizens, including
the fear of nuclear war. At the military level, cyber-related activities, notably by hackers, have
contributed to heightened complexities. The conflict in Ukraine represents a critical turning point in
European and global security. Not only has it fractured the existing global order, but it has also
reignited the Cold War paradigm of distrust, thereby diminishing faith in the sustainability of a
peaceful and cooperative global order. This sense of fatality led NATO to be revived and even the
EU announced stronger defense and military cooperation among its members. Such developments
led observers to ask whether global politics has become subject to the formation of geopolitical blocs.
Others assumed if a new world order would emerge from the war. This paper provides a concise
overview of the multifaceted dimensions and potential consequences of the ongoing war between
Russia and Ukraine. The study is based on theoretical research which look into theoretical approaches
drawn from International Relations. It discusses the best fit theory to explain the ongoing conflict.
Economic warfare, energy security, food security, and alliance cohesion are the explored area which

are facing challenges in the age of uncertainty. Moreover, the war is threating the climate security.
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The study also discusses the utilization of hybrid warfare strategies, including the combination of
conventional military tactics and cyber operations. Furthermore, this study investigates the global
security ramifications of the conflicts, emphasizing its potential to reshape regional power dynamics
and strain diplomatic relations among major players. The study examines how the Russia-Ukraine
war challenges established framework of international law; questions the effectiveness of
international institutions in resolving this crisis; and implications of war on Global security.

The Uncertainty of Private Military Companies in the Age of Uncertainty and the Case of
Wagner

We know that the history of mercenary’s dates back to ancient Greece and ancient Egypt. Although
mercenaries fell off the agenda with the monopolisation of the national armies of the states whose
national borders became clear for a long time with the authority to use force with the Treaty of
Westphalia (1648), it is a fact that was used from time to time until the end of the Cold War in the
20th century. With the end of the Cold War, as many countries reduced their army presence, trained
military personnel began to be gathered under the roof of private military companies, and thus the
golden age of private military companies began. This process led to the formation of new private
military companies/armies and the privatisation of warfare. One of the differences that distinguishes
Russian private military companies from other western private military companies is that they act in
line with the general purpose and ideology of Russia and work in coordination with the Russian army
in the field. On the other hand, since Russian private military companies do not have a legal basis in
Russia, the relations with the state can be denied, and thus, in the event that these companies commit
crimes in the international arena, such as Wagner, there is no connection and accountability, even
though the Russian state pursues its mission. Wagner's serving the interests of Russia outside the
borders of the country from past to present and the potential of its power to turn into a professional
army was seen as an internal threat and was a question mark in mind. With the rebellion on 23 June,
we can say that even though it serves the interests of the state, it is an example of how private military
companies can be a threat when they have power in their hands. This shows how private military
companies can turn into a threat factor with their uncertainty, legal grounds and the power they can
wield. As a result, there is still a lot of uncertainty about how private military companies can pose

threats in the future. Currently, many countries utilise private military companies in order to avoid
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legal responsibilities that may arise from violence in hot conflict areas in troubled geographies and
to avoid taking responsibility.

Rusya’nin 6zellikle sinirdisi operasyonlarinda aktif bigimde kullandig1 Wagner parali asker grubu ilk kez
2014’te Ukrayna’nin dogusundaki ayrilik¢ilart desteklediginde ve sonraki yil Rusya’nin Kirim1’1 iggali
sirasindaki yardimlar: sayesinde diinya kamuoyunda giindeme gelmisti. Popiilerligi artan ve zamanla 25
bin askerlik bir gruba doniisen Wagner’in Libya’da da Hafter’i destekleyen birlikleri bulunuyordu. Grup,
Suriye i¢ savasinda da aktif rol iistlenerek Ozgiir Suriye Ordusu ve DEAS gibi gruplara karsi da
catigmalara girmisti. Ayrica grubun Afrika’nin bazi iilkelerindeki maden kaynaklarinda gorev yaptig1 da
biliniyor. Afrika’daki bazi hiikiimetler bu grubu iktidarlarin1 korumak amagli yanlarinda bulunduruyor.
Son olarak Rusya ile Ukrayna arasindaki savasin uzamasiyla giicli sorgulanmaya baslayan grubun lideri
Yevgeniy Prigojin’in Rus Savunma Bakan1 Sergey Soygu ile yasadigi rekabet gibi durumlardan dolay1
grup isyana kalkisarak Moskova’ya dogru ilerlemis, ardindan Putin ile anlagmaya varilarak Belarus’a
cekilmislerdi. Fakat buraya kadar gelinen siirede bu gruba ozellikle Orta Asya iilkelerinden 6nemli
katilimlar gergeklesmisti. Orta Asya Tiirk devletlerinden gelen parali askerler Wagner biinyesindeki
“Turan” adli Tiirk birliginde gdrevlendiriliyordu. Ukrayna’daki savasa katilmaya mecbur kalan kisilerin
cogunlukla maddi ¢ikmazda olanlar ve kanun kacagi olanlardi. Ekonomik nedenlerden dolayr Wagner
grubuna katilim gosteren bir¢ok Kirgiz vatandasi Ukrayna topraklarinda hayatini kaybetti. Kirgiz
hiikiimeti de beklenenin diginda bir reaksiyon gostererek Wagner’e katilanlara yaptirim olacagini agikladi.
Hatta bu kapsamda birgok Kirgiz vatandasi {izerinde s6z konusu gruba katilimi veya katilima tesebbiisten
dolay1 adli siire¢ baslatildi. Sorgulamalar esnasinda ve alelerin beyanlar1 ger¢evesinde Rusya’daki is
ilanlart dogrultusunda Kirgiz genglerinin iletisime gegtikleri, fakat ilandakinin yerine onlarin Wagner
grubuna davet edildikleri ve bu cergevede Kirgizistan’dan parali asker olarak Rusya’ya, oradan da
Ukrayna’daki savasa dahil edildikleri ortaya ¢ikmist1. Ustelik bu durum Kazakistan ve Ozbekistan i¢in de
gegerliydi. Bu ¢alismada, toplumun biiyiik boliimii tarafindan kandirildigi diisiiniilen Kirgiz Wagner
tiyelerinin gruba katilim siireci ele alinmigtir. Ozellikle yerel medyadan veri toplanarak da bu siirecin
toplum tizerindeki yansimalari tartigilmistir.

Rusya, uluslararas: diizeyde kilit devletlerden biri olarak kabul gérmektedir. Sovyetler Birliginin
dagilmastyla bu ittifakta olan on bes cumhuriyetten Rusya’nin, SSCB’nin mirasgisi olarak diinya
devletleri tarafindan kabul edilmesi bu devletin 6nemini gdstermektedir. Bagimsizlik sonrasinda
Sovyetler Birliginin “k6tli” imajindan kurtulmaya ¢alisan Rusya Federasyonu dis politikasinda dnce
eski onceliklerinden vazgectigini beyan etse de 1994’ten itibaren “Yakin Cevre” politikasiyla ister
Rus Imparatorlugu, isterse de Sovyet Birliginin yiiriittiigii dis politikay1 siirdiirecegini biitiin diinyaya
gostermistir. 2000 yilindan itibaren iktidarda bulunan Vladimir Putin, Rusya Federasyonu siirlar
dahilindeki Cegenistan gibi 6nemli bir sorununu ¢oziimlemis, ekonomik alanda yiiriittiigii yeni
politikalarla iilkedeki daginikliklardan kurtularak hem i¢ hem dis politikada yeniden bu devletin
yiikselise gecmesini saglamustir. I¢ politikada yeteri kadar sert tavir sergileyen V.Putin, kendisine
mubhalif olanlar1 ¢esitli yollarla saf dig1 birakmis, bu giiclerle miicadelede biitiin yollar1 denemistir.
Boris Yeltsin doneminde bagbakan yardimcist gorevinde bulunmus daha sonralar Putin’in sert i¢
politikasmma karst muhalif olan siyasi lider Boris Nemtsov, yine Putin rejimine karsi yazdigi
makalelerle linlenmis gazeteci Anna Politkovskaya, bu iktidardan kacarak yurtdisinda yasamlarini
siirdiiren bircok eski Cecen miicahit, oligarkh, Rus istihbarat eski ajanlar1 suikast sonucunda
oldiiriilmiistiir. Bu donem Rus Dig Politikasi da farkli asamaya gegerek saldirgan bir karakter almistir.
Eski Sovyet Cumbhuriyetlerindeki Rus yanlist iktidarlarin hakimiyetten alinmasini engellemeye
calisan Rusya Federasyonu, bu cumhuriyetlerin i¢ politikalarina karisarak devletlerle olan iliskilerini
de zora sokmustur. Bu sebeple gerginlesen Rusya — Ukrayna iliskileri Rusya Federasyonu’nun
Ukrayna’nmn dogusundaki Donetsk vilayetini ve Kirtm Ozerk Cumbhuriyetini isgal etmesiyle
sonuglanmistir. 2014 yilindan itibaren pasif savas durumdaki bu iki devlet 2022’de Rusya’nin
Ukrayna’ya karsi baslattigi yeni saldirilarla aktif duruma gec¢mistir. Bu saldirgan Rus Dig
Politikasinin gerceklestirilmesinde yeni bir arag olarak resmi askeri birliklerle beraber birkag parali
askeri birlik ortaya ¢ikmistir ki, bunlardan biri de “Wagner” grubudur. “Wagner” isimli Birlik
2013’te Rus gemilerini korsanlardan korumak amaciyla kurulmus, bir miiddet sonra bu askeri birlik
Suriye’de Petrol ve Dogalgaz kaynaklarmin giivenliginde, 2014°ten sonra ise Slavyan Taburu adiyla
Ukrayna’nin iggal edilmis topraklarinda goriilmiistiir. Bu yildan itibaren “Wagner” Birliginin
varligiyla ilgili haberler resmi olarak gazetelerde yayinlanmaya baslamistir. 2022 Eyliil’iinde

“Wagner” Birliginin kendisine ait oldugunu itiraf eden Yevgeniy Prigojin, Moskova ve Sankt
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Petersburgda Birligin ofislerinin acildigini ilan etmistir. Rusya’nin Afrika’daki Politikasinda 6nemli
yeri olan bu askeri birligin faaliyetleri Rusya — Ukrayna savasiyla daha bir goriiniir hale gelmis ve
2023 y1il1 Haziran ayinda Prigojin komutasindaki “Wagner”in Rus merkezi hakimiyetine kars1 yaptigi
darbeyle diinyanin giindemine oturmustur. RF Savunma Bakan1 Sergey Soyguya karsi1 olan itirazlarla
baslayan tepki darbeye doniismiis, Moskova’ya yakin bélgeler “Wagner” Birligi tarafindan ele
gecirilmistir. Belarus Cumhurbaskani1 Aleksandr Lukasenko’nun arabuluculuguyla krize son verilse
de agustos ayinda Prigojin ve Birligin esas kurucusu Utkin’in de yolcusu oldugu ugagin Tver
yakinlarinda kazaya ugrayarak miirettebat dahil biitiin yolcularin bu kazada vefati sorunun zamaninda
tam ¢oziimlenmemesi anlamina gelmektedir. “Wagner” Grubuna benzer birkag askeri birlik su an
Rus Ordusunda faaliyette olsa da bu birliklerden higbirisi Prigojinin basinda bulundugu “Wagner”
Grubu kadar sorunlu hale gelmemistir. Ancak ilerleyen zamanlarda bu askeri birliklerin de sorun
cikarmayacaklarinin bir garantisi bulunmamaktadir.

Ozel askeri sirketler (OAS) uzun sayilabilecek zamandir giivenlik alaninda ciddi bir tartisma bashigimi
olusturmaktadir. Hukuki nitelikleri, yeni giivenlik ve savas anlayislarindaki yerleri, devletlerle ve
uluslararas1 orgiitlerle iliskileri, kapasiteleri ve yetkileri, finansal kaynaklari, muharip-muharip
olmayan faaliyetleri ve uygulamalar1 bu tartismanin temellerini olusturmaktadir. Personel
egitiminden danigmanliga, hassas korumadan lojistik hizmetlere, operasyonel destekten siber
giivenlige kadar genis bir yelpazede hizmet veren bu sirketlerin sayilar1 giderek artarken, 6zellikle
sicak catismalarin oldugu yerlerdeki varliklar1 ve faaliyetleri diger devletlerden, sivil toplum
orgiitlerinden ve halktan ciddi tepki almaktadir. Ozel askeri sirketlerin sagladig1 hizmetlerden birini
de istihbarat faaliyetleri olusturmaktadir. Sirketler anlasmalarini kapsadigi alanlarda bilgi ve belge
toplama, yerel giiclerle iliskiler kurma, fizibilite ve risk raporlar1 hazirlama, fayda saglayacak kisileri
angaje etme, yer isaretleme, casusluk, propaganda, ortiilii operasyon planlama, destekleme veya
gerceklestirme, siber istihbarat-casusluk ve istihbarata-casusluga karsi koyma gibi hizmet
sunabilmektedir. Siiphesiz ki silahl1 giiclerinin yani sira bilgiye ve ortiilii operasyon kabiliyetine sahip
olmak 0zel askeri sirketleri bambagka bir boyuta tagimaktadir. Muharip kapasite, muharip olmayan
destekleme yeterlilikleri, 6zel istihbarat hizmetleri ve besinci kol faaliyetleri OAS’leri askeri alanm
aranan aktorleri haline getirmektedir. Uluslararasi kamuoyunda yakin zamanlarda ismi en ¢ok gecen
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OAS olan Wagner’in kurucusu ve mevcut lideri Yevgeni Prigojin’in 23 Haziran 2023 tarihinde
yaptig1 agiklamalarin ardindan Wagner savasgilarinin baslattigi Moskova yliriiyiisii 6zel askeri
sirketlerin lizerine daha biiyiik bir mercek tutulmasi gerekliligini ortaya koymustur. Wagner 6zelinde,
OAS’lerin hizmet ettikleri devletlerin sézlesmeli bir hizmet iistlenicisi oldugu goriisii bu yiiriiyiisle
birlikte tartismaya da acilmis oldu. Esasinda OAS’lerin kendi politikalarini iiretebilecekleri,
destegiyle kurulduklar1 veya merkezlerinin olduklar1 devletlerden bagimsiz olarak baska devletlerle
is birligi yapabilecekleri, icerideki gruplarla gizli anlagsmalar yaparak devletlerin i¢ islerine
karigabilecekleri, kural dis1 davranarak insan haklari ihlallerine yol agabilecekleri ve bir silah olarak
kendilerini tutan ele donebilecekleri yiiksek perdeden olmasa da alanda ciddi bir risk olarak
tartisilmaktaydi. Fakat Rus ordusunun Ukrayna’da giderek daha basarisiz oldugunu ve Wagner’e
yonelik dogrudan saldir1 yaptigini iddia eden Prigojin’in giristigi harekat her ne kadar kisa siireli olsa
da OAS’lerin yeniden ve daha kapsamli sekilde diisiiniilmesi gereklili§ini ortaya koymustur. Bu
caligmada Ozel askeri sirketlerin faaliyetleri, kapasiteleri ve gelecekteki rolleri iizerine genel bir
cerceve cizilmesi planlanmakta ve ozellikle istihbarat kapsamindaki hizmetlerinin ele alinmasi
amaglanmaktadir. OAS’lerin istihbarat faaliyetleri gerceklestirirken anlasmali oldugu devletlerin
imkanlarmi1 kullanmalarinin onlara saglayacagi katki ayrica ele alinacaktir. Ayrica c¢alismada
OAS’lerin istihbarat diinyasindaki yeri ve etkileri ayrintili sekilde incelenecektir. Ozellikle
Wagner’in 23 Haziranda ger¢eklesen Moskova yiiriiylisii ile ciddi sekilde tartisiimaya baslanan
OAS’lerin giicii ve imkanlari, istihbarat kapasiteleri acisindan irdelenecektir. Calismanin, genel
olarak catisma alanlarinda muharip olarak veya lojistik, egitim, danigmalik, koruma gibi
faaliyetleriyle 6ne ¢ikan OAS’lerin istihbarat-casusluk ve kars1 istihbarat-casusluk islevleri iizerinden
degerlendirilmesi nedeniyle alana katki saglayacagi diisiiniilmektedir.

THE ROLE AND EFFECTS OF PRIVATE MILITARY COMPANIES IN ENSURING
ENERGY SECURITY

Damla Nur OZDEMIR, Diizce Universitesi

Energy security refers to the ability of a state or companies to have reliable and uninterrupted access
to affordable energy sources, ensuring that energy demands are met without any interruptions. It is a
multifaceted concept that involves the availability, accessibility, affordability, reliability, and
environmental sustainability of energy supply. The issue of global energy security has become more
complex and unpredictable as a result of a variety of challenges, including geopolitical tensions,
terrorism, sabotage, theft, and natural disasters. These challenges have resulted in changes to energy
policies and actions taken by governments and managers, including the utilization of private military
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companies (PMCs). PMCs are controversial actors that offer various security services from logistics
support to conducting full-scale military operations, on a contractual basis in the international arena.
Governments and multinational energy companies contract them in order to protect critical energy
infrastructure, personnel, and supply chains and mitigate risks and respond effectively to disruptions
in the energy system particularly in regions with high-security risks. PMCs, with their expertise and
capabilities, play a vital role in ensuring the security and stability of energy resources. They provide
security services for personnel and energy infrastructure such as oil and gas pipelines, refineries,
power plants, and offshore drilling facilities. These services improve the overall protection of energy
assets and reduce risks related to theft, sabotage, terrorist attacks, and other threats. In addition, PMCs
carry out intelligence operations to detect possible security weaknesses and establish preventive
measures to minimize risks. Moreover, PMCs offer training and capacity-building programs to local
security forces in energy-rich areas. This helps enhance their ability to protect energy infrastructure
and respond to security incidents quickly and effectively. In the literature, PMCs are often associated
with governments and are cited for their use as combat forces in conflicts. However, this study brings
attention to another aspect of PMC:s. Its objective is to contribute to the literature by providing insight
into the overlooked role and effects of PMCs in ensuring energy security and their relations with
multinational companies other than the state. It analyzes the relationships between states,
multinational corporations, and PMCs. The study divides states that utilize PMCs into two groups:
Those that lack the capacity to adequately secure their energy infrastructure and therefore rely on
PMC:s for assistance, and those that have the capacity to provide security but choose to outsource it
to PMC:s for various reasons such as cost-effectiveness, specialized expertise, and flexibility. Firstly,
the study presents clear definitions of energy security and PMCs. It then explores the crucial role of
PMC:s in ensuring energy security. Additionally, the study includes specific case studies to provide a
better understanding of how PMCs contribute to energy security. Finally, the study compares the
motivations of actors using PMCs to reveal similarities and differences. It also explores the actions
of PMCs based on the behavior of the actors. The study utilizes a qualitative method, which involves
gathering information from various sources such as company websites, government documents,
agreement texts, articles, books, and news.

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RUSSIA IN THE MIDDLE EAST AND NORTH AFRICA: A PERMANENT PRESENCE
WITH RENEWAL OBJECTIVES

The Russian presence in the MENA region has a long history spanning decades. This presence has
varied in level and nature over the ages and has been affected by various historical and political
events. Starting with the Russian Revolution in 1917, the establishment of the Soviet Union and the
two world wars witnessed a disparity in relations between the Soviet Union and the MENA countries
as the Soviet Union sought to enhance its influence and support national liberation movements in the
region. After the collapse of the Soviet Union in 1991, the dynamics in the region changed. While
the Russian presence has shrunk to a certain extent, Russia still has political and economic relations
with several countries in the Middle East and North Africa. For example, Russia has cooperated with
Syria and Iran in the Syrian conflict and has strong relations with Algeria, Egypt, Turkey, and recently
Saudi Arabia. The permanent Russian presence in the region has been accompanied by a clear change
in Russian strategy, especially in its foreign policy, which differs from that of the Soviet Union. This
led to the belief that Russian goals were renewed as well. Hence, this paper will discuss Russia's
strategic change in the Middle East and the regional and international reasons for Russia's ability to

implement this new strategy.

RUSYA'NIN VE NATO'NUN DINAMIK ILISKILERINDE OYUN TEORIiSi YAKLASIMI
Nigora KHODZHAMBERDIEVA, Uludag Universitesi

Uluslararasi iliskiler baglaminda, Rusya ile NATO arasindaki etkilesimler giivenlik perspektifinden
onemli bir rol oynamaktadir. Sovyetler Birligi'nin yikilmasmin ardindan, Rusya'nin ekonomik ve
siyasi zorluklarla miicadele etme siireci, 2000'lerden itibaren yeniden yapilanma c¢abalariyla
sekillenmis ve boylelikle Rusya-NATO ilisiklerinin niteligine énemli bir sekilde yansimistir. Bu
stirecte, NATO'mun Dogu Avrupa tilkelerini iiyelige kabul etme karari, iliskilerin karmagikligini daha
da artirmistir. Bu arastirma, uluslararasi gilivenlik ve iligkiler teorileri ¢ercevesinde Rusya-NATO
iliskilerini incelemektedir. 2007 Miinih Giivenlik Konferansi'ndaki Rusya bagkan1 Vladimir Putin'in
konusmasi ile daha belirgin hale gelen "Yeni Soguk Savas" tartigmalari, taraflar arasindaki gerilimi
vurgulamaktadir. Ayrica, NATO'nun fiize kalkan1 projesi, Rusya-Giircistan Savasi ve Kirim'in ilhak1
sonras1t Ukrayna krizi gibi olaylar, taraflarin giivenlik stratejilerini etkilemede belirleyici olmustur.
Bu kriz donemleri, Rusya ile NATO f{iyesi devletler arasindaki stratejik farkliliklarin ve c¢ikar
catigmalarinin agik¢a goriilmesine neden olmustur. Bu calisma, taraflarin giivenlik stratejilerini
anlamak i¢in oyun teorisi yaklasimini benimsemektedir. 2000'lerdeki gelismeler, Korkak Tavuk

Oyunu, Geyik Avi ve Mahkiim Ikilemi gibi oyun teorisi kavramlar1 kullanilarak analiz edilmektedir.
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2004 yilinda NATO'nmun Dogu'ya dogru genislemesi ve eski Dogu Bloku iilkelerini {iyelige kabul
etmesi; 2006-2007 Dogu Avrupa fiize savunma sistemleri krizi ve 2014 Kirim ilhaki sonras1 Ukrayna
krizi gibi olaylar, stratejik diisiincenin ve eylemlerin nasil sekillendigini anlamak amaciyla
incelenmektedir. Bu arastirma, taraflarin stratejik kararlarini ve bu kararlarin temelinde yatan
diisiince siireclerini aciga ¢ikarmay1 amaclamaktadir. Ayni zamanda, giivenlik baglamindaki 6nemli
olaylarmm birbirini nasil etkiledigini ve stratejik diislincenin nasil sekillendigini gostermeyi
hedeflemektedir. Bu baglamda, artan gerilim, stratejik rekabet ve c¢ikar ¢atismalari gibi faktorler,
Rusya-NATO iliskilerinin glivenlik dinamiklerinin daha kapsamli bir sekilde anlagilmasina yardimci
olmaktadir. Sonug olarak, Rusya ile NATO arasindaki uluslararas1 glivenlik agisindan kritik iligkiler,
oyun teorisi yaklagimi kullanilarak daha derinlemesine incelenmektedir. Bu calisma, taraflarin
giivenlik stratejilerinin ve bu stratejilerin temelinde yatan diisiince siireclerinin anlasilmasini
hedeflemektedir. Ayrica, Rusya-NATO iliskilerinin giivenlik ve uluslararas1 istikrar baglaminda
gelecekteki seyri konusunda dnemli perspektifler sunmaktadir.

RUSSIA IN UKRAINE AND CHINA’S AGGRESSION IN INDIA: LESSONS FOR
DEMOCRACIES

Mirza Asmer BEG, Aligarh Muslim University

In the last few months, the claim to truth has been used by Russia to attain political legitimization of
its actions in the war against Ukraine. A web of information has been weaved to confuse lies with
truth and disinformation with information to convert the people in Russia and even outside to the
Russian version of the story. Unfortunately, Ukraine has been at the receiving end of this process in
the past as well. Such a practice is underway in South Asia also, where the Chinese are trying the
same set of tricks against India after their transgression across the Line of Actual control between the
two countries. Their version of the events has been constructed along similar lines. This paper would
try to understand the process of narrative building in the war inflicted upon Ukraine by the Russians
and try to find similarities with it, in what the Chinese are doing vis-a-vis India. I would try to see if
there is a pattern emerging out of these two aggressions of totalitarian countries against democratic
societies. It would be examined in what ways totalitarian regimes crave for legitimacy and how
effectively they are able to propagate their version of the truth. It would also be investigated as to

what extent domestic and international public opinion is affected by this propagation. We would try
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to understand what democratic societies need to do, to guard against such onslaughts from non-

democratic countries.

TURKEY-RUSSIA RELATIONS IN THE CONTEXT OF CHANGE AND
TRANSFORMATION IN TURKISH FOREIGN POLICY

Habibe OZDAL, istanbul Okan University

The history of Turkish-Russian relations -often referred with rivalry- has a long history. The Cold
War has increased the competition between the two, revealing the East-West distinction. The end of
the Cold War did not automatically open a new page in the relations between Turkey and Russia. In
fact, the 1990s are considered as lost years in terms of diplomatic relations between the two countries.
The 2000s, on the other hand, marked the beginning of a new era in bilateral relations. With the
appointment of Prime Minister Erdogan in Turkey and President Putin in Russia in the early 2000s,
a more cooperation-oriented approach has been adopted compared to previous periods. Increasing
economic relations pushed the parties to work intensively in other areas, and eventually a
multidimensional partnership was established. However, in the first five years of the 2000s, Turkish-
Russian relations represented one of the pillars of multidimensional foreign policy for both countries.
During this period, two states had relatively good relations with both the U.S.A. and the EU and
showed a political will to improve relations due to different reasons in line with their foreign policy
priorities. During Putin's first presidency, Russia was still trying to overcome the economic collapse
of the 1990s, trying to attract foreign investment to the country, and therefore taking a relatively more
constructive stance in its relations with the West. Similarly, in the first five years of the 2000s, Turkey,
on the one hand, started accession negotiations by implementing the harmonization laws with the EU,
on the other hand, it continued to manage its relations with the U.S.A. within the framework of
alliance despite the effect of the March 1st motion. In the post-2005 period, Turkey and Russia, whose
relations with the West were in crisis due to different reasons, continued their intense cooperation.
For Turkey, Russia has been an important regional actor and a country that has global claims and a
state which Ankara could cooperate in various fields, while for Russia, Turkey had an important place
in Russian foreign policy because of its NATO membership. In the light of these factors, Turkish-
Russian relations gained great momentum during the first 10 years of the 2000s, and the process was
managed with the understanding of compartmentalization, which means focusing on common
interests rather than confrontations. However, on the one hand the lack of institutionalization in
relations and on the other hand conflicting interests, started to overshadow cooperation from time to

time. Regional and global developments also have had enormous impact on Turkish-Russian
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relations. Recently the elements of competition and cooperation do exist simultaneously. In other
words, although Turkey and Russia continue to cooperate in some areas, two states have totally
irreconcilable interests in some specific regional/global conflict areas. Moreover, the main
determining factors in bilateral relations have begun to change especially after the Arab Spring.
Important turning points in Turkey’s domestic politics have also been decisive in the field of foreign
policy. Moreover, Turkey's relations with Russia have been greatly affected by those domestic
developments. In this presentation, the main characteristics and the main determinants of the Turkey-
Russia relations will be elaborated with also analyzing the change and continuity over the past 23
years. Moreover, by emphasizing regional and global developments that directly affected bilateral
relations, the importance of Turkey-Russia relations in terms of regional security also will be
addressed.

UKRAYNA’DAKI YABANCI SAVASCILAR: POTANSIYEL RADIKALLESME RiSKLERI
Emine CELIK

Rusya’nin Ukrayna iggali sonrasinda uluslararasi bir Rus karsitlig1 ortaya ¢ikmakla birlikte, Rusya
ekonomik, siyasi ve sosyal alanlardan hizla dislanmistir. Daha genel bir ¢ergeveyle: Birlik statiisiiniin
kaybolduguna yonelik tartigmalarin Ukrayna isgaline kadar devam ettigi Birlesmis Milletler, Avrupa
Birligi, NATO gibi uluslararas1 kurumlarin Rusya karsithiginda ortak bir paydada birlesmeleri ve
Kremlin’in uluslararasi sistem digina itilmesi, s6z konusu kurumlarin is birligi diizeylerinin arttigina
yonelik soylemleri gii¢lendirmistir. Oyle ki BM Giivenlik Konseyi’nde Rusya’nmn kinanmasina
iliskin olaganiistii toplantiya 193 iiye iilkeden 181°1 katilarak, 141 iilke evet, 5 lilke ret oyu
kullanirken 35 {ilke ¢ekimser kalmigtir. Gelinen noktada da Ukrayna’nin uluslararas: kamu kurum ve
kuruluglarmin yani sira devletlerden de kiiresel bir destek gérmesi Rusya’nin uluslararasi diizeyde
dislanmasini hizlandiran dnemli etkenler arasinda sayilabilmektedir. Oyle ki Rusya agir ekonomik ve
siyasi yaptirimlarla yiizlesmek zorunda kalmistir. S6z konusu yaptirimlar kadar bir bagka hususta
dikkat ¢ekicidir: Rusya’nin iggali, uluslararasi sistemde Ukrayna’ya yonelik hizla artan siyasi, askeri,
insani ve finansal destek, 6zellikle Arap Bahar1 sonrasinda Orta Dogu halklarinin savaslar, ¢atismalar
ve isgaller sonrasinda yasadigi trajedi diisiiniildiiglinde sasirtict diizeyde oldugu agiktir. Bu ikircikli
tutumun yani sira basta Ingiltere, Almanya, Fransa gibi bircok iilke olmak iizere Avrupa
hiikiimetlerinin neredeyse tamami Kremlin karsitliginda birleserek Ukrayna'ya askeri ekip ve
mithimmat, finansal ve insani yardim gondermeye devam etmistir. Her ne kadar Batili iilkeler

tarafindan Ukrayna’ya askeri ekip ve mithimmat desteginde bulunulmus olsa bile, s6z konusu iilkeler
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aktif ¢atisma alanlarina asker géndermeyi reddetmistir. Ukrayna’nin 1srarli asker yardim taleplerinin
karsiliks1z kalmasi, Kiev hiikiimetini yeni arayislara yoneltmistir. Nitekim 6 Mart 2022 tarihinde
Uluslararas1 Ukrayna Bolgesel Savunma Lejyonu’na katilmak isteyen herkese Ukrayna’nin silah
verecegini agiklamasi yabanci savascilarin Ukrayna’ya hizla katilmasinin 6niinii agmistir. S6z konusu
bu ¢agri resmi bir nitelik tagimakla birlikte, Rusya’nin Kirim’1 ilhak etmesi sonrasinda Ukrayna’da
yabanci savaggilarin varliginin ortaya ¢ikaracag: risklerin kuvvetli bir sekilde tartisilmasina zemin
hazirlamistir. Bu baglamda da Rus karsitliginda savasmak i¢in giden yabanci savasgilarin ilerleyen
donemlerde ortaya cikarabilecegi potansiyel riskler tartismali bir durumdadir. Ozellikle Avrupa’da
artan agir1 sag radikallesme hareketlerinden etkilenen bireylerin Ukrayna’daki ¢atisma ortaminda
radikalleseceklerine dair hakli bir endise durumu s6z konusudur. Caligma kapsaminda da;
Ukrayna’da savasan yabanci savasgilarin statiisii, yasalligi, bolgesel ve uluslararasi ortaya
cikarabilecegi yeni giivenlik tehditleri, Kirim isgalinden itibaren Ukrayna’da bulunan ve Rusya’nin
Ukrayna’yi iggaliyle giderek artan yabanci savasgilarin vatandast olduklar iilkelerine geri donmek
istediklerinde meydana gelebilecek aktif radikallesme tehditleri analiz edilecektir.

FROZEN CONFLICTS FRESH MEMORIES; THE VOLUNTEER MOBILIZATION FROM
NORTH CAUCASUS IN RUSSO-UKRAINIAN WAR

The issue of people volunteering to fight in distant wars has been one of the most controversial topics
in international security for over two decades. They were famously termed as Foreign Fighters or
Foreign Terrorist Fighters by academics, media and policy makers. Although the wars in Afghanistan,
Iraq and recently Syria are well-known cases of transnational war volunteering, mobilization towards
the conflict in Ukraine came as a surprise to most analysts. The war in Ukraine can be divided into
two phases as conflict in Donbas that started in 2014 and Russia’s full-scale invasion in 2022.
Volunteers from different parts of the world with a range of ideological backgrounds rushed into the
warzone. There were those who joined forces with both the Russian or Ukrainian side for adventure,
for solidarity with the cause or for far-right extremist ideologies. In addition to these well known
intentions another crucial aspect is worth considerable attention for regional and international security
concerns that is volunteers from “frozen conflict” areas, especially those from North Caucasus region
of Russian Federation. The main concern of this paper is the region of Chechnya where citizens are
fighting for both sides of the conflict as volunteers or as army conscripts. The history of wars in

Chechnya, events that transpired amid its settlement rather than resolution and diaspora community
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with transnational connections with different ideological leanings whether Islamist, “Jihadist” or
Ethno-Nationalists are all evident in some form or another with their symbols and manifestations in
Russo-Ukranian war. By using the open source research, this paper will argue that frozen conflicts
may not be understood without taking into account the power of social memory.

Giiney Cin Denizi sorunlari, bolge iilkelerinin uluslararasi sistemde artan agirliklart ve bolgenin
diinya ticaretindeki 6nemi nedeniyle kiiresel glivenlik tartigmalarina konu olmaktadir. Giiney Cin
Denizi’ndeki ¢atisan egemenlik iddialar1 ¢ergevesinde ortaya ¢ikan gerginlik, Cin Halk Cumhuriyeti
(CHC), Brunei, Endonezya, Filipinler, Malezya, Singapur, Tayvan ve Vietnam’in oldugu Giiney
Dogu Asya tilkelerini ilgilendirdigi gibi kiiresel aktorlerinde dahil oldugu rekabete yol agmuistir.
Diinya deniz ticaretinin %60’ 1nin Asya’dan ge¢mesi ve kiiresel deniz tasimaciliginin tigte birinin de
Giliney Cin Denizi’nden geciyor olmasi, Giiney Cin Denizi’nin 6nemini arttirmaktir. Ayrica Malakka
Bogazi’nin pek ¢ok iilke i¢in hayati 6nemi olan bir baglanti noktas1 olmasi, Giiney Cin Denizi’ndeki
enerji kaynaklari, Giiney Cin Denizi’nden gegen kiiresel ticaretin miktarinin bazi élglimlere gore 5
ve bazilarina gore 3 trilyon dolar1 gegmesi, bolgede kiiresel rekabeti canli tutmaktadir. CHC gibi
ABD ile kiiresel rekabet i¢inde olan bir biiylik giiciin varligi, Endonezya gibi diinyadaki en kalabalik
Miisliiman niifusa sahip bir tilkenin bolgede yer almasi, Tayvan gibi ileri teknoloji tiretimiyle diinyada
s0z sahibi olan, ancak ayni zamanda bogazin diger yakasindaki Kita Cin’1 ile iliskileri uluslararasi
alanda giindem olup tartigmalara konu olan yapinin bdlgede olmasi, Giiney Cin Denizi’ne yonelik
uluslararasi iligkiler disiplininde ilginin giderek artmasinin nedenlerindendir. CHC’nin Giiney Cin
Denizi’ndeki adalarin pozisyonu baslikli 1947°de ilan ettigi 6nce 11 ¢izgili hattan olusan daha sonra
dokuz c¢izgili hat haline gelen harita temelindeki iddialari, diger bolge iilkeleriyle catigsma
potansiyeline yol agmaktadir. Spratly (Nansha) ve Paracel (Shisha) adalarinin yani sira Pratas
(Tungsha) adalari, Natuna Adalar1 ve Scarborough Sahili etrafinda yogunlasan iddialar, CHC ile
ABD arasinda da gerginlige neden olmaktadir. Ozellikle Obama déneminde 2011°de ABD’nin, ilan
ettigi Asya merkezli politika (Asia Pivot) ve yeniden dengeleme stratejisi ile askeri angajmanlarini
artirmas1 ve Avustralya ile yaptig1 iis anlagmasi ile Vietnam Savagindan sonra bolgede en biiytlik
askeri genislemesini yapmasi, Giiney Cin Denizi sorunlartyla ilgili tartigmalarin daha fazla
uluslararast giivenlik baglaminda ele alinmasina yol acti. Bolgedeki gerginliin catismaya yol
acabilecek olmasi, Giliney Cin Denizi sorunlarina taraf iilkeleri hizla silahlanmaya yoneltmektedir.
Bu durum, bolge tilkelerinin uluslararas1 ekonomideki agirliklar dikkate alindiginda kiiresel alanda
endiseye yol agmaktadir. Konunun bir de Tayvan boyutu vardir. Giiney Cin Denizi sorunlarinda CHC
ve Tayvan’m Ortlisen iddialar1 vardir. Diger taraftan tek Cin politikasini izleyen ABD, CHC nin

Tayvan’a yonelik askeri gii¢ kullanmasini kabul etmeyecegini ilan etmistir. CHC ve Tayvan arasinda
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zaman zaman alevlenen gerginlik, Giiney Cin Denizi sorunlariyla birlestiginde bolgedeki giivenlik
riskini artirmaktadir. Bu ¢alismada Giiney Cin Denizi sorunlarinda taraflarin argiimanlar1 analiz
edilerek gelinen asamada hangi iilkenin nasil bir pozisyon aldig1 ac¢iklanacaktir. Giiney Cin Denizi
sorunlarindan dogabilecek ¢atigmanin veya gerginligin siirekli tirmanmasinin olusturacagi glivenlik
riskleri analiz edilerek biiyiik giicler arasi rekabette bdlgenin énemi degerlendirilecektir. iki kutuplu
sistemin yerini alan yeni uluslararas: sistemin kiiresel istikrarsizliklar1 ve giivenlik sorunlarina yol
acan bolgesel catigmalari irettigi bir ortamda, CHC ve ABD gibi iki biiylik giiciin Giiney Cin
Denizi’ndeki rekabetinin hangi kosullarda ¢atigmaya yol agacagi ve hangi kosullarda taraflarin
catigmaya girmeden bolgedeki ¢ikarlarini korumaya ¢alisacaklari ortaya konacaktir.

REVITALISING TRANSATLANTIC ALLIANCE TO MANAGE THE CHINA
CHALLENGE

The transatlantic alliance has been one of the most enduring and successful elements of U.S. foreign
policy since World War II. The U.S. prefers to create mutual benefits for itself and its allies through
security and prosperity tools. By sponsoring a free trade regime, constructing liberal trade systems,
and providing security, the U.S. established a multilateral system for itself and its allies. However,
starting from Barack Obama’s second term, the U.S. began to distance itself from certain international
regimes. Moreover, Donald Trump’s presidency created a significant rift between the USA and its
European partners. During his term, the transatlantic alliance suffered due to various issues such as
NATO expenditures, high tariff ratios, protectionist trade policies, Middle East policies, and more.
Joe Biden pursued a policy of restoration in these relations. Fortunately, the Ukraine-Russia war
revitalized ties between the USA and the West. Although the USA and its allies exhibited a united
front against the Russia threat, the real and more significant challenge is posed by China, which the
USA aims to counteract. During Trump’s term, China was labeled as a ‘“‘competitor” and a
“revisionist power” seeking to undermine American security and prosperity. It's evident that China is
the primary actor that threatens American hegemony. Economically, China's emergence as a global
player has disrupted the traditional dominance of the US and the EU. Washington is encouraging the
EU to adopt a similar policy stance, although the Union is becoming increasingly cautious about over-
reliance on exports from specific regions. However, USA allies do not share a consistent perspective
on their relationships with China, and they are not always in agreement with Washington on the best
approach to manage China’s behavior. Beijing has exploited these differences within and among

allies to its advantage. For several years, US trade policy has aimed to prevent China from becoming
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the global technological leader, but there hasn't always been unity in policy towards China within the
EU. European leaders are divided in their approach to China. There are numerous Chinese
investments in Europe. For instance, agreements with Eastern European countries and Balkan
candidates illustrate these trade relations. Europe's dependence on China as a significant market and
production base remains high, and most EU member states are not yet prepared for an economic
decoupling. Some European partners are also participants in the Belt and Road Initiative. Italy and
Greece's decisions to sign comprehensive Belt and Road Initiative investment agreements raised
concerns in other European capitals, which have been more cautious about Chinese infrastructure
investments on the continent. Within this context, this study aims to analyze the solidarity between
transatlantic allies concerning their China policies. Both the US and EU struggle to align their
differing interests on important topics like the use of subsidies to support their economies. Therefore,
the likelihood of them developing a unified China policy remains limited. European countries are still
hesitant to apply the same threat assessment to China as they do to Russia and to fully disengage from
China. This paper will explore the challenges and possibilities of pursuing unified policies against
China.

BAGLANABILIRLIK (CONNECTIVITY) KAVRAMI VE CiN, RUSYA VE AB’NIN
BAGLANABILIRLIGE YAKLASIMI

Uluslararasi iligkiler literatiirii, uluslararasi diizenin gelecegine iliskin farkli tanimlamalarla dolup
tagsmustir. Yeni diinya diizeninin kurulmakta oldugunu ve artik dikkatlerin Bati’ya degil Dogu’ya
kaydig1 dile getirilmektedir. Oniimiizdeki ¢agim, Cin'in yiikselisi, Amerika'nin gerilemesi, lidersiz
"kimsenin diinyas1" ya da birden fazla rakip modernitenin damgasini vurdugu iddia edilmektedir. Bu
bildiride, yeni diinya diizeninde dikkatlerin Dogu’ya kaymasi ve 6zellikle Cin’in yiikselisine iliskin
iddialardan yola c¢ikarak “baglanabilirlik” (connectivity) kavrami incelenecek ve bu kavram
cergevesinde Cin’in basta Kusak Yol Projesi ve diger bolgesel projeleri ele alinacak, ayni1 zamanda
Rusya ve Avrupa Birligi’nin baglanabilirlige yaklasimi ve bu yondeki girigimleri ele alinip, konuya
iliskin resmi ve kamu politika agiklamalar1 da dahil olmak iizere ¢esitli yaymlanmis kaynaklara
dayanarak karsilastirmali analizi yapilacaktir. Yirmi birinci yiizyil diinyasinda baglanabilirlik,
politika dilinin moda sozciigii haline gelmistir. Baglanabilirlik, elbette yeni bir olgu degildir.
Kelimenin tam anlamiyla "baglayici veya baglantili olma niteligi, durumu veya yetenegi" anlamina
gelen bu kelime 1890'lardan beri varligini siirdiirmektedir. Yirminci ylizyilin ikinci yarisinda kavram,

telekomiinikasyon ve bilgi islem diinyas1 da dahil olmak {izere farkli bilimsel alanlarda, 6rnegin
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internet baglantisinda 6nem kazandi. Ancak baglanabilirligin diplomasi, ekonomik entegrasyon ve
uluslararasi iligkilerde moda bir sozclik haline gelmesi 2010'lu yillarda olmustur. Bu kavram
kiiresellesme ile yakindan iligkilidir ve bolgesel entegrasyonun anahtaridir. Bu kavramin, iilkeleri,
insanlar1 ve toplumlar1 maddi veya maddi olmayan yollarla kasith olarak birbirine yaklastiran eylem
anlamina geldigi konusunda bir fikir birligi vardir. Dahasi, kiiresellesmis bir diinyada birbirine bagh
olmanin kalkinma ve modernlesmeyi ilerlettigi géz Oniline alindiginda, ¢agdas devlet ve devlet dist
aktorlerin  giivenilir ortaklarla baglantilarim1  giiclendirmekle ilkesel olarak ilgilenmeleri
beklenmektedir. Cin, baglant1 projelerini ilgili herkes i¢in bir "kazan-kazan" olarak ¢erceveleme
konusunda o6zellikle aktif olmustur. Uygulamada, baglanabilirligin tesvik edilmesi ¢esitli
baglanabilirlik stratejilerinin ortaya ¢ikmasina ve gelismesine neden olmustur. Altyap: alaninda, su
anda ylrtirliikkte olan baglant1 stratejileri Cin'in Kusak ve Yol Girisimi'nden (BRI) Avrupa Birligi'nin
Kiiresel Gegidi'ne kadar uzanmaktadir. Bildiride Cin, Rusya ve AB baglant1 politika/projelerinin
karsilastirmali analizi yapilacak ve bu projelerin ardindaki fikri motivasyonlar: tartisilacak ve bu
altyap1 projelerinin hangi degerleri tesvik etmeyi amagladig1 arastirilacaktir.

BiR ULKE, iKi SISTEM YAKLASIMI: CiN’IN TAYVAN’A YONELIK BiIRLESME
POLITIKASININ DINAMIKLERI

Deng Xiaoping’in baris¢il yeniden birlesme icin yenilik¢i bir ¢dziim olarak tasarladig1 "Tek Ulke, iki
Sistem" politikasi, Cin'in Tayvan ile iliskisini ¢evreleyen sdylemde odak noktasit olmaya devam
etmektedir. Cin'in ulusal birlige ve toprak biitiinliigiine olan tarihsel baglilig1, birlesme politikasinin
temelini olugturmaktadir. Baslangicta Hong Kong ve Makao'nun statiisiinii ele almak i¢in gelistirilen
"Tek Ulke, Iki Sistem" politikasi, baris¢il bir yeniden birlesmeye ulasmanin bir yolu olarak Tayvan
da dahil edilerek genisletilmistir. "Bir Ulke, iki Sistem" kavramu; uyarlanabilirlik ve uzun vadeli
uygulanabilirlik esaslarin1 vurgulayan pragmatik bir yaklasimdan yola ¢ikmaktadir. Hong Kong ve
Makaonun gecis siireglerinden ¢ikarilan dersler, bu modelin uygulanmasinin hem potansiyelini hem
de sinirlarin1 gésteren degerli vaka caligmalar1 olarak hizmet etmektedir. Bu deneyimler, politikanin
catisma ¢Oziimii, istikrarin korunmasi ve uyumlu bir sekilde bir arada yasama hedefinin altini
cizmektedir. Bu ¢aligma, Cin'in yeniden birlesme politikasinin tarihsel baglamindan yola ¢ikarak, bu
politikanin kiiresel sisteme etkisini ve bogazlar arasi iliskilerin karmasikligin1 anlama ¢abasina katki
sunmay1 amaglamaktadir. Bu ¢alismada, uluslararasi toplumun "Tek Ulke, iki Sistem" gergevesine
verdigi tepkilerin, Cin'in yaklasimini ve Tayvan'in kars1 argiimanlarini nasil etkiledigini incelerken

ayrica Tayvan i¢ siyaseti iizerinde "Tek Ulke, Iki Sistem" politikasmin etkilerini de
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degerlendirecektir. Tayvan 2024 Cumhurbaskanligi Se¢im sonuglarinin Cin'in tutumunu nasil
etkileyebilecegi ve Tayvan'in bagimsizlik egilimleri konusundaki endiseleri de bu g¢aligmada
irdelenecektir.

HINDISTAN-ERMENISTAN ASKERI IS BIRLIGI: GUNEY KAFKASYA’DA YENI BIR
ITTIFAK MI?

27 Eyliil 2020°de baslayan ikinci Karabag Savasi, Giiney Kafkasya’nin jeopolitik manzarasinda,
bolgedeki ittifaklar sisteminde ve aktorlerin pozisyonunda birtakim degisikliklere neden olmustur.
Bu durum en fazla Ermenistan’m izledigi askeri ve giivenlik politikalarmi etkilemistir. Zira
bagimsizligini kazandigi tarihten itibaren giivenlik stratejisini Rusya’y1 merkeze alarak sekillendiren
Ermenistan, Tkinci Karabag Savasi sirasinda Moskova’dan bekledigi destegi alamamis ve bu durum
Ermenistan’da daha 6nce goriilmemis bir Rusya karsit1 durusa neden olmustur.

Rusya’nin tiim dikkatini Ukrayna Savasi’na g¢evirmesi ve dolayisiyla Giliney Kafkasya’daki
etkinligini nispeten kaybetmesi, Ermenistan’a gecmise kiyasla askeri konularda Moskova’dan daha
bagimsiz hareket edebilme imkan1 saglamistir. Neticede Erivan, 2020 yilindan itibaren askeri alanda
farkl1 aktorler ile is birligi kurmak i¢in girisimlerini artirmistir. Gegmiste iligki diizeyi siyasi ve
kiiltiirel alanlarin Gtesine gecemeyen Ermenistan ile Hindistan’in, 2020 yilindan itibaren belirgin bir
sekilde askeri alanda yakinlasmis olmalar1 yukarida bahsedilen parametrelerden bagimsiz
diisiiniilemez. Elbette iki {lilke arasinda gelisen askeri is birligi Pakistan’in da denkleme dahil
edilmesiyle daha anlasilir hale gelecektir. Pakistan’in Azerbaycan ile iliskisinin olduk¢a iyi seviyede
olmasi, otomatik olarak Hindistan’t Ermenistan’in yaninda konumlandirmaktadir. Pakistan’in
Tiirkiye’den sonra Azerbaycan’i taniyan ikinci devlet olmasi, Karabag’in isgalinden dolay1
Ermenistan’t resmi olarak tanimamasi ve iggal sona erene kadar Erivan ile diplomatik iligki
kurmayacagini bir¢ok defa ifade etmesi iki tilke iliskilerinin sadece siyasi degil, manevi anlamda da
derinliginin oldugunu gostermektedir.

Ermenistan ile Hindistan’in aksine Azerbaycan-Pakistan iligkileri dini ortakligin da verdigi giicle

UNRAVELING DEMOCRACY PROMOTION IN SOUTHEAST ASIA: EXTERNAL
APPROACHES AND CASE STUDIES

Tugc¢e YILDIZ, Canakkale Onsekiz Mart University

Democracy promotion policies of external powers in Southeast Asia have been complex and often
influenced by a variety of factors, including geopolitical interests, economic ties, regional stability,
and the domestic political dynamics of both the external powers and the target countries. Southeast
Asia, mostly examined as a of nucleus Asian dynamism, underline major and common features of
Asia as a whole. One major commonality is the high level of diversity regarding political, economic,
social, cultural, security and environmental characteristics. This diversity also manifests itself in
regime types ranging from Communist one-party states in Vietnam and Laos, dominant-party
autocracies in Cambodia, quasi-democracies in Malaysia and Singapore, a military junta in Thailand,
an absolute monarchy in Brunei, the transitional but still military-dominated case of Myanmar, and
finally three cases of multi-party democracy in Indonesia, the Philippines, and East Timor. Along
with these diversities, Southeast Asia is a very interesting case in which conventional assumptions
about the preconditions for democracy (such as economic development, size of the country, human
development, religion etc.) do not operate efficiently. For example, while Indonesia as a Muslim-
majority country with hundreds of different linguistic and ethnic groups is one of the leading
democracies of the region, Singapore as the region’s most developed state shows anomalies in terms
of democracy. These anomalies make it difficult for democracy promoters to engage with the region
successfully. When delving into the realm of democracy promotion in Southeast Asia, the stage is set
with three prominent players: the United States, the European Union and ASEAN, each navigating a
distinct approach. The United States employs a multifaceted strategy that encompasses support for
civil society, capacity-building, political dialogue, and educational exchanges. Its emphasis on human
rights and democratic reforms is often coupled with its diplomatic engagements and monitoring of
elections in the region. Similarly, the European Union intertwines its trade agreements and
development aid with human rights considerations, fostering democratic governance and human
rights practices. The EU's dialogue with governments, funding of civil society organizations, and
election observation missions contribute to its comprehensive approach. On the other hand, ASEAN,

as a regional intergovernmental organization, treads cautiously due to its non-interference principle.
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While its Charter enshrines principles of democracy, human rights, and the rule of law, its efforts are
characterized by consensus-based diplomacy, limited enforcement mechanisms, and observer
missions to monitor elections. Despite differing approaches, these external actors face challenges in
promoting democracy within Southeast Asia's diverse political landscape, navigating the delicate
balance between their ideals and respect for national sovereignty. Moreover, democracy promotion
policies in Southeast Asia have evolved due to a combination of factors. Global and regional changes,
shifts in local political dynamics, successes and failures of past efforts, lessons learned, changing
priorities, leadership transitions, public perceptions, and the complexity of the regional context have
all contributed to policy shifts. External actors have adjusted their strategies based on past
experiences, changing norms, unforeseen events, and evolving ideologies. The dynamic interplay of
these internal and external factors continuously shapes the approaches taken towards democracy
promotion in the region. This paper deals with the different democracy promotion approaches of the
USA, the EU and ASEAN. It focuses on three Southeast Asian countries as case studies: Thailand,
Singapore, and Indonesia. Thailand is a very impressive case that underlines the fact that
democratization process in the Southeast Asia is uncertain with the probability that countries can
reverse and go back to authoritarianism after the successful period of democracy. Singapore, on the
other hand, with high economic development under authoritarian rule confutes the claims that
economic liberalization leads to political liberalization and brings democratic regime. Indonesia
regarded as a Muslim model for democracy gives insights on the importance of "bottom-up"
democratization rather than "top-down" democracy promotion.

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UNDERSTANDING THE NEW SECURITY ALIGNMENTS IN THE EMERGING GLOBAL
ORDER: THE CASE OF CONVERGENCE BETWEEN THE GULF ARAB STATES AND
THE SHANGHAI COOPERATION ORGANIZATION

The Gulf Cooperation Council (GCC) countries have long been closely linked to the US and the West
in terms of their strategic alignment. Their engagements with Indo-Pacific countries have been mostly
related to energy, trade and investments. However, the GCC-Indo-Pacific ties are no longer restricted
to just economic and cultural ties. In recent years, increased cooperation in the field of security
between the parties have reached a noticeable level. The steps taken by the US administrations to
reduce its security engagements in the Middle East have deeply affected the security of Gulf States.
Gulf officials have increasingly perceived Washington as the most dependable and consistent partner
over the years. The US ’reduced engagement in the Middle East has not only affected the security of
the Gulf states but has also become an energy and economic security concern for Asian powers whose
economies are increasingly dependent on the Gulf’s energy resources. Therefore, the Gulf countries ’
search for allies in the emerging global order accompanied with the Asian powers need to guarantee
their economic security have brought the parties closer to each other. This presents an opportunity to
build a new collective security architecture in the region. In this context, the Shanghai Cooperation
Organization (SCO) stands out as one of the regional platforms that will ensure that the relations
between the parties are established on a solid institutional basis. Several Gulf countries ’decision to
accede to the SCO is the latest step to strengthen their economic relationships. The move reflects a
growing interest by the Gulf countries to build stronger economic, political, and diplomatic
relationships with global actors in Asia. The SCO’s mission is highly aligned with the interests of the
GCC as it covers a wide range of issues that concern GCC countries, such as security, stability, energy
and economic cooperation. This study investigates the effects of structural factors that enable the
increasing interest and rapprochement between the Gulf countries and the SCO in recent years. The
research seeks answer to the question of “how GCC states relate to the SCO which is taking shape
across Eurasia.” While Neoclassical Realism will guide the study as a theoretical framework, to
understand political, economic and social aspects of the Gulf States ’choice to approach SCO, the
process tracing method will be employed.

Afrika, catigma, savas, siddet, aclik, yoksulluk ve akla gelebilecek diger pek ¢ok olumsuzlukla o
kadar anilir ki, kitanin sahip oldugu koklii medeniyet ve zengin kiiltiir miras1 onlarin gélgesinde kalir.
Olumsuz cagrisimlarin diinden bugiine degismeyecegi asikardir. Ancak mithim olan, sorunlarina
kendi ¢oziimlerini arayan Afrika’nin kendi 6ziinii, degerlerini ve kiiltliriinii artik daha fazla 6ne
cikarmaya ve gorlinlir kilmaya c¢aligmasidir. Bu durumun en belirgin yansimasini, Afrika Birligi
(AfB) Giindem 2063 hedef ve oOnceliklerinde gérmek miimkiindiir. 2013 yilinda ortaya koyulan
‘Giindem 2063: Istedigimiz Afrika ’bashkli ajandasiyla AfB, biiyiime, siirdiiriilebilir kalkinma,
entegrasyon, demokratik yonetisim, insan haklari, adalet, hukukun iistiinliigii, baris, glivenlik, insan
odaklilik gibi olgular1 vurgularken, yedi biiyiik amacindan birini de giiglii kiiltiirel kimlik, ortak miras
ve degerler iizerinde temellendirmektedir. 50 yillik yol haritasinda AfB hem bir ‘yeniden dogus’
vizyonuna hem de 2006 yilinda ilan edilen ‘Afrika Kiiltiirel Ronesansi’nin kiiltiirel demokrasiyi
sosyal ve siyasi demokrasiyle biitlinlestirme; kiiltiirel miras1 koruma ve tesvik etme; bolgesel ve
uluslararasi kiiltiirel is birligi ve diyalogu gelistirme; baris ve glivenligin saglanmasinda kiiltiiriin
roliinii giiclendirme gibi baslica hedef ve ilkelerine referans vermektedir. Glindem 2063 kapsaminda
ortaya koydugu birbirini tamamlayic1 hedef ve dnceliklerini somutlastirmak tizere AfB’nin birtakim
bayrak projeler ve uygulama planlar1 da hazirladigi goriilmektedir. Uzay stratejisinden siber
giivenlige, serbest ticaret ve serbest dolasimdan silahlarin susturulmasina kadar belirlenen pek ¢ok
proje icerisinde Afrika miizesi, Afrika ansiklopedisi, Afrika sanal ve E-iiniversitesi gibi ¢caligmalar da
yer almaktadir. Bu tiir projelerle kitanin sanat, miizik, dil ve bilim gibi alanlardaki zengin kiiltiirel
mirasinin korunmasi ve tanitilmasi amaglanmaktadir. Yol haritasinin nihai hedefinde Afrika, kiiltiirel
cesitliliklerini ayristiric1 degil, Pan-Afrikanizm ruhuyla birlestirici birer unsur olarak gérmeyi hayal
etmektedir. Giindem 2063 uygulama planlar1 ise performans raporlart araciligiyla izleme ve
degerlendirmeye tabi tutulmaktadir. Yayinlanan 2013-2023 yillarina dair 10 yillik uygulama plani
gostergelerinde baslangica kiyasla bir ilerleme dikkat ¢ekmesine ragmen, kiiltiirel alanda daha fazla
caba sarf edilmesi gerektigi raporlanmaktadir. Afrika, kiiresel bir gii¢ ve uluslararasi arenada etkili
bir partner olma yolunda mevcut giindemini ve gelecegini sekillendirirken, kendilerini ‘Afrikalr’
yapan seyin ne oldugunu kesfetmek, korumak ve gelistirmek durumundadir. Ancak her ne kadar
kitanin kendi 6ziine, degerlerine ve kimligine doniisten s6z ediyor olsak dahi, bu noktada uluslararasi
destek ¢ok dnemlidir. Diinyanin ortak mirasinin zengin bir pargasi olarak ve stirdiiriilebilir kalkinma,
karsilikli saygi, diyalog ve baris adina Afrika kiiltiiriiniin desteklenmesi icin 6zellikle Birlesmis

Milletler Egitim, Bilim ve Kiiltiir Orgiiti (UNESCO) tarafindan gergeklestirilen galismalar son
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yillarda daha fazla dikkat ¢ekmektedir. Bu ¢alisma, 21. ylizyilda birlesmis, kalkinmis, miireffeh,
barisgil ve uluslararasi sistemde etkili bir Afrika i¢in Glindem 2063 uygulamalarinda Afrika kiiltiiriine
giderek 6nem kazanan bir alan ayrildigini ve bu anlayisin uluslararas: arenada da destek buldugunu
ortaya koymay1 amaglamaktadir.

NAVIGATING GEOPOLITICAL REALITIES: INTERNATIONAL AND REGIONAL
ACTORS IN POST-CONFLICT SECURITY MANAGEMENT OF THE CAUCASUS AFTER
THE SECOND KARABAKH WAR

The Caucasus region has long been a geopolitical hotspot, marked by ethnic tensions and territorial
disputes. The recent conflict in Karabakh has significantly altered the regional security landscape,
prompting international and regional actors to play a crucial role in shaping the region's stability. This
paper delves into the involvement of key actors, specifically Tiirkiye, the European Union, and
Russia, in post-conflict security management in the Caucasus. The study draws upon firsthand
fieldwork conducted in Azerbaijan and Armenia, offering a comprehensive analysis of the dynamic
interplay between these actors and their impact on the security dynamics of the region. Tiirkiye's
heightened involvement in the Caucasus has garnered attention due to its military cooperation with
Azerbaijan. The paper outlines the expanded military ties between the two nations, with Tirkiye
providing strategic support to Azerbaijan's security infrastructure. Of particular significance is the
Joint Turkish-Russian Monitoring Center, established to oversee the ceasefire implementation. The
deployment of Turkish troops within this framework underscores Tiirkiye's growing influence in
regional security management. The EU's role in conflict mediation is examined in detail, shedding
light on its efforts to foster peace in the aftermath of the Karabakh conflict. The study assesses the
EU's engagement through the European Union Monitoring Mission in Armenia (EUMA),
emphasizing its relevance to the broader security dynamics of the Caucasus. Through the EUMA, the
EU seeks to contribute to conflict de-escalation and build a sustainable peace, positioning itself as a
key diplomatic actor in the region. Russia's multifaceted role is dissected, with a particular focus on
its peacekeeping mission in Karabakh. The analysis probes how Russian peacekeepers have
influenced the security dynamics, shaping local power structures and conflict prevention efforts.
Additionally, the paper scrutinizes the ripple effects of the war in Ukraine on Russia's position in the
Caucasus. The transformation of Russia's role due to the Ukrainian crisis is explored, highlighting
how it has adjusted its approach to regional security management. Fieldwork conducted in Azerbaijan

and Armenia bolsters the study's findings, providing firsthand insights into local perceptions of these
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international and regional actors' involvement. The paper illuminates the nuances of public opinion
and the implications of these perceptions on the broader geopolitical landscape. In conclusion, this
paper offers a comprehensive assessment of the involvement of Tiirkiye, the EU, and Russia in post-
conflict security management in the Caucasus, specifically in the aftermath of the Karabakh conflict.
The interplay of these actors within the context of evolving security dynamics presents a complex
geopolitical puzzle. This study not only contributes to academic discourse but also informs
policymakers and international observers about the intricacies of managing security in a region where
historical conflicts intersect with contemporary power dynamics.

CENTRAL ASIA AND SOUTH CAUCASUS: THE EMERGENCE OF A SUPERNOVA
REGION IN EURASIA

Murad MURADOYV, Topchubashov Center (Azerbaijan)

Central Asia and South Caucasus: the emergence of a supernova region in FEurasia
Summary: Since its republics gained independence, Central Asia for many years had remained one
of the least integrated regions on the global map, a kind of gray zone in the center of Eurasia.
However, in recent years this situation has been changing in a dramatic fashion. Central Asian
countries have launched a number of integration-focused initiatives and are expanding their ties with
different global actors, from China to Europe to the rising powers such as Tiirkiye. One of the most
interesting current trends is Central Asia’s increasingly stronger integration with the South Caucasus,
visible since the 44-day war in 2020 which showcased Tiirkiye’s growing role in the region and
particularly spearheaded by the war in Ukraine. Since 2022, a number of initiatives aimed at forging
infrastructural links and boosting political and economic cooperation between Azerbaijan and
Georgia, on one side, and Central Asian republics, primarily Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan, have been
launched, so that a number of experts now claim a new region called “South Caucasus and Central
Asia”, “Caspian basin” or alternatively, “the Silk Road region” is emerging. This paper explores this
rising partnership between Central Asia and South Caucasus. It focuses on the change in foreign
policy thinking and how it was influenced by such events as the 44-day war, Ukrainian war and the
short-lived CSTO intervention into Kazakhstan following the January 2022 protests. The paper
argues that changing security environment and growing risks have pushed the regional governments
to diversify their international alliances, actively seek for exploiting the benefits of their countries ’
strategic location and resource potential and, while retaining traditional ties with Russia, building
strong partnerships with other actors as well. It will also analyze the strategic significance of the

agreements between Central Asian and South Caucasus republics on connectivity, energy and

87



security cooperation and estimate the interests of other actors, such as Tiirkiye, Europe and China, in
this rapprochement. To provide a comprehensive view of the issues discussed, the author, along with
studying secondary sources, interviews foreign policy, trade and connectivity experts from Central
Asian countries. The paper will conclude with the assessment of structural changes in the Eurasian
security dynamics stemming from this process.

SOUTH CAUCASUS AFTER TWO WARS

Cavid Veliyev, AIR Center

Secure South Caucasus is vital for Eurasian relations, trade flow, energy security and efficient
transportation. Two significant developments have recently profoundly impacted security formation
in the South Caucasus: Azerbaijan’s Karabakh Victory, and ramifications of the Russia-Ukraine war
on the region. After the Karabakh Victory and before the Russia-Ukraine War, the most important
step in the field of security was the Shusha declaration signed between Azerbaijan and Tiirkiye.
Tiirkiye became a stabilizing actor in the region with the victory of its ally Azerbaijan in the second
Karabakh War and through the Shusha Declaration. The Russia-Ukraine war has increased the
strategic value of South Caucasus in terms of global energy and transportation opportunities. The
Azerbaijan-Armenia normalization process, closely related to the region’s security, has not yet
achieved any serious success and a threat to regional security remains. Another critical issue
concerning the region’s security is the Tiirkiye-Armenia normalization process. After Azerbaijan’s
victory in Karabakh, Iran had difficulty adapting its own policies to the geopolitical reality in the
region. India and Iran supported the North-South Corridor against the Middle Corridor. India armed
Armenia. France, which began to lose its effectiveness in Africa, desired to play the role of a spoiler
in the South Caucasus Russia has to share its influence in the region with Tiirkiye in the post-
Karabakh War period and is gradually losing its role as a stabilizing power following the Ukraine
war. The West became more active in the region. Since the onset of the Russia-Ukraine war, the
importance of the region has increased in terms of energy and transportation projects, as well as
security for the EU. What will be the effects of these developments ’future of the South Caucasus and
what needs to be done to ensure regional security. All academics who deal with the regional security

should think about it.
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REGIONALIZATION OF WESTERN EURASIA AS A RESULT OF WAR IN UKRAINE.
REASONS, SYMPTOMS AND POSSIBLE CONSEQUENCES

Jakub KOREJBA, AVIM Center for Eurasian Studies

The Russian war in Ukraine, although being itself a bilateral, sub-regional conflict whose genesis
comes from a post-imperial phase of Russian foreign policy and as such may be qualified as a post-
Soviet era conflict, has triggered a process of security regionalization on the Western and South-
Western flanks of the former imperial space in Eurasia.

Russia is not willing to maintain the existing order, moreover, acts as an actively revisionist power,
but, at the same time, is unable to establish a new one. The USA, the EU and China, each one for its
own reason, are not interested in replacing it as direct guarantors of territorial, political and strategic
stability in those regions. The technological weakness and civilizational unattractiveness of Russia
combined with its ambitious neo-imperial foreign policy towards neighbors serve as an incentive for
other to-be regional leaders (Poland in Eastern Europe and Tiirkiye in South Caucasus and Central
Asia) to self-identify themselves as centers of political gravity and donors of security of these two
segments of what they see as post-Russian space.

Both being historical rivals of Russia, both marginalized during the imperial period of Russian/Soviet
expansion, both countries perceive the strategic collapse of Russian plan to integrate/subjugate
Ukraine as a proof of burnout of Russian imperial idea and capacities and a starting point of a new
phase of development for regions dominated by Moscow/Petersburg since 18™ century.

The main feature of this new period is the reversed vector of integration. As long as Russia didn’t
question the post-Soviet status-quo, Eastern Europe, South Caucasus and Central Asia were perceived
as strategically inactive ‘grey zones’ where Russian influence was slowly fading, but stayed
dominant, unquestioned by any external actor, global or regional. Once Moscow has itself questioned
the key element of post-Soviet stability (the territorial integrity of Ukraine and, subsequently, its
sovereign existence), Poland and Tiirkiye perceive their own international environment as deeply
instable and dangerous. If Russia plans to incorporate its former colonies in Western and South-
Western Eurasia, it automatically shrinks the buffer zone westwards and thus moves security risks
directly at the borders of adjacent NATO-countries. If, according to the Moscow’s initial plan,
Ukraine is not a ‘grey zone’ anymore, Poland itself becomes a ‘grey zone’ with all consequences for
its security and economic prosperity. The same applies for Tiirkiye: in the Black Sea region — directly
and in the South Caucasus and Central Asia — in the theoretical next step after Russia takes control
over Ukraine.

As aresult, in the context of growing Russian revisionism, expansionism and militarism, the strategic

activization of Poland towards Baltic States, Belarus and Ukraine and Tiirkiye towards South
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Caucasian and Central Asian republics is not a matter of geopolitical ambitions or historical
resentment but a direct reaction to the evolution of their respective neighborhood. The ongoing
formation of two new regional blocks around these two countries is a symptom of regionalization of
the post-Russian space and, as such, a proof of multi-polarization of Western Eurasia. The aim of this
speech is to examine and demonstrate the reasons, the manifestations and the possible consequences

of this process.

Changing spheres of influence in Kazakhstan after the outbreak of war in Ukraine

Eldaniz GUSSEINOV

This work examines the reasons for the change in Kazakhstan's spheres of influence after the outbreak
of war in Ukraine in 2022. The focus is on the economic aspects of the spheres of influence and the
influence of Russia, China, Tiirkiye and the EU. The main thesis is that Russia has expanded its
influence in Kazakhstan as dual-use goods are transported through the country. The analysis is based
on the theory of "negotiated hegemony," which portrays Russia as a hegemon in Kazakhstan,
influence of which is limited through negotiation with Kazakhstan. The results show that Russia has
political and military influence, while the EU dominates economically. China's influence is less than
expected and Turkey has the least influence before and after the war in Ukraine. Kazakhstan is trying
to balance Russia's growing influence through global relations and cooperation with other actors,

while establishing trade relations with Russia under the Single Economic Union.

EVALUATING CSTO AND SCO APPROACHES TO MEDIATING THE KYRGYZ-TAJIK
BORDER DISPUTE

In the heart of Eurasia, the Kyrgyz-Tajik border dispute has emerged as a critical test case for regional
security organizations. The Collective Security Treaty Organization (CSTO) and the Shanghai
Cooperation Organization (SCO) stand at the forefront of conflict management in the complex
landscape of Central Asia. This paper explores the responses of these regional security organizations
to the Kyrgyz-Tajik border dispute, shedding light on their roles in conflict resolution and the broader
implications for regional stability.

Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan, both members of the Collective Security Treaty Organization (CSTO)
and the Shanghai Cooperation Organization (SCO), have historically enjoyed relatively cooperative
relations within these regional security organizations. However, recent violent border clashes in April
2021 and September 2022 have exposed underlying tensions and complexities that have persisted

between these nations.
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The clashes resulted in casualties and extensive damage on both sides of the border, primarily
stemming from long-standing disputes over territorial claims and access to vital resources,
particularly water. These incidents have brought to the forefront the question of why such conflicts
persist among member states of the CSTO and SCO, organizations designed to enhance regional
security and cooperation.

This research employs a comprehensive analytical framework to evaluate the responses and
approaches of the CSTO and SCO. It considers the following key dimensions:

e C(risis Management: The study examines the crisis management strategies employed by the
CSTO and SCO, assessing their effectiveness in de-escalating tensions and facilitating negotiations.
It analyzes the organizations' abilities to respond promptly and decisively to emerging conflicts.

e Conflict Resolution Mechanisms: A critical focus of this research is the examination of the
mechanisms and initiatives implemented by the CSTO and SCO to foster dialogue and dispute
resolution between Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan. This includes diplomatic efforts, negotiation
processes, and confidence-building measures.

e Regional Stability Implications: Beyond the specific case of the Kyrgyz-Tajik dispute, this
study explores the broader implications of the organizations' interventions for regional stability. It
assesses the impact of their actions on the overall security environment in Central Asia.

e External Influences: The research also considers the influence of external actors, particularly
major powers in the region, in shaping the responses of the CSTO and SCO. It analyzes how external
interests and power dynamics may have affected the organizations' mediating efforts.

As Central Asia grapples with uncertainty and changing power dynamics, the need for effective
conflict management mechanisms and regional cooperation becomes increasingly apparent. This
research underscores the imperative of collective efforts in navigating the intricate landscape of
Eurasian security and ensuring stability in this crucial part of the world. The responses of the CSTO
and SCO to the Kyrgyz-Tajik border dispute serve as a crucial case study for understanding the
evolving role of regional security organizations in conflict management within the Eurasian context.

FROM RIDICULOUS TO DEADLY SERIOUS: ICONOCLASTIC INTRUSIONS INTO
ANICONIC CULTURES

M. Evren EKEN, Siileyman Demirel Universitesi

Recent Quran burning incidents generated a huge backlash among Muslim countries. Focusing on a
wide array of similar iconoclastic practices, this paper aims to change the ways in which these acts
are understood and debated via art history and Orientalism. Unlike Christianity, as Islam and Judaism
are aniconic cultures, iconoclastic attempts towards these cultures are arguably Orientalist
continuities capable of leading certain political issues. While Western public opinion would like to
think of these acts via freedom of speech, I argue that thinking of iconoclastic acts as such in anionic
cultures is a forced auto-Orientalism in nature. For instance, on the 11th of September 2012, the
American Embassy in Benghazi, Libya, was attacked by a heavily armed group and left four people
dead, including the US Ambassador. The onset of events that resulted in this fatal attack was triggered
by a trivial low-budget film produced in the US. Such a film, however, is labelled as blasphemous to
Islam, decodified and interpreted very differently in the streets of the Middle East than in the West.
Despite the film's clear insignificance for the film industry and the Western audience, it suddenly
gained full-speed political importance in the Middle East and hence sparked protests against the US.
The wide spectrum of anti-Americanism imaginary was unleashed by a single visual cultural material
through the internet and turned into a deadly hatred. How and why, however, can a single visual
cultural material readily torment and mobilize the people in the Middle East against the US? In this
regard, the paper first argues the importance of visual culture in international politics as a bottom-up
diplomatic process strongly affecting the population. Second, it problematizes the ways in which
iconic cultures force aniconic cultures to accept and adopt iconoclasm.

This research focuses on how cyber-communication can pose a threat to international security
through the weaponization of the internet (for example, as a platform for extremists, terrorists, and
radical ideas) and the colonisation of online platforms by economic and political actors. There is a
direct interrelation between cyber-communication as a medium to manipulate state politics, leading
to social instability and subsequently global instability. A literature review will be conducted to
identify the role of technology and social media in instigating, escalating, and eliminating social
change, and how these changes can lead to radicalisation, social instability, and an increased threat
to national and international security through instigating extremism and spreading social disorder
with questionable ideologies.

HIBRIT GUVENLIKTEN YENINESIL BiR GUC ANLAYISINA: HiBRIiT GUC

Ozellikle 20. yiizy1l ortalar1 ve takip eden dénem igerisinde teknolojide yasanan gelismeler bir¢ok
alan ile, glivenlik ve giic mefthumlarini da doniistiirmiistiir. Bu siirecte geleneksel anlamda mevcut
olan siyaset, ekonomi ve ordu gibi unsurlar kendi igerisinde doniisiirken; uzay ve siber gibi yeni
unsurlarin da eklemlenmesi ile form degistirmistir. Teknolojik gelismeler ile derinlesen, uzay ve siber
uzay ile genisleyen yeni diizlem devletlerin giivenlik ve gii¢ baglamlarmin yeniden tanimlanmasi ile
sonuclanmistir. Bu yeni diizlemde artik devlet unsurlar1 ile devlet disi1 unsurlar ile nizami ve
gayrinizami savasin i¢ ige girdigi; geleneksel yetenekler, diizensiz taktik ve olusumlar, terorist
hareketler gibi degisik savas ve miicadele modlarinin bir arada degerlendirildigi ¢cok katmanl ve
kompleks bir savas formu olan hibrit savas kavramimin varlig1 6n plana ¢ikmaktadir. Hibrit savas
kavrami ilk defa Frank Hoffman tarafindan 2007 yilinda Conflict in The 21st Century: The Rise of
Hybrid Wars isimli ¢calismada yer almistir. Hoffman zikredilen savas ve miicadele formlarini hibrit
tehdit olarak ele almigsa da hibrit glivenlik ve hibrit gii¢ kavramlarina yer vermemistir. Yeni ylizyilda
ileri siirilen ¢ok katmanli hibrit savag kavrami giivenlik ve gii¢ kavramlarini da doniistiirmiis; ¢ok
katmanli bir giivenlik modeli olarak hibrit giivenlik ve ¢ok katmanli bir gli¢ modeli olarak hibrit gii¢

kavramlarmin kullanimini gerekli kilmistir. Hibrit savag ve hibrit giivenlik kavramlariin da aslinda
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hibrit giiciin sahadaki yansimalar1 oldugu ifade edilebilir. Nizami ve gayrinizami giivenlik
yaklagimlarini igerisinde bulunduran ¢ok boyutlu ve ¢ok katmanli kompleks bir giivenlik anlayigini
tanimlamakta olan hibrit giivenlik kavrami, hibrit tehditlere karsi insa edilmesi gereken, farkli
alanlardaki tehditlere cevap verebilecek merkezi kompleks bir giivenlik kapasitesini tanimlamaktadir.
Bu giivenlik kapasitesinin tesisi ise ancak hibrit bir gii¢ kapasitesine sahip olmak ile miimkiin
gorlinmektedir. Devletler ve devlet dis1 aktorler tarafindan gergeklestirilebilecek ¢ok cesitli ve
belirsiz olasi tehditler karsisinda hibrit glivenligin tesisi ve hibrit savasin icrasi, temelde hibrit gii¢
kapasitesinin mevcudiyeti ile iligkilidir. Gerek nizami gerekse vekalet savaglar1 yontemi ile yiiriitiilen,
rakip devletlerin ve yeri geldiginde devlet dis1 aktorlerin kullanildigi miicadele ve savas
yontemlerinden olusan hibrit savasa karsilik; uluslararasi iliskilerin mesru aktorleri olan devletlerin
giic kapasitelerinin mevcut sartlara uygun ve cok katmanli olarak gelistirilmesi hibrit bir gii¢
anlayisinin ingasini1 gerekli kilmaktadir. Bu gii¢ kapasitesi ile devletler hibrit giivenlik kapasitelerini
insa edebilecek ve hibrit savaslar karsisinda basarili bir miicadele verebilecekleri bir kapasiteye
ulasabileceklerdir. Hibrit gii¢ kavrami bir yonii ile gelismekte olan uzay, siber, haberlesme, yapay
zeka, robotik, insansiz arag, savas gibi teknolojiler ile enerji, teknoloji, cevre, gida, toplum, kiiltiir vb.
alanlardaki gelismeler de goz oniinde bulunduruldugunda 21. yilizyilda giic methumunun yeniden
tanimlandig1 ve belirsizlik ¢aginda siirdiiriilebilir gii¢ kapasitesinin ingasinin nasil bir degerlendirme
ile miimkiin olabilecegi sorusuna cevap niteligindedir. Hibrit gii¢ kavrami devletlerin kendilerine 6zel
bolgesel ve kiiresel denkleme uygun isabetli analizler ile gii¢ kapasitelerini dogru tesis edebildikleri
noktada anlam kazanacak gerekli gili¢ unsurlarinin tanimlanmasina yonelik bir bakis acisini ortaya
koymaktadir. Bu teblig daha 6nce hibrit savas baglami goz 6niinde bulundurularak yazar tarafindan
ileri siiriilmiis hibrit giivenlik kavraminin ve anlayisinin, hibrit giicii de beraberinde getirmekte
oldugunu ileri stirmektedir. Uluslararasi iligkiler literatiirlinde daha 6nce kullanimina rastlanmamis
olan, nizami ve gayrinizami gii¢ kapasitelerini bir arada ele alabilecek ¢cok boyutlu ve ¢cok katmanl
kompleks bir gii¢ formu olarak hibrit gli¢ kavramini 6ne siirmekte, bu kavramu literatiire bir katki ve
Oneri olarak tavsiye etmektedir.

YENI TEHDITLER VE ZORLUKLARIN AFRIKA KITASININ GUVENLIK MIMARISINE
ETKISI

Geleneksel olarak giivenlik, siddet tehdidi veya kullanimiyla yakindan iliskili olarak goriilmiis ve
askeri araglar giivenligin saglanmasinda merkezi bir rol oynamistir. Soguk Savas’in sona ermesinden

bu yana giivenlik kavraminin g¢ercevesi genislemistir. Ulusal giivenlikle ilgili oldugu diisiiniilen
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tehditlerin kapsami, demografik artis, hizli kentlesme, niifusun zorunlu gocii, salgin hastaliklar, gida
giivensizligi ve iklim degisikliginin etkileri gibi konular1 da igerecek sekilde genisletilmistir. Bu
yeniden kavramsallagtirma c¢abasi, askeri olmayan tehditleri, giiniimiiz diinyasinda ulus-devletlerin
karsilastig1 potansiyel tehditlerin degisen dogasini dikkate alan bir ulusal giivenlik sdylemi ve
politikasinin ayrilmaz bir pargasi haline getirmeyi amaglamistir. Afrika kitasindaki giivensizligin
dogasi, gecmisteki catisma dinamiklerinden belirgin bir sapmay1 temsil eden ve yerlesik politika
mekanizmalarina meydan okuyan temel bir degisim gecirmistir. Somiirgecilik sonras1 donem isyanlar
ve ayaklanmalarla, Soguk Savas sonrasi yillar ise bir dizi kanl1 vekalet catigsmalariyla sekillenmistir.
Catigmalarin sayisinda gorece azalma goriilmekle birlikte iklim degisikligi, demografik artis ve hizl
kentlesme gibi giivenlik endiselerinin bu yilizyilin ortalarima kadar Afrika kitasinin gilivenlik
manzarasini yeniden sekillendirecegi ongoriilmektedir. Afrika kitasinin kiiresel giivenlik agisindan
giderek daha onemli hale geldigi ve onlimiizdeki on yillarda da 6neminin artmaya devam edecegi
aciktir. Kiiresel niifusun yaklasik yiizde 16’sin1 temsil eden Afrika niifusunun yiizde 60’1 25 yasin
altindadir. Kita niifusunun 2050 yilina kadar iki katina ¢ikarak 2 milyara ulasmasi beklenmektedir.
Kitanin demografik yapisimin yiiksek bagimlilik orani ile artacagi goz Oniine alindiginda
kentlesmenin artmasiyla birlikte Afrikalilarin ¢ogunlugunun sehirlerde yasamasi ve oOzellikle
gecekondularda yasayan kent sakinlerinin sayismin iki katina ¢ikmasi beklenmektedir. Ote yandan
orantili ekonomik firsatlara sahip olmayan niifus artisi, Afrika’da artan demografik kaygilar
nedeniyle artmas1 muhtemel bir ulus 6tesi sorun olan kitlesel gd¢iin de itici giiciinii olusturacaktir.
Hizli kentlesme, radikal orgiitler ve terdrist gruplar icin destek riskini artirmaktadir. Bu demografik
gelismeye artan issizlik oranlar (6zellikle gengler arasinda) ve devlet tarafindan yetersiz altyapi ve
hizmet sunumunun eslik etmesi halinde hizli kentlesme asirilik yanlis1 gruplarin ortaya ¢ikmasi ve
ayaklanmalar i¢in bir zemin olusturacaktir. Afrika kitasi, iklim degisikligi ve iklim degiskenliginin
etkilerine kars1 diinyanin en savunmasiz bdlgeleri arasinda yer almaktadir. Iklim degisikliginin
beklenen tezahiirleri Afrika kitasinin bir¢cok bolgesinde sosyal ve ekonomik refah i¢in bir dizi sonug
doguracaktir. 2050 yilina gelindiginde Afrika kitasinin bazi bolgeleri ¢ok daha sicak ve kurak
olurken, bazi bolgeleri de sel baskinlarina ve yiikselen deniz seviyelerine maruz kalacaktir. Kitada
tarimsal ge¢im kaynaklarinin 6nemi goz oniline alindiginda, bu tiir gelismeler, kirsal topluluklarin
siyasi olarak diglanmasi ve ekonomik olarak marjinallestirilmesinden kaynaklanan mevcut
gerilimlerin siddetlenmesine neden olabilecektir. Sonug olarak, giivenlik tehditlerinin derinlesen ve
degisen dogas1 Afrika kitasinda bir tehdit ¢arpani olarak ulusal giivenlik ¢ikarlar1 icin somut bir tehdit
olusturacaktir. Diger yandan bu gelismeler sadece Afrika kitasindaki giivensizligin karmagik
nedenlerinin 6nemli bir unsurunu olusturmakla kalmayip, ayni zamanda mevcut giivensizlik

bicimlerinin ¢ogunu karakterize eden merkezi olmayan siddet bigimlerinin bazi modellerini ve
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gelismelerini de belirleyecektir. Bu kapsamda calisma sifir toplamli yaklasimin yerine diyalog,
ortaklik ve kazan-kazan ilkeleri dogrultusunda bir giivenlik toplulugunun olusturulmasi tezine
dayanmaktadir. Giivenlige iliskin yeni tehditler ve zorluklar Afrika kitasinda baris ve gilivenligin
bugiinii ve gelecegine iliskin izlenecek yol haritasini belirleme etkisine sahiptir. Calismada kiiresel
giivenlik mimarisini sekillendirme potansiyeline sahip Afrika kitasinda karmasik bir gelecek
senaryosu ¢izen iklim degisikligi, demografik artiy ve hizli kentlesme gibi yeni tehditler ve
zorluklarin giivenlige iligkin etkileri degerlendirilecektir.

SUDAN’S JOURNEY TOWARD PEACE AND STABILITY

Abdulfatah Said MOHAMED, Hamad Bin Khalifa University

Sudan has suffered from complex humanitarian crises for a long 6me due to the waves of protracted
conflicts it has experienced, such as the South Sudan War, the Upper Nile Crisis, the Kordofan Crisis,
and the East Sudan Crisis, which led to the separation of South Sudan from Sudan as an independent
state, and the Darfur Crisis. Sudan also experienced a revolutionary movement that ended in April
2019 with the overthrow of former President Omar al-Bashir aMer three decades in power. With the
outbreak of the armed conflict in Sudan on April 15, 2023, the humanitarian situation in Sudan
deteriorated significantly, especially in the capital, Khartoum, due to the eruption of the conflict
between the Sudanese Armed Forces led by army commander Abdel Fatah al-Burhan and Mohamed
Hamdan Dagqlo, known as Hemeti, the commander of the Rapid Support Forces, in mid-April 2023.
This was accompanied by the killing of hundreds of civilians and the injury of more than 5,000
others. Several initiatives by the African Union and the Intergovernmental Authority on Development
(IGAD) to cease fire have failed, not to men6on the initiatives of the presidents of several African
and Arab countries. The American-Saudi mediabon was also unable to guarantee a ceasefire, as
hundreds of viola6ons of the ceasefire have occurred, which have quickly failed, and the par6es have
returned to the negotiating table without leading to a comprehensive ceasefire and the start of a
comprehensive political dialogue to end the conflict. The ongoing conflict in Sudan has humanitarian
impacts on Sudan and Sudanese people. The humanitarian crisis in Sudan has had a significant impact
on the lives of the populabon, as the conflict has displaced more than one million people, injured
more than 5,000 others, and killed hundreds. It has also led to the destruction of essential
infrastructure, such as schools, hospitals, and homes. It has also caused a shortage of food, water, and
electricity.

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BETWEEN A ROCK AND HARD PLACE: INSTITUTIONS, AGENCIES AND
IDEOLOGIES AT A CENTENNIAL ANNIVERSARY OF RUSSIA-TURKEY RELATIONS

In this presentation, I argue that agencies, institutions, and ideologies affected Turkey-Russia
relations in different periods. In detail, I discuss the four different periods of Turkey-Russia relations
to demonstrate the impact of agencies, institutions and both of them on the relations. First, I discuss
that strong agencies but weak institutions affected 1923-1952 years since both countries were newly
founded and strong leaders were ruling them both. However, second, 1952-1990 period witnessed
strong institutions but weak agencies due to the Cold War conditions had no place for agencies but
institutions. Third, I argue that the end of the cold war created a lost decade (1990-2002) since both
states had both weak agencies and weak institutions. Lastly, strong bilateral institutions and strong
agencies controlled the 2002-2023 periods since strong leaders and leader -led institutions controlled
relations.

In summary, my presentation discusses that as history shows agencies and institutions play important
roles in Russian and Turkish relations. Moreover, in the near future, agencies and agency-led
institutions will continue to control the relations. Since, then, both Russia and Turkey have been ruled

by strong leaders and the leaders play the role of the agency.

THE GLOBAL DIGITAL ORDER AND THE OPPORTUNITIES FOR ASIA TO BRING
BALANCE BETWEEN THE EAST AND THE WEST

Global order is a focal point for explaining, analyzing and predicting global trends. Ian Bremmer, the

American political scientist and the founder and head of the Eurasia group recently depicted the world
through different orders, two of which is the multi-polar economic order and the digital order that
incase China and the United states continue their forceful assertion will lead to a bipolar digital order.
The research question of this paper is whether the new emerging orders is capable of harmonizing
and unifying the East as a key player in the virtual and digital world under one umbrella. To reach an
answer the constructivist theory is applied since the constructivists believe in the presence of various
structures in the world system, a material and a normative one. To be more precise the world orders
comprise units, structure, process and external rules. Therefore, it is hypothesized that at this time
that China is a determining power in Asia both economically and digitally there rest opportunities for
bringing harmony to Asia regarding identity in order to level the playing field between the East and
the West. This research is qualitative and it involves non- numerical data such as texts, podcasts, web
casts therefore a secondary research.

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THE POTENTIAL CONFLIiCT BETWEEN TRANSPARENCY & NATIONAL SECURITY
WITH ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE APPLICATIONS IN THE JUDICIARY

Nurhayat BEKIR, Ibn Haldun University

Public institutions and organizations have begun utilizing Al applications not only in the field of
national security and surveillance, but also in the field of judiciary. Applications of Artificial
Intelligence (Al) are now being employed more frequently in the legal sector. Along with these
enforcements, such as Al as an assistant in the judiciary, the prospect of Al judges is also brought up.
Spreading the use of Al technology in this field has also been on the agenda of the international
organizations including EU, and in this respect, legislative studies pertaining to Al have been
initiated. The sui generis nature of Al applications carries the risk of creating “black” areas in judicial
applications. Al applications used in the judiciary can sometimes give discriminatory results. The
reason for this cannot always be determined exactly, but sometimes intensive studies are required in
the system to detect it. For this reason, international organizations emphasise the principle of
transparency to prevent this risk from causing violation of rights in contradiction with the principle
of legal certainty. However, there is another risk, which is that sharing the confidential software used
in the judiciary with the public in accordance with the principle of transparency will lead to situations
that may create a threat to national security. This study will firstly examine the use of Al applications
in judiciary and will explain the problem of the emergence of results that violate fundamental rights
and freedoms arising from these applications. Then, it will elucidate the legal studies in the EU in
this field. EU documents, especially the European Code of Ethics on the Use of Artificial Intelligence
in Judicial Systems developed by European Commission for the Efficiency of Justice (CEPEJ), are
used to examine the responsibilities of public institutions and organizations arising from the use of
Al applications in the judicial system. Finally, in this context, it will discuss how this negative practice
can be removed without taking steps contrary to national security within the scope of the principle of
transparency.

Uluslararasi iliskilerin hakim paradigmasi olan realizme gore merkezi otoritenin bulunmadigi
uluslararasi sistemde devletler birbirilerine giivenmedigi i¢in glivenliklerini saglamaya biiyiik 6nem

vermektedir. Bu sebeple giivenligin saglanmasi devletin birincil amaci haline gelirken, giivenligin
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saglanmasi i¢in de askeri giiciin artirilmasi 6nem kazanmaktadir. Giivenligini saglamak icin askeri
giiclinii artirmay1 se¢en devletlerin gii¢lii bir ekonomiye sahip olmalar1 giivenligin siirdiiriilebilirligi
acisindan bir zorunluluk haline gelmistir. Diger yandan giiclii olma tercihinde bulunan bir devletin
teknoloji alaninda s6z sahibi olmasi ve miimkiinse ithal eden iilke olmak yerine bu teknolojiyi
gelistiren, uygulayan ve ihra¢ eden iilke olmasi kiiresel sistemdeki yeri itibartyla ulusal giivenligi
acisindan 6nemli bir kosul haline gelmektedir. Belirsizliklerin artig gdsterdigi, tehditlerin ¢esitlendigi
bir ortamda devletler icin riskleri hesaplamak, tehditleri 6ngérmek ve miicadele etmek eski kadar
kolay olmamaktadir. Gerek risk ve tehditlerin hesaplanmasinda gerek bu risk ve tehditlerle miicadele
stirecinde uzun yillardir salt insana dayali bir siire¢ s6z konusudur. Ancak belirsizliklerin artig
gosterdigimi yirmi birinci ylizyll sartlarinda insan faktoriiniin karsilasilan her problemi takip ve
miicadele etmesi neredeyse imkansiz hale gelmistir. Bu sebeple, giivenlik alaninda hatay1 minimize
etmek amaciyla karar destek sistemlerinden muharip araclara kadar uzanan alanda teknolojinin
destegine acik bir sekilde ihtiya¢ duyulmaktadir. Bu noktada ise devreye egitimden sagliga,
ekonomiden tarima, ulastirmadan haberlesmeye kadar uzanan alanda doniistiiriicii bir rol {istlenmeye
baslamis olan yapay zekanin savunma ve giivenlik alanlarinda kullanimi devreye girmektedir. Yirmi
birinci yiizyilda da kiiresel ekonomik, teknolojik ve askeri tistlinliigiinii siirdiirmek i¢in yapay zeka
ABD tarafindan stratejik bir ara¢ olarak kabul edilmistir. Yapay zekaya kiiresel giic miicadelesi
baglaminda da 6nem veren ABD, bunu savunma ve giivenlik alanina halihazirda yansitmis
durumdadir. Her gecen giin yapay zekaya yonelik diizenlenmelerini artirirken, diger yandan da silah
ve techizat sistemlerinde yapay zeka igeren iirtinleri kullanmaya baglamis durumdadir. ABD’nin
yapay zekaya stratejik dnem vermesinin dnemli nedenleri arasinda Asyali iki kiiresel rakibi olan
Rusya ve Cin’in de kendisine dnemli hedefler koymus olmas1 bulunmaktadir. Oyle ki bir yanda Putin
“Yapay zeka alaninda tekellesen diinyay1 yonetir” mottosuyla Rusya icin yapay zeka hedeflerini tayin
ederken, Cin ise 2030 yilina gelindiginde yapay zeka alaninda diinyanin bir numarali iilkesi olmak
istedigi ifade ederek lider iilke olmak istedigini gdstermistir. Ayrica devlet dis1 (silahli) aktSrler de
yapay zeka araglarindan yararlanarak kapasitelerini gelistirmeye baslamislardir. Tiim bu gelismeler
ABD agisindan dikkate alindiginda, yapay zekdnin ABD ulusal giivenlik ekosisteminin dnemli bir
parcasi haline gelecegi beklentisi sasirtict bir gelisme degildir. Bu ¢calismada ise oncelikle igerisinde
bulundugumuz ¢agdaki belirsizliklerin ne tiir risk ve tehditler yarattigi, teknolojinin bu tehditlerin
neresinde oldugu tanimlanacak olup; ardinda da ABD’nin bu risk ve tehditlere kars1 yapay zekay1
nasil kullandig1 betimleyici bir sekilde ele alinacaktir.

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KURESEL KULTUREL DUZENSIZLIKLERIN ULUSLARARASI GUVENLIK

Kiiresellesmenin etkisiyle uluslararas: alanda pek ¢ok konuda degisim ve doniisiim yasanmustir.
Yasanan degisimler kiiltiirel agidan bir takim diizensizliklere yol acarken, ayn1 zamanda kiiresel ve
toplumsal bir¢ok giivenlik tehdidinin olusumuna da etki etmistir. Kiiresellesmenin toplumlara ve
onlarin tasidigi kiiltlirlere biiyiik etkisi olmustur. Kiiresellesme, farkli kiiltiirlerin etkilesimini artirmis
olsa da, bu durum ayni1 zamanda kiiltiirel diizensizlikleri de beraberinde getirmistir. Kiiresellesmenin
kiiltiire etkisi ile farkli kiiltiirler arasindaki etkilesim, bazi1 evrensel degerler, normlar ve kiiltiirel
Ogeler daha genis bir zeminde yayilmistir. Kiiltiirel ¢esitlilikler potansiyel kiiltiirel diizensizlige neden
olmustur. Bu noktada kiiltiirel ¢esitlilik ve farkliliklar, hem zenginlik kaynagi olabilecegi hem de
potansiyel giivenlik riskleri tasidig1 anlayis1 lizerinde, uluslararasi istikrarin saglanmasi agisindan
hayati 6neme sahip olmustur. Tartigilagelen gilincel diinya meseleleri kiiresellesme yataginda
toplumlar1 ve onlarin kiiltiirlerini etkileyerek uluslararasi giivenlik tehdidi olusturmustur. Kiiresel
diizeyde pek ¢ok karmasik sorun, kiiltiirel diizensizliklerin artisina yol acarak uluslararasi giivenlik
tehditlerini ciddi sekilde artirmistir. Kiiltiirel diizensizliklerin kiiresel sorunlar baglaminda giivenlik
tehdidi olusturmasi da yeni kiiresel diizensizliklere isaret etmistir.

Ik kez iskog psikiyatrist Laing tarafindan The Divided Self: An Existential Study in Sanity and
Madness adli kitabinda kullanilan ve Ingiliz Sosyolog Anthony Giddens'n The Constitution of
Society adli kitabinda detaylandirilan ontolojik giivenlik kavrami, “sosyal aktorlerin kendi
devamliligin1 stirdiirebilmek i¢in bir 6z kimlige (anlatiya) ihtiyag duydugu” temel diisiincesi
tizerinden bireysel diizeyde ifade edilmistir. Bu 6z kimlik, bireylerin “kim oldugu, nerden geldigi ve
gelecekte nerede olacagina” dair istikrarli ve devamli olmasini istedikleri bir glivende olma hali
tizerine bina edilmektedir. Dolayisiyla ontolojik giivenlik, i¢sel bir mevcudiyete sahip olarak
bireylerin 6zerk ve iiniter olan kimliklerinin giivenligi {izerine kuruludur. Bu alternatif bakis agis1
bireyin giivenligini sadece “hayatta kalma” olarak degil, “yasami belirleyen tehditlerden bir miktar
Ozgilrliik ve se¢im yapma alan1” seklinde tanimlayarak farkli disiplinlere ve giivenlik aragtirmalarina
onemli katkilar sunmaktadir. Siyaset Bilimi ve Uluslararasi Iliskiler disiplini icerisinde de énemli bir
yer edinen kavram; bireyler gibi devletlerin ve toplumlarin siyasi davranislarinin sekillenmesinde 6z
kimliklerinin ve 0z kimliklerinin altinda yatan sosyo-psikolojik dinamiklerin 6nemli etkileri

oldugunu ortaya koymaya calismaktadir. Kavram bu haliyle, gilivenlik c¢aligmalarinin politik
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davraniglar1 agiklamada yetersiz kaldigi konulara alternatif bir bakis agis1 saglayarak, kimligi
giivenlik analizine dahil etmektedir. Bunu, aktorlerin “fiziksel” veya “maddi” giivensizlikleri s6z
konusu oldugunda dahi kimliklerine uyumlu davranislar gosterebilecekleri temel vurgusu ile ortaya
koymaktadir. Alanyazinda etkili olan ontolojik giivenlik c¢aligmalari, yogun kaygi ve belirsizlik
donemlerinde bireylerin ontolojik giivenlik ihtiyaclarimi karsilamak i¢in 6z kimliklerinin
giivenliklerini saglayabileceklerine inandiklar1 herhangi bir kollektif kimlik ¢atis1 altina sigmma
egiliminde olacaklarmi ifade etmektedir. Ozellikle kitlesel travmaya maruz kalan toplumlarda
istikrarsizligin  yogun giivensizlige yol actigi, bu durumlarda ise kimliklerin, bireylerin
giivensizliklere kars1t politik davraniglarini sekillendirmede daha etkili bir degisken oldugu
belirtilmektedir. Boyle donemlerde bireyler degisime daha az agik, belirsizliklere karsi ise daha az
toleransli davranmaktadir.

Bu baglamda c¢alismanin amaci; Tirkiye’de se¢men davranislarinin sekillenmesinde ve Tiirk
siyasetini anlamada ontolojik giliven(siz)ligin 6nemli bir faktér oldugunu ortaya koymaktir.
Calismada, ontolojik giiven(siz)ligin Tiirkiye’de siyasi davraniglarin sekillenmesinde iyi ya da kotii
bir giic olabilecegi savunulmaktadir. Bu nedenle calismada, oncelikle ontolojik giivenligin ana
argiimanlarinin ve duygularinin tanitilmas1 hedeflenmektedir. Sonrasinda ontolojik glivenlik ve
kimlik arasindaki iligki irdelenerek, bu iligskinin Tiirkiye’de segmenin tutum ve davranislarini nasil
sekillendirdigi analiz edilemeye ¢alisilacaktir. ikincil verilere dayanan arastirmanin kuramsal kesimi,
ontolojik glivenlik ile ilgili ulusal ve uluslararas1 alanyazinindaki tanimlamalar iizerinden kuramsal
bir ¢erceve lizerine oturtulacaktir. Tiirkiye’de siyasi segmen davranisinin sekillenmesinde ontolojik
giiven(siz)ligin etkili bir faktdr oldugu temel arglimani ise; Tiirk siyasal hayatinda ulus devletin
olusumu stirecinden itibaren siiregelen beka endisesi, 1980 sonrasinda olusan toplumsal travmalar,
sorunlar ve agmazlar ile uyumlu gelisen ontolojik kaygilarin, Tiirkiye’de se¢gmenin davraniglarini
mevcut iktidarin korunmasi noktasinda nasil yonlendirdigi tizerinden analiz edilecektir. Bu ontolojik
kaygilar ile uyumlu olarak 14 Mayis 2023 se¢imlerinde iktidar kanadinin yiiriittiigii “pragmatik”
siyasetin, muhalefet kanadinin yiiriittiigii ve se¢meni harekete gecirmeyen “akim” siyasete galip
gelerek, toplumda giiclii bir lider tarafindan saglanan ulusal istikrar arayisini nasil arttirdig1 sorusuna
cevap aranmaktadir. Calismada nitel arastirma yontemleri kullanilmakta, mantiksal muhakeme

icerisinde ise, timevarim arastirma yaklasimi benimsenmektedir.

GLOBAL RIVALRY OR MORAL IMPERATIVE? WHAT DRIVES CHINA'S STANCE
ON SYRIA IN THE UN SECURITY COUNCIL

China's veto use in the UN Security Council (UNSC) concerning the Syrian civil war has become a
point of scholarly contention. While some attribute China's actions to its promotion of international
norms, others posit that alliances with countries like Russia and regional interests are at play. Through
empirical analysis of China's voting records in the UNSC on Syria, this study provides strong
evidence supporting the notion that China is influenced more by its relationships with global powers
like the US and Russia, rather than regional or normative considerations. The research offers fresh
insights into the motivations behind China's foreign policy choices, particularly in the context of
complex global and regional political landscapes.

FROM FOE TO HERO UNDER A DECADE: HOW TURKEY BECAME AN ALLY WITH
THE ARABS OF THE MIDDLE EAST

Since the Turkish Republic’s foundation, Turco-Arab affairs have been a hotbed of tensions and
diplomatic crises. Most recently, the Arab Spring started in 2011 and increased the tension in the
affairs to an extreme. With the formation of two new blocs with Saudi Arabia and Qatar on each side,
Tirkiye failed to follow a balanced foreign policy due to several reasons. Nevertheless, Tiirkiye
decided to side with Qatar for the long term and kept its endeavor to rejuvenate its affairs with Saudi
Arabia and the United Arab Emirates. After the 2017 Qatari crisis, countries including Tiirkiye, Saudi
Arabia, Qatar, United Arab Emirates, and Egypt found themselves in a zero-sum game. This crisis
took more than 5 years to heal in the diplomatic arena and other shocks like the assassination of Jamal
Khashoggi an embargo on Turkish exports several times, the closing of the airspaces, etc. pushed the
time for a closure between these countries. Turkish President Erdogan’s latest tour in the Middle East
has proven that these countries now have a very different roadmap in front of them. The agreements
on defense exports, other trade goods, and infrastructure deals between these countries, except Egypt,
signal a very positive and region-oriented management of affairs for the future. This study focuses
on this aspect of the timeline and tries to predict how this move can forge an alliance in the Middle
East. Democrat US Presidents have always pushed Middle Eastern actors to find their own solutions

to their own problems. With US President Joe Biden’s term, it has become a reality where the Middle
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Eastern countries sought actual alternative ways to create a profound security complex. Is it possible
for these countries to agree on their conflictual interests and overcome them for a perpetual balance
of power? Or are we observing a transitional period with multi-polarity which will eventually lead to
aregional leader exerting control over the other members? This paper will deny or approve that there
is a possibility for this alliance to be formed and to stay benevolent for its members. There will be an
inquiry into alternatives against this alliance considering each country’s interests and historical state

behavior.

DEADLOCK IN LEBANESE POLITICS: HOW IS THE COMPETITION OF REGIONAL
AND GLOBAL ACTORS AFFECTING THE CRISIS IN LEBANON?

Talha ismail DUMAN, Sakarya University

Lebanese politics is facing a deepening crisis due to the failures in attempts to form a government
and elect a new president, as well as the recent economic crisis. Considering that there are 18 sectarian
groups that are officially represented in the Lebanese Parliament and that the majority of these groups
have relations with regional or global actors, it is possible to say that the share of foreign actors
corresponds to an important place in the tensions in Lebanese politics. While the polarization between
pro-Syria/lranian-backed ‘March 8 coalition ’and pro-Saudi/Western-backed ‘the March 14
coalition ’has become more acute, it is seen that no permanent steps can be taken to change the
political system based on sectarian affiliations. In this regard, this paper examines the impact of
regional and global politics in the policy-making of Lebanese actors. The main research question is
as follows: what is the impact of the competition in regional and global politics on the Lebanese
political order? By referring the process tracing method and comparative analysis, the deadlocks that
emerged in the country's politics due to the disagreements between the parties after Syria's withdrawal
from Lebanon in 2005 are tried to be explained and the impact capacity of local actors in solution
strategies is revealed by comparing different crisis periods. In this context, the vulnerabilities of the
main dynamics that determine the relations of Lebanese actors with regional and global powers are
also detailed. The findings of the paper reveal that if the current order in Lebanon continues, a political
process in which the interventions of external actors are prevented will not be possible and larger
crises may lock the country's politics. It is clear that this process, which is not expected to trigger a
civil war like in the past, will not allow a healthy civil society will. In this framework, the most
permanent solution for Lebanon will be to change the political order based on sectarian quota and to
strengthen state functions with the consensus of local actors.

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WHEN THE WEST HURTS: UNDERSTANDING ALGERIAN FOREIGN POLICY IN
NORTH AFRICA AND BEYOND

Algeria has consistently adhered to a foreign policy framework based on normative principles such
as the Third Worldism, self-determination of peoples, and non-interference in other countries ’
domestic affairs since its attainment of independence. Moreover, it has successfully managed to strike
a delicate equilibrium between the West and the states that has challenged the Western dominance,
including Russia, China, and Iran. This achievement has transpired despite the emergence of
heightened tensions among major global powers during the early 2000s. In doing so, Algeria's
approach has been marked by its self-perception as neither an ally nor averse to alignment with any
singular great power. Rather, it has demonstrated a propensity for strategic partnership in particular
context or period. For instance, Algeria led by Bouteflika (1999-2019) positioned itself as strategic
cooperator of the United States in North Africa, during which both entities cooperated in countering
Islamic extremists within Sahara region during the 2000s. Following this phase, approximately a
decade later, the country’s strategic trajectory underwent a notable shift by forging strategic
partnership with Russia when it comes to energy prices or armament. However, the paradigm shift in
Algeria's foreign policy trajectory has been perceptible under the leadership of President Tebboune.
This recalibration is a response to the amplification of geopolitical tensions among global powers and
their potential implications for Algeria's national security. Effectively, Algeria has found itself
constrained in the exercise of its customary foreign policy posture, as the international political
landscape becomes increasingly fraught with tension. Under such a burning atmosphere, Algerian
decision-makers have embarked upon a course of action aimed at reducing Algeria's reliance on
Western influence. Notably, Algeria's inclusion within the BRICS has coincided with its active
participation in joint military exercises alongside the Russian and Chinese armed forces. These
exercises were not confined solely to the territories of Russia and China, but also extended to regions
proximate to Morocco—an ally of the United States. Evidently, Algeria, a state historically
circumspect in forging close alliances, has recalibrated its foreign policy orientation to foster deeper
engagement with nations that diverge fundamentally from Western perspectives. This strategic shift
bears significance not only for Algeria's foreign policy trajectory but also for the strategic maneuvers
of major powers in Africa and beyond. In this light, the present study examines factors driving
Algerian foreign policy and their implications on the broader global geopolitical landscape.

REFAH PARTIiSI ve SOMALI’YE INSANI MUDAHALE: IKILEM ve SOYLEM
ARASINDA iC VE DIS POLITIKANIN ETKILESiMi

1991 yilinda Somali’de patlak veren ve yaklasik otuz yil siiren i¢ savas, Soguk Savag sonrasi diizenin
onemli mekanizmalarindan olan insani miidahalenin giindeme geldigi ilk orneklerdendir. Aralik
1992°de Birlesmis Milletler (BM) Giivenlik Konseyi’nin 794 sayili karar1 uyarinca olusturulacak
askeri misyona, Tiirkiye’ nin de destek vermesi giindeme geldi ve meclis bu tezkereyi kabul etti. Hatta
Korgeneral Cevik Bir, 1993 ile 1995 yillar1 arasinda BM askeri misyonunun komutani olarak gorev
yapti. Bu calisma, Somali misyonuna kars1 Refah Partisi’nin tavrini analiz etme iddiasindadir. Aymi
tezkerenin ikinci maddesi, Bosna’ya olas1 bir uluslararasi misyonun olusturulmasi durumunda da
Tirk ordusunun destek vermesini ongormektedir. Buna karsin, tezkere goriismelerinde mecliste
mubhalif tavir takinan ve olumsuz oy kullanan basat siyasi odak Refah Partisi’dir (RP). Halbuki
tezkere, kagit lizerinde, yeryiiziindeki tim Miisliimanlara kars1 zulmii elestiren ve Miisliiman tilkeler
arast Ozel baglar tesis edilmesi gerektigini savunan muhafazakar-mukaddesat¢i bir sdylem
benimseyen RP icin “savunulmasi gereken” bir talep gibi goriinmektedir. Bu noktada RP’nin dis
politika izlegi 6énem kazanmaktadir ve bu ¢alisma RP 6zelinde muhafazakar-mukaddesat¢t Tiirk
kamuoyunun dis politikaya bakisin1 incelemeye odaklanir. RP i¢in s6z konusu miidahalenin
sonucunda Miisliimanlarin zarar gérmesinin engellenecek olsa dahi, miidahaleyi yapan aktorler ¢ok
daha onemlidir. O aktor de diinyanin tiim hiikiimetlerini manipiile edebilme kapasitesine sahip
kiiresel bir gii¢ olarak konumlandirilan Amerika, siyonistler ve emperyalistlerdir. Boylece RP’nin
askeri miidahale karsisindaki tutumu, ayni zamanda i¢ politikadaki sdylemini pekistirecek bir rol
oynar. Zira RP’ye gore s6z konusu karar1 veren Tiirk hiikiimeti “Bati taklitcisi” ve “kuvveti listlin
tutan” partilerden olusmaktadir ve dis giicler neyi “emrederse” onu uygulamaktadirlar. Oyle ki
muhafazakar-mukaddesatci yaymlarda Tiirk hiikiimetinin Somali’deki konumu “bag figiiran” ve “bas
tetik¢i” gibi sifatlarla nitelendirilir. Dolayisiyla RP, en hassas olduklar1 Miisliiman mazlumlar s6z
konusu olsa dahi, zulme son verecek elin kim oldugunu 6nemser ve i¢ politikada “Hakki iistiin tutan”
ve “taklitci olmayan” RP hiikiimetinin gerekliliginin altin1 ¢izer. Bu c¢alisma, insani miidahale
operasyonlarinin ilk 6rneklerinden olan Somali misyonunun Tiirkiye’de muhafazakar-mukaddesatg1
cevrelerde olusturmasi muhtemel ikilemi ele alarak, RP 6zelinde olusturulan muhalif sdylemi meclis

tutanaklari, parti mensuplarinin sdylemleri ve dénemin dergileri iizerinden analiz etmekte ve bu
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sOylemi, i¢ ve dis politika etkilesimi/iligkisi lizerinden yorumlamaktadir.

Uluslararasi Iligkiler (UI), tarihten ve konjonktiirel olaylardan miilhem alan biiyiik teorik tartismalar
sonucu biiyliyen ve sinema gibi yeni ¢calisma alanlarini biinyesine katan 6nemli bir disiplindir. Sinema
ve televizyon; yumusak gii¢, propaganda ve jeopolitik gibi ¢esitli kavram ve olgular agisindan analiz
konusu yapilarak disiplinin konusuna dahil edilmektedir. Bu acidan sinema Ul disiplininin farkl
kavram ve teorilerinin somut olarak analiz imkani1 sunan bagka bir alan olusturmaktadir ve sanat ile
Ul disiplini arasinda énemli bir kdprii gdrevi gormektedir. Ul genel olarak “uluslararasi baris ve
giivenlik nasil saglanir?” sorusuna cevap aramaktadir. Bu minvalde biiylik giiclerin yiikselisi ve
diisiisti, savaslarin sebebi ve giiciin muhafazasi lizerine odaklanmaktadir. Hegemonya kavrami da gii¢
maksimizasyonu ve meydan okuyuculara kars1 gelistirilen stratejileri igermektedir. Rizaya dayali ya
da tahakkiim giiciine dayanan hegemonya kavrami disiplinin siire¢ analizini yaparken 6nemli bir
kavramsal cerceve sunmaktadir. Bu minvalde konjonktiir basta olmak iizere Ingiliz ve Amerikan
hegemonyasi arasinda bazi farklar bulunmaktadir. Amerikan hegemonyasi soguk savasin getirisi olan
uluslararasi sistemin ¢ift kutuplu yapidan tek kutuplu yapiya doniistiigti konjonktiirde ortaya ¢ikmis
olup meydan okuyucularin ¢ok kutuplu diinya semsiye altinda ortak paydada bulustuklar1 bir
konjonktiirde hayatin1 idame ettirmektedir. Amerikan hegemonyasinda kiiresellesme ve devlet dist
aktorler ve buna bagl olarak kiiresel yonetisim gibi kiiresellesme iirlinii olan énemli kavram ve
olgularin daha yaygi oldugu goriilmektedir. ingiliz hegemonyasi ise sémiirgeciligin yaygin oldugu
bir donemde ve gorece daha az aktoriin bulundugu bir ortamda vuku bulmustur. Bu bildirinin amact
Amerikan ve Ingiliz hegemonyasmin yansimalarin1 Star Trek ve Doctor Who dizileri vesilesiyle
analiz etmektir. Her iki dizide soguk savasin hem tirmandigi hem de yumusamaya gegtigi 1960’11
yillarda seyircisiyle bulmustur. Star Trek, Amerikan hegemonya oOrnegi olarak olusturdugu
gezegenler aras iliskiler ile daha dogrudan bir yaklasim benimserken Ingiliz hegemonyasimnin niiansi
olarak gorebilecegimiz Doctor Who dizisinin Doktor karakteri blinyesinde daha dolayl1 bir yaklasim
benimsedigi sonucuna varilmistir. Boylelikle hegemonya hem dizilerin kendi igerisinde olusturdugu
evrende hem de seyirciye sundugu Ul ortaminda kendine yer bulmustur.

Rivalry and cooperation in South Caucasus: prospects and challenges

With the dissolution of the Soviet Union, the Caucasus has become a region that has long been
characterized by instability. To accurately assess the internal dynamics of the region, it is imperative
to consider regional and sub-regional balances. In the South Caucasus inter-state conflict emerges as
much a determining factor as separatist movements. The recent conflicts between Russia and Georgia
in 2008, and Azerbaijan and Armenia in 2022 have changed the overall balance in the South
Caucasus. Paradoxically, the emerging balances and mushrooming order also open avenues for
regional cooperation. That is to say, the possibilities of new regional cooperation in the post-conflict
period have come to the fore after consecutive regional conflicts. In this context, cooperation between
Azerbaijan, Armenia, and Turkey is of vital importance. Especially the peace between Armenia and
Azerbaijan after 2022 has changed the balance and opened a window of opportunity for new
cooperation. The prospect of peace and co-existence, as well as challenges and opportunities, in the
South Caucasus will be discussed in an in-depth way at the workshop. To this end, the workshop
focuses on three sets of issues: a) fostering diplomatic, military, and political relations in the region
and exploring opportunities for conflict resolution b) analyzing opportunities for cooperation among
the regional countries in the fields of economy, energy, and logistics c) shining a spotlight on the

common culture and history in the region.

ONTOLOGICAL SECURITY AND THE EASTERN MEDITERRANEAN

Women’s Network on Eastern Mediterranean Political Studies (WONEMPYS) is a scholarly network
of female academics and researchers in the fields of Political Science, International Relations (IR),
Peace and Conflict Studies, and relevant subfields, who wish to explore avenues with which
cooperation, research, innovation and empowerment could flourish in the Eastern Mediterranean
(East Med). As founders of WONEMPS we believe in the importance of enabling the exploration of
new methodologies, theoretical frameworks, and research agendas. By challenging the dominant
discourse, we promote innovative scholarship and foster diverse perspectives in our fields. In this
context, in this roundtable we approach ontological security in the Eastern Mediterranean region from
different theoretical standpoints. Ontological security which is defined as a sense of stability that
emerges in response to “the need to experience oneself as a whole, continuous person in time in order
to realize a sense of agency” (Mtizen 2021, 342) is one of the neglected issues when ones talk about
security in the EastMed. The complex humanitarian emergencies such as Covid-19, decreasing water
supplies and inflation in food prices have posed fundamental challenges to regional security. Yet, this
extends beyond the economic and physical security of regional states. These complex humanitarian
emergencies have been posing fundamental challenges to the survival of the human as a subject. The
threats originating from such challenges to the fundamental lived experience of ‘being ’in the
EastMed is an important aspect that must be considered among scholars of security studies. Thus, in
this roundtable we offer insights to discuss different dimensions of ontological security. Our experts
will discuss several issues such as gender equality, complexity, meta governance and innovation
cooperation, climate change, identity & nationalism as well as the effects of deglobalization and post-

Westernization.
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
